A drivers license is getting difficult to get for
many people in this area. The problems that are en-
countered is the reading of English or the understand-
ing of English. There are ways for applicants to get
the drivers license other than just taking the regular
test of forty questions. There is an oral examination
which is given with a record which asks the questions
in English and there is also an examination in Spanish
which is not used too often.

We have found that people have problems because
they goto gettheir license o few days or weeks before
the license expires. What then happens is that they
might miss the test and must return. Sometimes it ta-
kes them several weeks to prepare for the test but then
they stand the chance of getting o license that is good
for only three years where it would have been poss-
ible to get one that is good for five years. If you let
your license expire, you might have to even take o
drivers test and be treated as though you have never
had a license.

Below are a few questions which appear in the
most recent tests. We give them as examples so you
might judge for yourselves how well you know the
law. To judge for yourselves if you might not bene-
fit from a CSO program, we say CSO but it really is
part of the adult education programs,

There is a class which assists those who have lan-
guage problems and who have a tough time passing
the test, This class is held each Wednesday but will
change to Monday effective Monday, February 20,
The class begins at 7:30 PM in Room 126 of the Roose~
velt School on East Sonta Clara Street.

A unique opportunity is being offered to residents
of this area to have free eye tests to find gloucoma
in its early stages.

This disease is an offliction which strikes about 2
out of every 100 persons over 35 and is the most com-
mon cause of preventable adultblindness in the United
States. Blindness is coused by a build up of pressure
within the eyeball which slowly destroys the optic
nerves. Glaoucoma is painless in its early stages and
is without other detectable symptoms without seeing
a doctor. Caought in time, it can be kept under con-
trol.

The Glaucoma Detection Clinic is sponsored by a
non-profit community agency called The Sight Con-
servation Research Center with support from the Santa
Clara County Medical Society and the San Jose City
Health Department. The clinic is open twice weekly,
Tuesdays and Fridays from 12:30 to 3:00 P.M., in the
San Jose City Health Department Building in the Civ-
ic Center. Any person over 35 years of age desiring
FREE EYE TESTS to find glaucoma in its early stages
may maoke an appointment through the San Jose City
Health Department, Cypress 2-3l14l, Extension 460.
There is NO residence restriction.

Testing for glaucoma is relatively easy. First,
clinic visitors are tested for visual acuity ond side
vision. Then a physician examines their optic nerve
and uses a tonometer to check the pressure in the eye.
The tonometer is a very sensitive pressure gauge which
is placed on the subject's eyeball after his eye has
been momentarily anesthetized. This combination of
tests gives a clear indication of when gloaucoma may
be suspected. The person suspected of glaucoma is
referred to his own doctor or one he selects for more
complete examination and treatment. The glaucoma
clinic gives no treatment itself,

The clinic which has been in operation for @ mon-
th and a half has already uncovered seven confirmed
cases of gloucoma whose ages ranged from 38 to 80.
These are cases which the clinic referred to private
physicians who confirmed the diagnosis.

Although the clinic uses San Jose City Health
Department facilities, it is run with some volunteer
help and through the efforts of its sponsoring mem-
bers. It's Boord of Directors includes nine local
physicions.

C.S.]. members give blood
for valley girl

Fifteen Club San Joaquin members bared their
upper arms at the American Red Cross Blood Don-
or Center, 440 North First Street, San Jose, two
weeks ago, extending a long helping hand to Miss
Yolanda Cisneros, a I7 year old Tipton (San Joaquin
Valley) girl who recently underwent a delicate heart
operation in Children's Hospital, Fresno.

Miss Cisneros underwent the open heart operation,
only the third of its type ever performed at Children's
Hospital, o few weeks ago and is today convalescing
at her Tipton home.

Hospital spokesmen said a team of doctors had
done research for over a year before daring to attempt
the extremely delicate operation.

In on open heart surgery, the heart is laid bare.
To enable surgeons to work on it to correct, what is
known technically in this instance as an interatrial
septal defect, the heart lunch machine takes over
and the blood is kept in circulation, but bypasses the
heart.

Yolonda's defect was about the size of a dime,
preventing her heart from functioning normally. The
attractive Tulare Union High School student has been
troubled since her Bth birthday and by the time she
was eleven years old o definite heart murmur was de-
tected.
