Dear ANGIE CORONADO:

Your article which was published
in EL EXCENTRICO on June 5th, 1968,
was a very realistic and stimulating mes-
sage because itdelved into several of the
numerous injustices perpetrated against
"us', by those who still tend to consider
Mexican-Americans animals of burden
and inferiors to be exploited, Why? Be-
cause, we have, for too many years,
been stereotyped and considered insigni-
ficant non-entities; without political voice
and representation. Lucid examples and
illustrations, which speak for themselves
are seen when we are made examples of
justice in the courts and issued maximum
sentences, or when we serve as capacity
oftool when we are given positions white
merchants for purpose of exploiting our
own people.

It is abhorrent to let ourselves
be taken advantage of, in this form, be-
cause whenever we are employed by these
unscrupulous merchants, it' s to the best
of their interest to utilize Mexicans in
this fashion, because of the immense
profits involved.

In cities where we almost rate as
the majority ofthe population, and where
we invest hundreds of millions of dollars
into the economy, it's good reason why
they temporarily cast aside their pre-
judicial beliefs.

I firmly believe that we could
bring about some changes in society by
making ourselves felt economically.

Our first project would be to in-
corporate for the sole purpose of estab-
lishing Mexican "CO~-OP STORES', in
our communities, so that we can reap

the immense profits we insert into Mr,
Jones' bank account., With these resour-
ces (GREEN POWER) at hand we could
then formulate campaigns to put into of-
fice our own representatives into the po-
litical structure of the city, county and
State.

I'm sure that out of 100, 000 of us
that populate the county of Santa Clara,
there must be some talented individuals
who possess the necessary skill and edu-
cation to represent us diligently in or-
der that our children may have a decent
opportunity to compete side by side with
the Anglos.

We have two alternatives: con-~
tinue regressingtimidly in a humble and
submissive way or manner, and to be ex-
ploited and manipulated by the majority;
or unite ourselves, so that we may bring
and have equal opportunity in all phases
of life. As it stands at the present mo-
ment, we are a forgotten people, even
though our ancestors were here long be-
forethe Arglos decided to cross the Ap-
palacian Mountains. For quite a number
of years wehave been fragments of shat-
teredpieces of what otherwise could have
been a whole, because of our pessimis-
tic attitude about not being allowed the
opportunity to formulate our own politi-
cal representation.

Unity such as in the application of
the family principle (whereby the weak
areaided by the strong) is indespensible
towards the maintenance of the group
preservation, Thereby, let us unite as a
family and build something concrete for
our children: or shall we continue to ig-
nore our plight and proceed with our eyes
closed, neglecting our responsibilities ?

Common sense informs us that if
we are to achieve our desired goal, we
must work hard and be ready to sacri-
ficea lot of our own leisure time, in or-
derto reach our objective, I realize that
our frustrations are many, but I am sure
that a great number of us are tired of
being regarded as second class citizens
and of living disadvantaged lives.

going to solve themselves merely with
time., As it can well be seen, very little
has been accomplished or solved since
1848, because anything worth havingis
not going to be self-gained nor given to
us.

If you're without financial means,
without influence in society, without po-
litical representation, and your children
are being deprived of the rights which
the treaty of Guadalupe-Hidalgo guaran-
teesthem: WHAT DO YOU PLAN TO DO
ABOUT IT, MEXICAN-AMERICAN ?

Within these prison walls, the
word is UNITY and SOCIAL CHANGE,
because one of the most pathetic posi-
tions that thousands of Mexicans, like
myself, who were born in the Ghettos,
find themselves in prison today because
of the unwritten rules of the majority
that deny non-whites the right to parti-
cipate or compete freely in the economic
stream (Main stream). To be forced by
hunger to break the laws of THE GREAT
SOCIETY soley to acquire one's basic
necessities of life is a very difficult task
to make people comprehend, especially
those who have never experienced what
it is like to be caught in a Ghettos' con-
tinual cycle of poverty., Todays' desper-
ate manifestations that are being expres-
sed by Afro-Americans in the form of
violence and destruction throughout the
nations' major Ghettos, clearly reveals
that something is definitely wrong with
America's system of abundance and pros-
perity for all, I definitely find it hard to
skim or ignore these incidents because
‘they most certainly contain a message
that should be seriously analyzed and
corrected, I think it is time the estab-
lishment took a closer look at the real
cause, rather than shirk from the res-
ponsibility by shifting the blame to out-
side agitators, being inspired by com~
munist infiltrators,

Realistically looking at this heart-
rendering problem, I have reached the
conclusion that so long as there are
existing unwritten prejudicial laws inso-
ciety, that discriminate against non-
white minorities, it is evident that they

will continue to express their plight and
discontent in a manner that voiceless
people can best be heard. Even at the
cost of suffering bodily harm or finding
themselves in prison, is not going to
stifle their desire for a better life, be-
cause hunger and want are two forcesthat
cannot be surpressed. Neither with bul-
lets nor with clubs.

As for the unfortunate imprisoned
minorities mentioned herein, they are
solely regarded by the system as a com-
modity to be efficiently utilized for the
specific purpose of creating more em-
ployment opportunities. Having been ex-
posedto the California Penal System for
quite a number of years, it is obvious to
me that the system's whole existence is
dependent ona controlled influx of ethnic
minority masses to populate it's prisons,
By over-populating penal institutions in
this mamner, it grants the correctional
administrators the justifiable grounds to
appropriate, from the state tax payer,
the millions of dollars necessaryto build
more prisons inorder to expand and hire
more personnel.

In all actually, this will automat-
cally supply their college graduates the
high salary positions that will guarantee
them a secure and prosperous future.

While the topic of further secur-
ity is being discussed, it now grants me
the opportunity to inform the Mexican
public what the future contains for RAY
VALARDE, an extremely intelligent
young man, who possessed so much love
for our raza that he finds himselfin so-
litary confinement today, because he
couldn't remain silent whenever a brown
brother was abusively mistreated by sad-
istic guards. The last timeI had the ho-
nor of talking to RAY was on the day he
was being escortedto the "Hole'", These
were the last words he said: "We may
find ourselves unjustly being persecuted
and thrown in solitary confinement be-
cause we demand to be treated like hu-
man beings. But that's not the real rea-
son they are trying to silence us, the
real motive is fear that Mexicans like

FOSTER HOMES NEEDED.....

Santa Clara County is experienc-
ing a growing need for foster homes for
infants and children of all ages, accord-
ingto Robert E, Nino, the County' s chief
juvenile probation officer.

He stated, 'some of these young-
sters have been abused and mistreated,
and most have been neglected, hoth phy-
sically and emotionally, They all have
one thing in common., They all need
warmth, care, security and the love of
a family willing to open their hearts and
homes to them."

Nino explained that once the Ju-
venile Court has determined that a child

requires placement in a foster home the
problem of waiting begins because there
are not enough foster homes available.

The Juvenile Probation Depart-
ment can certify a home as temporary
housing for a neglected child. However,
within 90 days it must be checked and
licensed or rejected by the County Wel-
fare Department,

Nino said that during the past
three months there have been as many
as 60 children requiring foster home
placement.

Those waiting include infants, teenagers
and family groups.
