analyzed, the Lung Association will work
with the East Side San Jose community in
planning an appropriate and effective TB
skin testing program.

Richard DeLaRocha, Luis Ybarra and
Rosa Rivas, working through the Mayor’s
Youth Council, were employed by the Amer-
ican Lung Association to conduct a tubercu-
losis survey in San Jose's Spanish-speaking
community. Results of the survey will aid
in developing a more effective TB control
program.

Three Spanish speaking students from the
Mayor’s Youth Council were hired and
trained by the American Lung Association
of Santa Clara - San Benito Counties to con-
duct an extensive tuberculosis (TB) survey
on the east side of San Jose. Rosa Rivas,
Luis Ybarra, and Richard DeLaRocha proved
invaluable in helping the Lung Association
determine what the community knows about
TB and how to prevent it. The survey also
attempted to discover whether barriers such
as language, transportation, or aliepation ex-
isted to discourage the community residents
from seeking TB skin tests at the County
Health Dept.’s Clinic.

Tuberculosis, once an epidemic disease
throughout the United States, is now held
in check in most of Santa Clara County.
However, according to the County Health
Dept., the TB case rate in some Spanish
speaking and low income areas is as much
as 15 times the rate of the county as a whole.

Sponsored by Christmas Seals, the Lung
Association is trying to inform the communi-
ty about some TB misconceptions such as:
1) TB is caused by drinking or smoking.
This is false. TB is caused by bacteria. How-
ever, drinking and smoking may increase sus-
ceptability to TB by lowering resistance.
2) The TB cure requires years of hospitali-
zation and isolation. This is false. Most TB
patients can be treated by taking inexpen-
sive medications at home without hospitali-
zation and can return to work within a few
weeks.

"LOCKJAW"” (Tetanus) — THE
INEXCUSABLE DEATH

Tetanus toxoid has been called “the per-
fect immunization.” Its effectiveness was
proved during World War II when only
four cases of tetanus occurred among nearly
2,800,000 wounded soldiers who had re-
ceived the complete toxoid series plus a
booster at the time of injury.

Yet many people have not taken advant-
age of this simple protection against this
disease, one of the most deadly. Over 60
per cent of those contracting tetanus will
die.

WHERE DOES TETANUS COME
FROM?  From penetrating wounds: a
scratch while working in your garden—a
minor cut at work — injury in an automo-
bile accident — prick of a rose thorn — a
rusty nail — a tin can. The germs are pres-
ent in dust, in the earth, and particularly
in garden soil fertilized with manure. Even
a wound so small it can hardly be seen
makes it possible for the infection to de-
velop. )

WHAT SHOULD YOU DO? Active im-
munization is accomplished with tetanus
toxoid. A series of three injections, the first
two given a month apart and the third with-
in six months to a year, protects against tet-
anus for several years. Booster injections, not
oftener than every five years, provide con-
tinued protection. When a tetanus-prone in-
jury occurs, a toxoid booster is all that is
needed to insure immunity.

Tetanus is easy to prevent; it is difficult
and expensive (and often impossible) to
cure.

The disease of alcoholism impairs the
lives of many individuals. Many are left
homeless without a job or family ties and
their spirit becomes depleted. They event-
ually drift into a world of anomie, having
no one to care for and having no one to
care for them. Instead of an asset to saciety,
they become a liability.

In Santa Clara County, as in many other
communities, the heart-breaking problems
of the alcoholic have in the past received
very little attention. In general, the attitude
has been to “‘sweep the problem under the
carpet”. As of late it has been recognized
that more aggressive efforts must be made
to deal realistically with this social problem.

The problem of alcoholism is particularly
acute within the Mexican American. Pro-
portionately there is a higher alcoholic inci-
dence rate within this population than with
other ethnic groups. In addition, it has been
found that the rehabilitative process by tra-
ditional institutions do not have a signifi-
cant affect on the Mexican American. There
appears to be a lower success rate in com-
parison to other ethinc group.

While the success differential can be
argued, it is abundantly clear that different
approaches need to be tried. HOME OF ALL
AMIGOS contends that cultural traits are a
significant influential factor in the rehabili-
tative process, and therefore should be con-
sidered. Most Alcoholic programs are not
attractive to the Mexican American and it
is known that they are not frequented by

them. The main reason, it is surmised, is that
the “ambiente” (atmosphere) of these pro-
grams is alien to the life style of the Mexi-
can American. Cultural considerations such
as personalismo, family ties, language, food,
music, time orientations, etc., lacking in tra-
ditional programs, do much to turn off the
prospective client.

HOME OF AMIGOS through individual
efforts of its members over the past 18 years
have gained valuable experience in rehabili-
tation of the Mexican American Alcoholic.
Being Mexican American and former alco-
holics themselves, they have developed
unique approaches in helping countless in-
dividuals (it is conservatively estimated that
at least 7,000 individuals have been positive-
ly influenced by the tireless volunteer efforts
of these members over the past 18 years).
All of these volunteers associated with
A.A.A. have an alcoholic history and through
efforts of the A.A.A. program, friendly agen-
cies and self-help, have been able to resolve
their problem. The key to success of these
individuals in helping others to cope with
the disease, has been largely due to an em-
phasis on coordination with other agencies.

In addition to the approach of dealing
with the alcoholic in their own language,
HOME OF ALL AMIGOS takes into con-
sideration the cultural traits of the resident.
Being Mexican American themselves, they
are able to identify more readily and identify
and use the most appropriate approaches to
rehabilitation.

Present HOME OF ALL AMIGOS opet-
ational policies and procedures are as fol-
lows:

Admissions — Residents admitted should
be alcoholics, without homes, jobs or fam-
ilies. They must be in need of facilities to
help them reorient themselves toward a more
productive life. Enrollment is voluntary.

Medical — Residents should be willing to
allow a medical examination or care when
necessary or needed.

Records — Will be kept on all residents
and treated in confidential manner.

Health and Welfare Report

Now that the school sea-
son is again upon us, it is
time to make sure that
our school-age voungsters
are  adequately protected
from dangerous communi-
rable diseases—particu-
larly polio. Fifteen years
ago, fear of that discase
was very much a part of
back-to-school preparation,
as the threat of a major
polio epidemic loomed
across the Nation.

In 1952, over 2,500 polio
cases and 201 deaths from
the dread disease struck
California. Ten years later,
following discovery of the
Salk vaccine, 76 cases
and 5 deaths were reported
in the State. Last vear only
2 cases came to light—and
no deaths.

Preschool Polio
Immunization Nceded

by Earl Brian

California Secretary of Health and Welfare

Unfortunately , our efforts
to defeat polio seems to
have backfired somewhat--
our estimates show that
nearly 27 percent of all
California preschool chil-
dren—some 221,000 young-
sters=have not  received
protection  against polio
this year. A whole genera-
tion of parents has grown
up thinking of polio as a
thing of the past. Medicine
has done such a good job
that memory of the terrible
disease has simply faded.
Parents have lost the
stimulation  to  immunize
their children by visiting
their doctors or local
health department clinics.

Students entering school
in California for the first
time must have immuniza-
tion against polio as well
as other diseases—unless

religious convictions stand
in the way. And to prevent
a major polio outhreak, at
least 80 percent of all pre-
schoolers should have that
protection,

While the situation is not
cause for panic, polio out-
breaks such as those we
had in the 1950°s could
happen  again, especially
in areas with large num-
bers of yvoung children
without adequate  protec-
tion.

The entire process is
painless—a few drops of
vaceine are taken in a
sugar cube or applied di-
rectly to the tongue. Three
trips to the doctor or clinic
for vaccine gives your
child permanent protection
against the most common
forms of polio. Your county
or community public health
office will usually provide
polio vaccine free of charge.

If vou have a child
headed to school for the
first time this September,
take time to build protec-
tion for him and his class-
mates—make sure he has
polio immunization. It
makes good sense.

LAS POTRANQUITAS
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DETOXIFICATION PROGRAM

The County'’s first heroin detoxification
program will soon be opened. One compon-
ent of the program will be a residential fa-
cility which will accomodate 50 to 75 heroin
addicts each month, according to Robert
Garnper, the County Drug Abuse Coordina-
tor.

To use the Center, people must be referred
from halfway houses, private physicians, or
other drug treatment agencies, he explained.
This is because a contract for the treatment
is necessary.

The stay in the “detox-center” hopefully
will help to end the person’s physical de-
pendence on heroin. By substituting small
amounts of methadone for heroin for a lim-
ited time, the pain and sickness of the with-
drawal experience will be significantly re-
duced.

The program differs from methadone
maintenance programs in a number of ways.
First the patients will be given small
amounts of methadone, in decreasing
amounts. Also they will be given methadone
only until they are detoxified from heroin,
and not in danger of becoming ill. This
way, they will not become dependent on
methadone.

Finally, by receiving rehabilitation coun-
seling, the patients will overcome their psy-
chological dependence to any drugs at all,
Garner explained.

After the 5-21 day stay at the “detox-
center,” patients may return to halfway
houses, or have outpatient care, which may
include rehabilitation.

Probably five percent of the patients who
come in will need hospital services for such
things as malnutrition and hepatitis, Garner
estimated.

This program was approved by the Board
of Supervisors chiefly because there is a
serious lack of any public facilities for de-
toxification. The establishment of such a de-
toxification program has been one of three
top priority objectives of the County Drug
Abuse Coordination Commission for 1973.
The present number of beds available is far
from adequate, Garner feels.

Because the center will cost $233,537 to
operate, revenue sharing will make the fi-
nancing possible. The whole medical treat-
ment program, which may involve only
tranquilizers for some patients, will be ap-
proved by the State, hopefully by the end
of October, Garner said.

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ERNEST VASQUEZ COLLAPSES
AND DIES DURING BASKETBALL GAME

Ernest Vasquez, a popular officer of San
Jose Police Department, collapsed and died
Tuesday, Sept. 25, after playing in a strenu-
ous game of basketball at the YMCA.

First aid was attempted by attendants at

the “Y” and firemen applied resuscitation
while awaiting an ambulance but they could
not revive Lt. Ernest Vasquez.

He was pronounced nead a short time
later at O’Connor Hospital. He was 49.

A sports enthusiast, Vasquez frequently
worked out at the gymnasium during his
free time away from the job.

A member of the San Jose Police Depart-
ment for 22 years and deeply involved in
community affairs, he was one of the most
popular men in the department.

Funeral services were held Saturday for
Lt. Ernest F. Vasquez, who suffered an ap-
parent heart attack after playing a game of
basketball at the YMCA.

At the time of his death he was heading
up the police department’s newly-organized
Crime Prevention Unit and had recently
helped author a minority recruitment grant
schedule to start up next month.

Lt. Vasquez was involved in Mexican-
American civic organizations and was a
founder of the Mexican-American Police
Command Officers Association, a group
formed earlier this year to encourage young
Mexican-Americans towards law enforce-
ment careers and assist the advancement of
those already in police service.

He was a native of Fowler and was a grad-
uate of Fresno State University. He was
working on a master’s degree at San Jose
State University. Lt. Vasquez was a veteran
of World War IL

Survivors include his wife, Lupe H. Vas-
quez; his children, Christopher E. Marcos,

Gregory and Anna Marie Vasquez, all of
San Jose; sisters and brothers, Mrs. Aurelia
Patton of Nevada, Edward Vasquez of An-
tioch, Peter Vasquez of Santa Clara, Samuel
Vasquez of Visalia, Ismael Vasquez of San
Jose and Julian Vasquez of Mexico.

The Rosary was recited at 8 p.m. Friday
at the Lima Family-Erickson Cathedral Chap-
el. Funeral services were held at 8:45 a.m.
Saturday at the chapel. A Mass of the Resur-
rection was celebrated at 9:30 a.m. at St.
Martin’s Church. Burial was in Oak Hill
Memorial Park.
