CONDEMNATION! Is your property

being taken by the governmet for a renew
al project? Whatever the public reason

is, let me say that it has been my exper
ience that a fair marketprice is paid for
the property. The law says that just com
pensation must be paid, and just compen
sation usually is paid, Incidently, by

meeting certain simple requirements you
can invest inanother property within one

year and avoid (pospone) taxes on the

profit. This is also true in investment -

commercial property.

In order to help people being disloca~-
ed by condemnations, a new law was pass
ed to defray the costs of inconvenience
and moving the family, After the dislo-
cated person buys another home and
moves into it, a lump payment is paid.
Naturally one must qualify according to
‘the specifications of the State, Let me
assure you, qualification is not to diffi-
cult.

Another thingthe state does, is to buy
distressed properties well ahead of their
purchasing schedule., For example, ifan
owner ison eht verge of loosing his pro-
perty through foreclosure, ect., he can
have the state step in fast and purchase
the property. However time is of the
essance, and even this fast purchase
takes 3 to 6 months. Special funding is
required andas you can understand, mon
ey goes pretty fast, and sometimes there
is not enough for all the distressed pro-
perties.

In condemnation situations, the knowl
edge of the Fair Market Value is essen-
tial for the owner. Normally the proper
ty owner will hire an independent fee ap-
praiser. Whenever a part of the proper-

ty is being taken, leaving a remaining
portion - you'll be well advise to ob-
tain a full value analysis, espcially of
that part remaining,

I wouldlike to point out one more time,
that is, it has been my experience:that

the government treats each property own ,

er fairly, Remember, you cannot despute
whether or notthey can take your proper
ty for publicuse, All you can go to court
onis HOW MUCH your property is worth.
Sometimes it pays, sometimes not, It all
depends on the price offered and whether
you are familiar with the Fair Market
Value,

VENEREAL DISEASE

SKYROCKETING

— A well-dressed 14-year-old girl with
long blonde hair walked slowly, reluc-
tantly into the office of Dr. Mary Riggs
at the County Health Department, Her
eyes darted around the room.

She clutched her shoulder strap bag
tightly as she gave her name,

The words blurted out of the girl's
mouth: "Why do you think I have VD?"

Dr. Riggs explained that the girl's
“steady" had been to the VD clinic for
treatment of gonorrhea, The boy had
listed her as a ! contact,'

The girl' s eyes widened,

"But I've only been . . . "' The words
stopped right there.

A clinic test confirmed that the girl
did have gonorrhea, not a severe case at
that point, but a very definite infection,

Dr, figgs explained that a male with
the disease normally will develop symp-
toms within a few days. This is usually
a discharge from the male organ andpain
during urination,

But with a woman or a girl there are
early signs of the disease. Often the dis
ease, Often the disease is in asevere
stage with serious complications before
a woman realizes she has become in-
fected,

In the case of the girl the diseasewas
in the early stage. Dr.Riggs reports that
brief treatment with antibotics was
enough to cure the infection, With more
serious cases the cure can be more dif-
ficult.

Under a recent state law anyperson
who is 12 years old or older can receive
treatment without the knowledge or con~
sent of the parents or guardians. There
is no charge for the treatment,

Health Depatment officials say this
is proving very helpful because some
teenagers in the pasthave not been treat
ed by private doctors because they were
too frightened or too ashamed to tell their
parents.

To make thepublic more awar= of the
VD problem and how to obtain treatment
the health department has arranged for a
telephone number that plays a recorded
message about VD,

The number is 289-9476.

The VD rate has skyrocketed in this
County in the last 10 years, Todavthere
are five times as many cases as there
were in 1960,

Dr. Riggs added, "In the last six
months the gonorrhearate has increased
40 per cent over the same period a year
w.ll

"Also a Valley Medical Center the
physicians tell us they are seeing an in-
creasing number of gonorrheal arthritis
cases aswell aspelvic inflammatory dis
ease,'

"The thing that distrubs us most," Dr.
R:zgs continued, "is the high number of
teenagers being treated, VD is increas-

Dr.Riggs also said, ""Our school dis-
tricts vary widely in their anti~-VD edu-
cation programs. Some are very good.
Some do very little, Because of the new
law I have heard school nurses say they
are no longer allowed to display VD
pamphlets or posters,"

"There is novaccine againstthese dis
eases, We would like to encourage the
use of condoms as a protection against
gonorrhea, But there is no protection
against syphilis,"

"Until there is a medical break-
through, education is our best weapon,"

any private doctor, or it is given without
charge by the County Health Department
at 151 West Mission Street, San Jose, Ca.

Ciceron - Marco Tulio - decia en
Orator: "Sera verdaderamente elocuente
aquel que trate las materias humildes
con delicadeza, las cosas importantes
con solemnidad y las cuestiones corrien
tes con sencillez''. Pensamiento de el
mas elocuente de los oradores romanos
antes de la era cristiana. Mas de veinte
siglos han pasado y lo que dijo Ciceron
ha llegado hasta nuestros dias como una
pauta de la oratoria, en donde los pen-
samientos, temas o ideas, toman sono-
ridades musicales, ritmicas y acompa-
sadas como una sinfonia de claridad de
notas en conjunto armonicoy continuado.

Una verdadera pieza oratoria,
para que tenga mérito, y acredite a su
autor como elocuente, tiene que arran-
car de los principios que establecid el
gran orador latino, tratar lo humilde con
delicadeza, lo importante con solemni-
dad y lo corriente con sencillez.

La humanidad en todos los tiem-
pos ha tenido grandes oradores que elec
trizaron a sus piblicos o los cautivaron
con su elocuencia. Predicadores que des
de los pilpitos fustigaron con sus pala-
bras a los pecadores; colmindolos des-
pues de cristianas bendiciones. Tribunos
que lanzan anatemas con furia digna de
la causa que los exalta y despues anali-
zan los puntos con clama y paz octavia-
na.

Es muy frecuente oir o ver a al-
guna persona que hace uso de la palabra
en piblico sin la mas elemental prepa-

racidn, resultando que su falta de voca-
bulario lo suple con vulgaridades y su
ignorancia con inflexciones de la voz pro
pias de vaqueros al conducir el ganado.
En esta forma no conquista al auditorio
no lo atrae al camino por donde discu-
rren sus ideas, sus temas o sus pensa-
mientos; vocifera y grita como un de-
mente, gesticula como poseido del de-
monio en su afin de darle veracidad y
realismo a sus palabras; pero lo Ginico
que llega a lograr es atraer la atencidn
del auditorio hacia él, no a lo que trata
de expresar, porque la pantomina del
que ocupa la tribuna desvia la atencidn
de los oyentes, si hay algo que merezca
atencién o que se pueda entender.

Laoratoria esun arte que requie
re dedicacion, educacién y conocimien-
tos, sin estos atributos, se pueden trans
mitir ideas por medio de la palabra, en
una charla, pero eso no es oratoria y a-
quellos a los que se les puede llamar o-
radores no son todos los que suben a un
foro, a un pilpito o una tribuna,

El diccionario explica la palabra
"discursista' en la forma siguiente:
"Persona aficionada a hablar sobre toda
clase de asuntos que no entiende''.

Es indudable que algunas perso-
nas tienen facilidad de palabra, en cam-
bio otros hacen verdaderos esfuerzos
cuando se enfrentan con un auditorio.
Los que tienen facilidad de palabra, pue
den con poco esfuerzo, conducir a sus
oyentes al campo de sus pensamientos,
El que no cuenta con esa facilidad de pa
labra se ve en apuros, no solo para con-
ducir a su auditorio a que capte sus ide-
as, pero ni siquiera para entenderlas.

Sin embargo y a pesar de todo lo
antes expuesto; la historia nos dice deel
fracaso que sufrid Benjamin Disraeli en
su primer encuentro con un auditorio,
pero su gran fuerza de voluntad y su in-
