The heroic valor of the Mexican~-
American in war is being distinguished on
the Vietnam front as has been in past wars
and conflicts. Danny Hernandez, of New Me-
xico, was awarded the Congressional Medal
of Honor posthumously. Others have been
awarded top medals for heroic actions in the
field of battle. Another soldier, Richard
Campos, 26 year old soldier from San Fran-
cisco, was killed in action while on patrol
with his unit in the Fourth Infantry Division
on December 6. Richard had a hardlife. His
father, he never knew, his mother died when
he was two. His aunt raised him and in later

“Jife he went from orphanage to orphanage,
until he joined the Army. As a soldier, he
went up to the rank of Sargeant and a leader
of men. Hisbody was unclaimed for two
weeks until an uncle, James Campos of Sac-
ramento was located through the publicity
given. His uncle requested that his body be
buried at the Presidio inSan Francisco. The
American GI Forum was honored by the De-
partment of the Army by allowing thirty re-
served seats at the Presidio Chapel and twelve
Honorary Pall Bearers. Burial was held on
Saturday, December 31, 1966. Richard was
another man who was proud to be an Ameri-
can and proud to serve his country.

LOOKING BACK AT 1966

The year 1966 was certainly an inte-
resting one.

For once the Mexican-American or-
ganizations stuck together and fought for
meaningful representation in local War on
Poverty, EOC Executive-Director resigned
under fire and the poor as well as ethnic or-
ganizations gained seats on the EOC board.,
The emphasis on the War on Poverty was
shifted toward the Area Service Centers.,

A Blue Ribbon Committee was selected
by the Board of Supervisors to investigate the
EOC program,., Their report is completed
and their main criticism is that the poor and
ethnic organizations have numerical control
on the EOC board. So what else is new?

The Mexican~-American Community
Services Project became an independent a-
gency and incorporated into a non-profit cor-
poration with major funding from the United
Fund. This was a long sought goal and a cre-
dit to the leadership of Mr, Lino Lopez the
Executive-Director of the project,

The Foundation For Research and
Community Development Inc, was funded for
$153, 000 and is administering an on-the-job
training program under the auspices of the
U. S. Department of Labor, Monico Amador
headsthe projectunder the name of the Mexi-
can-American Opportunity Center located at
1666 McKee Road Unit No, 2. The aim of the
projectis to place 300 persons in employment
training with area businesses. The project
is well under way,

The Committee of 100 was founded and
is headed by Joe Sarzoza, The purpose of the

group is to support financially and otherwise
political candidates beneficial tothe Mexican-
American community, Dues are $100,00 per
year, The group participated actively during
the last general elections,

Ronald Reagan was elected Governor
by a landslide., Most M-A political activists
supported Brown and the Democrats and were
wiped out in the process. A few Mexican-
Americans supported Reagan under the lead-
ership of Dr,John De Heras and Friday Agui-
lera and they may come out smelling like
roses. We'll know better when the appoint-
ments are passed out, So far no M-A has
been named by Reagan to a meaningful post
under his administration but this may change
after Reagan takes office.

WHAT WILL 1967 BRING ?

It appears that LBJ will be doing bu~
siness as usual in Vietnam, Unless there is
a dramatic change in the war the LBJ image
will continue to deteriorate and his chances
for reelection in 1968 will get worse, The
war will be escalated as more military tar-
gets will be hit but a solution to the Vietnam
war does not appear in the horizon for 1967.
LBJ will not risk war with China with an all
out assault in Vietnam,

On the political front,Ronald Reagan
will have his hands full, More demonstra-
tions in Berkeley (U of Cal) are certain and
Reagan will be put to a hard test, Once Rea-
ganis inand settled he will come under pres-
sure from militant Mexican-Americans on the
farm labor question, employment, education
and meaningful appointments. It looks like a
long hot summer for the new Governor,

The Republicans will have to find a
meaningful place for Mexican-Americans in
their ranks if they expect support the next
time around, A statewide Mexican-American
Republican association appears in the offing.
The Republicans couldn't put a dent into MA
PA in the past and a new tool is needed to
gap in the M-A community,

Greatest mistake the Mexican-Ameri-
cans who supported Reagan can make is to get
jobs for themselves. Once they become an
employe e of the State their voice becomes
meaningless, The xey will be to relate the
problems of the M-A community to Reagan
and his administration and to seek solutions.
Men like John De Heras and Mark Guerra
have taken on a new responsibility and must
replace the activists like Pinon and Cabrera
who have no influence with the new adminis=-
tration., The M-A Republican base in San

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Joseis very small and this must be enlarged.
Reagan will have to go after the M-~A moder-
ates to fill the gap, Our suggestion to M-A
Reagan supporters is to go after the jobs that
are meaningful inseeking solutions to the M~
A problems, We are assuming, of course,
that the reason the Mexican-American Re-
publicans used the Mexican-Americantag'' Ya
Basta' was that they are interested in helping
the Mexican-American get ahead. Bueno,
time will tell how the M-A will fare under
Reagan,

Meanwhile the Democrats will close
ranks, M-A activists will form a Democratic
Club and will use an integrated approach to
politics. The non-partisan tag is going out
the window. People with problems have no
business being non-partisan, Ethnic political
groups are on the way out . . . especially the
non-partisan ones who are fooling no one,

he new approach is to have a voice in the
party and to seek integrated support for M-A
candidates ... kind of a "I'll scratch your
back if you'll scratch mine,"

On the war on poverty scene,it'1l be
interesting if the Board of Supervisors will
withhold their portion of the funding until the '
EOC board is restructured to give majority
control to the establishment again, The feel-
ing seems to be that if the Board of Supervi-
sors wants to wreck the War on Poverty pro-
gram,they'll have to do it with their own little
hands, We don't feel that the poor, the Me-
xican-American organizations, organized la-
bor or the religious groups will vote for re-
structure, To do so would be to throw away
all that was gained during the long siege that
ended with the demise of Arthur Potts,

It' 11 be an interesting 1967 to say the
least,
