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GENERAL REVIEW OF SAN LIUIS OBISPO COUNTY'S 

RESOURCES, 

Situated midway between the two most important parts oJ' the 
California coast, having climatic conditions that cannot be ex­
celled, vast acreages of excellent ag,·lcultural and horticultural laud 
that needs no Irrigation, mineral deposits that are of great value, 
both tempernte and semi-tropical climates, and all natural facilities 
for every kind of enterprise, the beautiful and plcturesl}ue county of 
Sau Luis ObisJJO can be exceleld nowhere in the world. 

This is one of tile first settlements made by tile Spanisll In 
California, and consequently has an interesting llistory. 

Tile early Spaniards found It a genuine paradise, a land having 
e ,·er running streams tra,·ersing beautiful fertile mountain valleys 
wllereln many Ynrletles of wild animals roamed and fed. This of 
course attracted the attention of the explorers and soon the mission 
of San Luis Obispo was founded. The natives were gatllered under 
the protection of tile Mission, wllere in a crude way they were 
taugllt tile ways of civilization, and the whole coast side of the 
county was divid ed up Into se,-eral large grants o{ land that were 
gh·en In the old open-handed, Spanish way to certain grandees for 
services rendered, or to supply favorites with yaluable _patrimonies. 
All of these ri ch gifts have passed from the hands of the original 
owners and their heirs, to busiuess men who ha ,·e in many cases 
dlYided them up Into small farms, mauy of which are the richest in 
tile county. 

The county has an area of tllree thousand two llundred and fifty 
square miles, and a po'pulatiou of 16,000 people. 

'l'lle coast line Is about one hundred miles in lengtll, ou which 
tllere are several small llarbors, Port Harford, eight mlles to the 
west of San Luis Obispo, being the best. This harbor has been used 
fo,· the past fifty years, and has lately been improved. The Pacific 
Coast rnilroad carries the produce of much of the county to this 
port, where it is shipped by steamer to the various markets. 

The western side of the county is well watered by many small 
streams, and Is devoted almost exclusiYely to dairying and farming 
lute ,·ests, which bring large profits to the residents of that section. 
'£he rainfall for this section is quite regular, and averages about 
twenty inches. 

The eastern part of the county has a very light rainfall, yet the 
land is of such a quality that very little water is needed for raising 
cereals. '£his Is at times a very productive wheat country, but the 
long distance from market is a great dra whack. Several large 
cattle ranches are situated on the Carisa plains and San Juan valley. 
'l'o he accurate, the whole of the eastern part of the county is given 
over to the growing of grnin and raising of cattle, which Is the 
source of a heavy Income to the county. 

Arroyo Grande Is noted for its excellent fruits, and large vege­
table production, of which apricots, pears, prunes and cherries, and 
beans and potatoes form the most extensl,e crops. All varieties of 
both citrus and deciduous fruits are grown extensively In this sec­
tion of the county and the erection of a cannery Is contemplated In 
the near future. 

Willie the county Is far ahead of most of California it could be 
made much better and will in the near future. The natural resources 
are vastly superior to most other counties in the State, but a full 
realization of the advantages here will not come for some time yet. 

Large areas of the hill land of the county have been planted 
In grnpes and this has proved to be a profitable Investment. Every 
species of this luscious fruit may be grown to perfection. The ln­
d1istry probably claims the longest career of any In the county or 
State, and to the founders of the old Mission may be traced the 
planting of the Mission grape. 

In the matter of transportation the county is well supplied, 
haYlng the coast division of tile great Southern Pacific for the full 
length of the county and the completion of this line over the Gap 
has made San Luis Obispo a place of Importance In the State, and 
when the fertlle lands, mineral resources, and above all, the health­
fulnes·s of the climate and the magnificent grandeur of Its scenery, 
becomes known, there will be a steady and permanent Increase In 
the population of this section. 

The Pacific Coast railway has a length of 78 mlles, extending from 
San Luis Obispo south to Los Olivas, in northern Santa Barbara 
county, and Port Harford on the west. It acts as a feeder to the 
Southern Pacific railroad and connects with the Pacific Coast Steam­
ship Company at Port Harford and traverses some of the richest 
sections of the conn ty. 

There are numerous small but safe landings along the county's 
coast line and wharves are located at Port Harford, San Simeon, 
Cayucos, ann Pismo. As tile coast steamers make regular stops, 
tile cheap transportation afforded Is of incalculable value to the 
county. 

On tile ranches In the eastern part of the county large herds of 
cattle are raised, but as nothing but the natural feed Is ever used 
large ranches are required for stock raising. Of these, the San Juaii 
and Carisa are representative ranches, the former hll vlng sixty-two 
thousand acres and the latter over forty thousand.

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For some t ime there has been under consideration a proposition 
to build a railroad from the San Joaquin valley to Port Harford 
fo r the transportation of the great cerea l crop of that region and 
since the production of oil, in that district it becomes more impera­
th·e that direct connections with the coast be had. Also there is 
much talk of a pipe line f rom the oil belt to Port Harford and if 
this plan is carri ed out refineries wiil be placed on the coast, but 
th is may not be done for two or three years, as the oil productions 
would probably not warrant it yet. 

Last, but not least, comes the mineral resources These a re not 
to any great ex tent developed, but enough is known so that it can 
be safely said that this will be a great element in the future of the 
county. Oil, go ld, quicksilver, copper , coal, iron, magnesia ancl 
chromic iron are known to ex ist in more or less paying quantities, 
hut with the exception of quicksilver mining very little development 
has been done. On the coast side of the county several unsuccessful 
attempts have bene made to fi nd oil, but as other sections of the 
county have the hest of indications renewed efforts a re being made 
and new companies organizing. In a few years this will be one of 
the chief sources of income in the southeastern part of the county. 
At Huasna several wells are now being drilled and in a ll probabiilty 
the much sought for oil sand will soon be struck, as the district has 
every indication of being a good one. 

The Sycamore and Newsom's Hot Sulphur Springs are among the 
finest in the State and patron ized equa lly well by health and 
pleasure seekers, as tub or plunge baths are to be had at either . 

As a word of conclusion there a re few, if any. sections in this 
State that olfer the varied and . great opportunities which San Luis 
Obispo city and county olfers to the business man or home-seeker. 
And as the fame of its climate and scenery spreads countless will be 
t he thousands of pleasure seekers and tourists that will visit here 
and depart with a lways a good word for t he open-handed hospitality 
of old San Luis Obispo.
