Political Notes:

by Fernando Hernandez

As the boycott of California table
wines is achieving a mark of success in
cities across the country from New York
to Los Angeles, (led by Cesar Chavez)
the hierarchy of the Catholic Church is-
sued a statement taking a strong stand in
favor of the farmworker. This statement
shows an increasing concern and sym-
pathy not only by the Catholic Church but
by all Californians in the status of the
farmworkers,

In an article in the Los Angcles
Times of July 19, 1968, James Francis
Cardinal MecIntyre, Archbishop of Los
Angeles, and Archbishop Joseph T, Mc-
Gucken of San Francisco, along with
other bishops of the state were quoted
as saying: "The majority of our nation's
farm workers belong to that vast number
of poor, forgotten, and neglected Ame-
ricans. Both government and private a-
gencies have given no more than token
response to their cries for help « o v« 4«

We feel strongly that genuine,
lasting peace will never come to farm
management - labor relations until farm
workers are included under the National
Labor Relations Act,”

The Church has obviously been
impressed with one of the most serious
problems of our time -- the poverty of
agricultural workers, It is redundant to
say that the farmworkers in California
are for the most part Mexican-Ameri-
cans. For many, a farmworker is a
Mexican-American, Yet in one of the
heaviest concentrations of Mexican-Ame:
ricans in the State of California, the 25th
Assembly District, the duly clected re-
presentative of the people has gone on
recordagainstthe interests of the farm-
worker, and for that matter against any
but special interests groups,

In an assembly vote taken last
week, Earle P. Crandall voted against
extending the basic benefits of unem~
ployment compensation to farmworkers,
Mr, Crandall' s reported reason, to cite

the Sun Reporter's Editorial of July 17,
1968, was:

"That too much money was al-
readyin the trust funds piled up by other
workers, and he feared that these funds
wouldbe usedto subsidize farmworkers',

This certainly removes any doubt
asto our representative's position, The
Agricultural Lobby can take pride in its
work -- another vote in its vest pocket.

In an election year such a voting
record can prove embarrassing to As-
semblyman Crandall -~ especially in the
25th Assembly District,

El Partido Politico en Mexico

Por: N. Tlacomitla.

En las preocupaciones constitu~
cionales que agitan el medio-ambiente
de México, suena mucho la expresidn
"partido politico', De un modo simplis—
ta se utiliza esa etiqueta como esencial
para calificar régimenes y sistemas.

Se invoca ese rotule para la exe-
cracidn oel deseo, Se le congidera como
fuente politica de todos los males y de
todos los bienes.

Yo creoque no es para tanta ver-
balizacidn. Creo que la idea y concepto
"partido politico", es una pieza deseable
oindeseable, de un concepto superior
que engloba esa posibilidad positiva o
negativa. La democracién es interven-
cién del "demos', Su esencia consiste
por lo tanto en algln mecanismo para
interesar al "demos'" y hacer que se
sienta representado. Pero naturalmente
las plataformas y ''pistas de lanzamien-
to'"" desde las cuales el Ciudadano es
promocionado a ''representacién'' son un
tanto accidental. Lo inico seguro es que
el "demos'" es una simplificacidén tedri-
ca que solo puede realizarse por indivi-
duos equipados con una carga represen-—
tativa.

No es facilmente una decisidn
programada y legal la que decide cuales
han de ser esas pistas de lanzamiento:
Es una realidad social la que se impone,
Y esa ''realidad social" evolucionada al
hilo del mayor o menor niimero de ciu-
dadanos. Cuando eran en Atenas poco
mas de once mil, los demis eran escla-
vosoilotas, la democracia podia ser in-
dividualista: porque todos, uno a uno,
cabian en el Agora de Atenas, como hoy
cupieran en mayor holgura en el estadio
de la Universidad Nacional. Cuando la
democracia a fines del sigle XVIII, qui-
zo reaparecer, adornada con su imagi-
naria de escayola-Libertad, Patria~ del
tipo neoclisico, se pensd en una demo-
cracia individualista: La Convencidn
francesa, por ejemplo, Los primeros a~
varates de la democracia - en su origen

.clasico o ensu reproduccidn roméantica -

obedecieron en parte, a una cuestién de
sitio. En el Agora de Atenas, en el Se-
nado de Roma en la Asamblea de Paris,
se buscaba, como en los teatros, de pro-
curar el lleno".

Luego cuando esto empezd a re-
sultar imposible porque se extendia a
demasiados el concepto de '"ciudadania’,
tratdde corregirse el individualismo
con la representatividad, E1 Sefior Gil
Robles, en su apasionante libro reciente,
congidera que el partido polftico, nacid
por la espontinea necesidad de recono-
cer el "pluralismo' esencial de la So-
ciedad moderna, frente al artificio ya
imposible de la unidad artificiosa, lo-
grada por una suma indiscriminada de
individuos. Robles, hizo al fin y al cabo,
delmas coherente tratadista del sistema
tradicionalista, pero se resigna a ''los
partidos' como una consecuencia leal de
la pluralidad social inevitable; como un
efecto realista de causas ideoldgicas.

Tebdricamente dice: "Los parti-
dos politicos implican esencialmente di-
versidady alin oposicibén de ideas o sen~
timientos, y resultan contrarios a la u-
nidad y armonia que debiera formar la
entrafia de la sociedad". Esa unidad no
la ha roto la politica partidarista, la ha
roto la realidad misma, a partir de Lu~
tero.

Lutero es el padre de los pasa~
portes, de los partidos, de las Aduanas,
.de todo cuanto es producto inevitable de
‘un "Libre Eximen' politico que sigue,
naturalmente, al ""libre eximen' religio-
so, No hay que considerar, pues, el
"partido politico'", como bandera revo-~
:lucionaria, movilizada contra el drgano
‘natural - familia, municipio, sindicato ~
convocados por la doctrina tradicional.
Todo es esto en la misma linea; todo es
reconocimiento orginico de la orografia
"social, Todo eso es un modo de dar re-
lieve a la sociedad inevitablemente plu~
ralista. A la misma convencién o asam-
blea dela Francia Revolucionaria, le fue
imposible mantener el artificio de la su-
‘ma de individuos libres; La Montaiia, la
i Gioconda, los Jacobinos corrigieron la
Esuma y empezaron a organizar restos y

politico',

Los ingleses son los que logra-
ron mas decorosamente organizar un
sistema de partidos. Pero, ya he adver-

tido alguna vez que esto fue asf porque,.

en el fondo, los partidos albergaban sub-
stancia social orginica. El Partido Li-
beral fue como una gran Cimara de Co-
mercio, el Conservador como una gran
Cimara de propiedad. Cuando luego fue
la funcidn laboral empezd a tener enti-
dad real y propia, surgid el tercer par-
tido: El laborista, que es como una con-
federacibén sindical, Todavia, cuando no
basta esta distribucién tripartita de la
realidad, surgen los "partidos ocasiona-
les" en los cuales frente a un problema
especifico se agrupan en partido fugiz
los que estin concretamente interesados
en aquel problema: Los médicos o los
aseguradores, en este caso.

El éxito del sistema sajon de
partidos, deslumbrd casi un par de si-
glos a los sistemas politicos del mundo.
Los Estados Unidos, por ejemplo, los
constituyen artificiosamente sobre una
sociedad muy distinta pero a lo que era
poco peligroso aparcarla en esos dos
andenes, republicanos o dembcratas so-
bre la base de que todos los dembcratas
son republicanos, Afin asi, todo hubo de
reducir la funcidén esencial de los parti-
dos a elegir un autberata. De cuatro en
cuatro afios, Estados Unidos fabrica su
Julio César a la vista del plblico. Y afin
asi, cuando la ocasién llega, se ve per-
fectamente que el montaje constitucional
puritano y sajén, falla en cuanto se pre-
sentan tensiones violentas en la socie-
dad. Porque la verdad de esa sociedad
es levemente sajona, en cuanto es tumul-
tosamente italiana, mexicana, negra,
portorriquefia, judfa, sirio-libanesa, etc.
Ademis de productor, no ya de pelfculas,
sino de realidades del Oeste. La formu-
la sajona londinense apunta levemente en
Washington y la Casa Blanca, el Capito-
lio, el Pentdgono o en la cultura de Bos-
ton, pero en el pafs hay ademas un Nor-
te y Sur, y hay Dallas, y hay Memphis,y
hay Los Angeles, en donde en este mo-
mento se estin matando, como sucede en

Francia y en Italia, y en Estocolmo. La
moderacion sajonaen Estados Unidos es
como la industria, una elaboracidn de
vanguardismo colocado de modo tamba-
leante e insegura sobre una edad media
social,

Los Partidos Polfticos pueden o
no ser apetecibles. Sin embargo, en Mé-
xico, nos traemos una borrachera de
partidismos y nos queda la cruda de que
alin somos y vivimos en un sistema Mo~
nalitico. El partido, aqui, en el Escena~
rio Mexicano, las Gmnicas que no tienen
partido son las mujeres feas y todo el
mundo piensa ahoraen su "partido' por-
que singularmente se ha venido llevando
una campafia de creacibén de "partidos",
como Gltima defensa a lo indefendible;
es decir, crear pequefios ''partiditos' a
quienes se puede delegar la ultrajante
misién de engaifiar al pueblo hambriento
de participacién ciudadana.

La existencia de un solo partido
(PRI) que tenga a su disposicidn las plu-
mas de escritores venales, puerta a-
bierta a los caudales de la nacibén y ac-
cesibilidad a las armas, hace del siste-
made "partiditos!' politicos un verdade-
ro teatro en el que se dan maronas y se
lanzan carcajadas.

Habiendo sentado las bases para
lapolémica de la actual situacién polfti-
ca de México, en el préximo articulo a-
nalizaremos los puntos que siguen:

Estimado Senor Garcia:
Some time ago the President's Inter-
agency Committee on Mexican-American
Affairs expressed a concern that many
Mexican-Americans were not getting the
benefits due them under the Social Secur-
ity Program. They felt that the lack of
.effective communications between older
Mexican-Americans and the Federal
Government was the major cause of this
problem. The committee proposed that
the Social Security Administration under~
take a survey to determine the extent to
which we are in fact reaching the mem-~
bers of the Mexican-American commun~
ity.
The SanJose District Office of the Social
Security Administration has been selec-
ted as one of the survey offices. To con-
duct our survey, we have recruited
through the State of California Youth
Opportunity Center and are now training
ten young Spanish-speaking Mexican-
Americans,
In the very near future, these survey
aides will be canvassing the major Mex~
ican-Americanneighborhoods and comp-
leting questiomnaires designed te locate
individuals who are qualified for Social
Security benefits, but who have not pre-
viously claimed them and been dis-
allowed, but who are now eligible due to
recent changes in the Social Security Acty

Though our survey aides will be working
in Mexican-American neighborhoods,
they will not restrict their survey to just
Mexican-Americans, but will visit all
residences in the neighborhood, They
will all be carrying letters of identifica~
tion, Although our survey aides have had
some training in Social Security, they
are by no means experts and should they
get questions outside their competence
they will be referredto our district office
for an answer,

The project is expected to last eight to
ten weeks and it is hoped that the major-
ity of the Mexican-American community
can be reached during this period. It is
also hoped that this survey may bridge
any communications gap existing bet-
ween the San Jose Social Security Office
and the older Mexican-Americans.,

In the ten year period from
1958 to 1967 young driver par-
ticipation in fatal accidents in-
creased more than 20%. In
1950, 27.1% of all the drivers
involved in fatal accidents were
under 25 years of age. The fig-
ure increased to 32.8% in 1967.
Considering that the number of

licensed drivers under 25 has
never exceeded 20% of the total
of all licensed drivers, the record
of young drivers looks particu-
larly bad. To make their record
look worse, young drivers have
consistently been involved in a
higher percentage of fatal acci-
dents than nonfatal accidents.
