A late registration fine of $5 is required fer registration after 
Monday, July 29. Students must obtain consent of the coordinator and 
instructor before late registration is permitted. 

For short term workshops a student may register either at the first 
scheduled class meeting, or on Monday, July 29. The $5 late registration 
fee will apply to any registration after the first day the class is scheduled.
