The meeting was called to order by Rosa Toro, at 1:38pm

It was moved, seconded and carried (MSC) to approve the meeting agenda.

MSC to approve the minutes from the November 4, 2016 meeting.

Chris provided updates on the Five Year S course reviews, including:
· Social Work 161S:  Recommended changes made to syllabus and course approved for recertification.
· Spanish 115S:  Department Chair agreed with the committee’s recommendation to table the review of this class until fall 2017 when a new instructor is expected to be hired.
· Physics 168S:  Recommendations were sent to Department and a revised syllabus is pending.
		
Two new S course proposals were received since the last meeting.
· Kinesiology 142S:  MSC to approve for S designation without reservation.
· EES 198S:  While considered to be a well-designed course, several recommendations were made by the working group that reviewed the course materials.  One point of discussion was the fact that the course is proposed as 198S, when there is already a 199 course on the books that fills the same requirements.  It is suggested that the Department change the course number to 199S.  Chris will share recommendations and suggestion to change the course number with the Department and report back to the committee when revised syllabus is received.  MSC with one abstention (Matt Jendian) to recommend course for S designation once a revised syllabus reflecting the recommended changes has been received. 

Chris shared that there are three courses up for S designation recertification during the spring 2017 semester; Physical Therapy 565S, LEE 144S, and English 286S.  Chris will establish a timeline for the review of these existing S courses and communicate with the appropriate Departments and faculty members to collect the necessary materials for review.
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Chris shared that the Richter Center Advisory Committee has recommended that a service-learning graduation requirement be considered by the university.  The Subcommittee discussed this recommendation.  The Subcommittee expressed numerous reservations, especially centered around the fact that University Administrators and the Faculty Senate have previously expressed reservations about adding graduation requirements, due to the impact on student progress towards graduation, which is a key goal of the CSU and the university.  However, the Subcommittee did recommend better tracking the number of academic departments and degree-granting programs that do and do not have an S course as part of their required courses.  Chris will pull that information together for the Subcommittee’s review.

Rosa Toro indicated that, due to a new research assignment for spring 2017, she feels it best to step down from the Chair position.  She will remain on the committee.  Zhanna Bagdasarov was nominated and unanimously approved as the new Chair.  Her term will run from spring 2017 through spring 2018.  Rosa was thanked and commended for her service to the committee.

Pei Xu’s interim term of the committee has concluded and Lizhu Davis will return to the committee in spring 2017. Dr. Xu was thanked for her service and Rosa Toro will draft and send a memo thanking her for her service.

Proposed meetings for spring 2017 will all take place from 1:30-2:30pm on the following dates.  Chris will work to reserve a room for these meetings and will communicate with all committee members as soon as those dates, times and room assignments have been confirmed.
