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August |, 1960, San Jose. Garbage cans are the
most common source of backyard fly problems. This Is
one of the findings of a survey now being made by the
Santa Clara County Health Dept.

Mr. James St, Germaine, Assistant Chief of the
Department's Sanitation Division, announced that the
survey Is taking place In typical neighborhoods in the
county to find the actual sources of these pests which
make summer living a problem.

Almost half of the garbage containers examined
in the survey contained fly maggots, he stated. These
same containers were responsible for flies in over $0%
of the homes which had a fly problem.

Out of 371 homes already surveyed, 52% had
backyard fly breeding sources. These sources Includ-
ed garbage cans, plles of lawn clippings, compost
heaps and animal pens, he said. Another 12% of the
homes surveyed had potential fly breeding sources.

The survey areas were selected to provide the
Health Department with an overall picture of resid-
entlal neighborhood fly sources and problems.

He reported that a recent survey of residential fly
sources In Savannah, Georgla, also pointed to gar-
bage containers as the number one source of flles
around the home.

The Santa Clara County survey to date has shown
that 45%of the garbage contalners are producing flies.
St. Germaine pointed out that this number Is more
than sufficlent to account for a large portion of the
flies that plague valley residents each summer.

Many of the garbage cans that contained fly mag- “
gots were actually In good condition, he continued. {
However, many homeowners had neglected to place |
the can covers on tightly, had falled to line the cans
with paper, or had not cleaned out the can after the
last garbage collection.

He urged all homeowners to check their garbage
cans for holes or loose fitting lids which allow flles
to enter. Household garbage should be wrapped in
several thicknesses of newspaper before It is placed
in the container to provide a barrier against flies.

""Many of the homeowners contacted during the |
survey did not realize that their own backyards were
the source of flies about which they complained, "'
he stated.

'"We hope that this survey will help point out to
people that eradicating flies is a job that requires the
cooperation of everyone in the county.''

He Invited citizens with serious fly problems to
contact the Santa Clara County Health Dept. for ad-
vice ond assistonce. Offices of the Department are
located in Palo Alto, Sunnyvale, San Jose, Los Gatos,
Morgon Hill, and Gllroy.
