MECHA (Movimiento Estudiantil Chicano
de Azlan) is a Chicano organization directed
toward helping Chicano students become “all
that we can be” according to Hector Cordova,
chairman of the Mexican-American Graduate
Studies department (MAGS) at San Jose
State University.

Cordova, during a MECHA orientation
meeting held recently, told the predominant-
ly Chicano crowd the purpose of MAGS and

4 MECHA were to help Chicano students bet-

ter themselves by helping cach other.

The organization, he also stated, relies on
education and the “spirit of man to reach
out to each other.”

The MECHA office is located in the base-
ment of the 9th Street MAGS office. MAGS
offers counseling services, registration assist-
ance and information and assistance in pro-
gram planning for undergraduate and gradu-
ate students, according to a MECHA spokes-
man.

The MECHA orientation meeting also in-
cluded several representatives of various
campus organizations including Student
Community Academic Learning Experience
(SCALE), the United Farm Workers Support
Committee, and "Que Tal?”, a Chicano pub-
lication.

A SCALE representative addressed the
group concerning the Ethnic Pride Program
(EPP). The EPP provides various junior
high schools in the area with tutors and
counselors aimed at teaching ethnic heritage
to young students, according to Naomi
Quinonez, coordinator of the Ethnic Pride
Program.

The SCALE program offers college credit
for community work and participation in the
EPP, Quinonez said.

According to Quinonez the overall purpose
of SCALE is to channel the energy and re-
sources of the university back into the com-
munity for the benefit of minorities.

Quinonez told the MECHA gathering that
Chicano students, active in MECHA or not,
cannot “join the Chicano movement, it has to
be part of your life.”

Jesse Garcia and David Poralas, represen-
tatives of the United Farm Workers Sup-
port Committee, spoke of the upcoming walk
against Golla set Feb. 27. The group plans
to march from San Jose to Sacramento, ar-
riving March 1, Garcia said.

Minority Hiring

San Jose Fire Department officials are
seeking permission to give preference to
minority and ethnic group members on a
1,052 person hiring list in order to help meet
a 1978 deadline for a department that will
reflect the makeup of the community as a
whole. The plan, known as “selective certifi-
cation,” was to be presented to the Civil
Service Commission, said Fire Chief John
Gerhard.

The plan will mean bypassing some anglos
who rated higher in civil service tests given
the eligible candidates, he said. Deputy Fire
Chief Anthony Sapena said that of the 1,052
persons on the hiring list, 127 have Spanish
surnames, 72 are blacks, 14 are Asian and two
are American Indians.

Not all of the minorities are near the top
of the list, Sapena said, and if the fire de-
partment is to meet its minority hiring goals,
it may have to use selective certification.

Figures from the 1970 federal census show
San Jose with 21.9 per cent Spanish-surnamed
persons, 2.5 per cent blacks, 2.4 per cent
Asians,and 4 per cent American Indians.

In a report to the City Council, Gerhard
said his department now has 588 members,
46 (7.8 per cent) with Spanish surnames; six
blacks (1 per cent) and one American In-
dian (1.7 per cent.)

Ger‘hard said selective certification is based
on the idea that certain persons on the hiring

CHICANO REPRESENTS
NEW ETHNIC BREED

Opinion

The Chicano is an individual of Mexican
descent that represents today a new ethnic
breed. He is the product of the Mexican-
American that roamed this country only a
few short years ago.

The Mexican himself, was the direct des-
cendant of the “Spanish” now an extinct
species that inhabited the Southwest for sev-
eral generations.

The metamorphosis from “Spanish’ species
were quite prevalent in this valley as late
as the mid-1950s.

The “Spanish” species in their time exited
in a hostile environment and had to maintain
a delicate social balance in order to survive.
For the aspiring “Spanish” individual it re-
quired that he undergo a radical behavioral
change in order to leave the Mexican barrios
for the more affluent Anglo Saxon resi-
dential areas, and from the prune orchards
to the blue and white collar jobs in industry
and government.

This social change was not an casy one, it
required first of all total abstention from
speaking Spanish in public, avoid being scen
with other Mexicans, and most imporiant
Anglocizing the spelling his first name and
the pronunciation of the last name.

If he could change the spelling of his last
name to make it look and sound Italian or
Portuguese, so much the better were his
chances of acceptance in the Anglo world.

Lifc was not easy for the “Spanish™ in
those days, they lived under constant fear of
exposure. Especially if they were blond or
fair skinned and could pass as an Anglo.

If he was dark complected “"Mexican like”
and he had been able to Anglocize enough
to be "accepted,” the problem of being cx-

posed did not really exist because everybody
knew he was Mexican, only that no one cver
talked about it. The situation became ugp-
comfortable at times, anyway.

Nevertheless, in order to keep his near-
Anglo status, he had to keep his distance
from the other Mexicans and never divulge
or give away his Mexican customs such as
bringing tacos to work in his lunch pail or
biting into a green chile in front of every-
body when he ate his lunch. ;

Then a social conscience began to develop
in the nation in the early 1960s. The civil
rights movement had by then taken a stiong
hold in our society and the “colored people”
were making fast gains. It was the era of
liberalism and ethnic tolerance.

These social changes brought a sudden ¢nd
to the remaining “Spanish” species that were
already by that time disappearing in large
numbers and reappearing as
Americans.

Mexican-

Massive federal grants began to flow in,
justified by the number of Mexican-Ameri-
cans unemployed, school dropouts, in po-
verty, etc.

Mexican-American leadership began to ap-
pear in unprecendented numbers. At last it
became clear we were Mexican-Americans,
and we had been deprived of our rights for
generations, and now our time had come to
speak out and demand what was rightfully
ours.

Things worked out rather well because
government and agencies at all levels began
to focus their attention to our needs and soon
there was diversity of community action
programs that put the “sleeping giant” on his
feet and ready to go.

The era of the Mexican-American was
short but very significant in the impact it
had on the cultural, economic, and p()litical
status of the group. The Mexican-American
began to learn how to play the game on how
to get the most mileage out of what had
apparently been liabilities in the past.

Knowledge of good Spanish and Mexican
culture became popular and these were sur-
faced to develop ethnic pride. Long lost
Mexican-Americans began to return to the
flock. X

About the same time that the “colored
people” became blacks, the Mexican-Ameri-
cans became Chicanos.

These were primarily young Mexican-
Americans that constituted a totally new
breed. They were the result of an unstable




and precarious melting of the Spanish con-

quest, geography, racial discrimination and
cultural residual from Mexico.

The Chicano today is schizolingual and
schizocultural, he can mix English and Span-
ish in every sentence and effectively relay
his message to his fellow Chicanos. He hu‘s
also combined American and Mexican culture
plus something of his own into a uniquc
Chicano culture.

Now for the first time, the individual of
Mexican origin in this country fecls cthnic
pridc and he can be himself. He is confident
in his abilitics and is making good usc of
them to advance his socio-¢conomic status.

Chicanos are graduating from colleges and
universities in record numbers, more are go-
ing into businesses and the professions. The
Chicano is now involved in politics and in
organizations designed to bring about Civic
changes that will better meet his needs.

Once the Chicano has made it socially and
cconomically and has gained enough con-
fidence and pride in himself w hat happens
next? Where does he go from there?

1 believe the Chicano era will disappear
when that happens. Our people of Mexican
descent in this country, no doubt, will con-
tinue to change, but the change will probably
he in more than one direction and not neces-
sarily as a group.

It also won't be in the direction of Anglo-
Saxon conformity, but rather in a direction
that will ultimately blend and merge into a
way of living that is distinctly “American,”

whatever that means.
