FEDERAL COURT SUIT

CHARGES $10 BILLION DOLLAR LOSS

DUE TO CENSUS BUREAU'S UNDER-

COUNT OF MEXICAN-AMERICANS.
FEDERAL COURT SUIT

MALDEF in conjunction with Public Ad-
vocates, Inc., and representing two Chicano
organizations filed a Federal Court class ac-
tion suit against the United States Census
Burcau on November 29, 1971, on behalf of
fourteen million Spanish-Americans, includ-
ing three million Mexican-Americans in Cal-
ifornia.

The suit charges that the Census Bureau
has used an upper socio-economic bias in its
counting of Sp'.mish-/\mcri(ans that will en-
sure a failure to count five million Spanish
Americans. Such an undercount is likely to
cost the Spaniah-l\mcriunn community an esti-
mated $10 billion dollars in federal funds
and 105,000 federal jobs, over the next
decade.

The suit charges that the Census Burcau
has failed to count as many as five million
Spanish-Americans due to its exclusive reli-
ance on a by mail, 164 question, English-
only qucsliunnairc. According to the Census
Burcau's own statistics, 50 per cent of the
Spuni.\h-z\mc(i(an population speaks primar-
ily Spanish and one in every twelve heads of
houschold has never attended school. Con-
sequently, a majority of Spanish-Americans
cannot accuratcly fill out a complex English-
only form.

The suit documents the Census Bureau's
1960 undercount of 2.2 million Blacks, its
loss of 1.3 million rural Southerners in 1970,
and its October 1971 loss, without explana-
tion, of 274,000 Spanish-origin persons.

The suit sccks a preliminary injunction
that will prevent the Census Burcau from
publishing and disscminating false informa-
tion on the Spanish-American population
until it verifies its mail survey with a bi-
lingual door-to-door count in sample coun-
ties, such as Santa Clara County. It is esu-
mated that this will take less than thirty
(30) days and cost less than one penny per
non-counted Spanish-American.

The plaintiffs are represented by Public
Advocates, Inc., a non-profit public interest
law firm, and the Mexican-American Legal
Defense and Educational Fund.

Robert L. Gnaizda, an attorney with Pub-
lic Advocates, Inc., stated: 3

“This suit should be welcomed by the

Census Bureau. At a cost of less than one

penny per non-counted Spanish-American,

the Census Bureau will begiven an oppor-

tunity to comply with their congressional
and constitutional mandate to accurately
count all minorities. The Vensus Bureau,
in the past, has given priority to bureau-
cratic regulations rather than human val-
ues. Consequently, it has falsely assumed
that a community in which 50 per cent of
the population primarily speaks Spanish,
and in which one in every twelve heads
of household has had no scnooling, can
accurately answer a 164 question survey
that is only in English.”

Mario Obledo, Esq., Executive Director
of the Mexican-American Legal Defense and
Educational Fund, stated:

“The Census Burcau has taken advantage

of Chicano acquiescence and faith in the

Government. This suit is an affirmation of

our lack of faith in the Census Bureau and

our anger at its unlawfully taking ten bil-

lion in federal funds from us due to in-
competency in counting.”

On November 29, 1971, Federal District
Court Judge Lloyd Burke issued an Order to
Show Cause against the Defendants. It or-
dered them to appear on December 13, 1971,
to explain why they have failed to protect
the rights of Spanish-Americans.

PROGRESS REPORT
Issued For
SAN JOSE RESIDENTIAL
MANPOWER CENTER

San Jose, California—The first of more
than 200 enrollees at San Jose's Residential
Manpower Center are expected to begin
participation in educational and vocational
training programs in the near future.

Recruitment and screening of the first
enrollees, all to be female, is being con-
ducted by the local office of Women in
Community Service (WICS). Recruitment of
male enrollees from throughout Santa Clara
County will be handled by the California
Department of Human Resources Develop-
ment (DHRD). On an annual basis, the Cen-
ter is expected to serve 155 young men and
60 women from all racial, ethnic and cul-
tural backgrounds. Criteria used for selec-
tion are that enrollees must be between 16
and 2! years old, from low-income back-
grounds, out of school and lacking in job
skills.

According to the Singer/Graflex corpor-
ate representative, Gerald A. Oettle, rep-
resentatives from the Department of Labor
will be in San Jose in February and March
to review plans for Center operations and
conduct training for staff hired by that
point.

Applications for at the Center
are cur being screened by the Singer/
Graflex staff with assistance from the seven-
member temporary executive committee
formed shortly after the contract was an-
nounced in early December. The temporary
executive committee is comprised of six
local residents and Gerald Oettle. The com-
mittee is also recommending candidates for
membership in two permanent advisory or-
ganizations, a Manpower Advisory Council
and a Community Relations Council. Once
formed, these councils will elect three rep-
resentatives each to a permanent executive
committee. The Center director, when ap-
pointed, will replace Oettle as the seventh

member of this official executive committee.

The Manpower Advisory Council will be
made up of representatives from local busi-
ness and industry, as well as local public and
private agencies and schools concerned with

manpower training services and employment
opportunities. The Council will review voca-
tional programs subcontracted to local man-
power agencies to assure effectiveness of
training as preparation for local job oppor-
tunities. The Community Relations Council
membership will be drawn from leaders and
representatives of local community organi-
zations and agencies. This council will func-
tion as a citizen advisory group to help es-
tablish and maintain favorable relations be-
tween the Center and the surrounding com-
munities. An enrolle self-governing council
will also serve as an advisory group to the
Center.

In other developments, Singer/Graflex is
involved in discussions with DHRD and local
manpower agencies on the subcontracting
to local agencies for the vocational educa-
tion portion of the program. DHRD is cur-
rently surveying job skills in the San Jose
area that are in short supply as a prelude
to determining the kinds of programs to be
offered. DHRD will also be responsible for
placement of these youth in jobs following
completion of their training.

In addition to processing applications
from local residents for key staff positions,
Singer/Graflex is in the final stages of pre-
paring the management plan for the Center
and in completing arrangements for medical,
food and other supportive services to be
provided.

Progress is being made in rehabilitation
of the buildings near the San Jose State Col-
I:,%: where the Center will be located. En-
rollees will be housed in buildings near the
campus formerly occupied by fraternities
and sororities.

Training to be provided by Singer/Gra-
flex will include instruction in basic and high
school education, social skills and health edu-
cation. Instruction will permit enrollees to
progress at different rates according to in-
dividual motivation, ability, previous educa-
tion attainment and occupational goals.

Enrollees will receive clothing allowances
and a basic living allowance of $30 a month.
An additional $50 a month will be set aside
for enrollees to receive when they success-
fully complete the program. Average length
of stay is expected to be six to nine months,
although enrollees may remain in the pro-
gram up to two years.

Brighten Job Picture

For Latinos
WASHINGTON—In the shadow of the

towering monument to America's first pres-
ident, a young Chicano from Texas is work-
ing to open government job opportunities
for Latinos.

He is John J. DelLeon, a 27-year-old na-
tive of San Antonio who coordinates in the
U. S. Department of Labor a wide-ranging
16-point program geared to provide job
assistance for the Spanish-surnamed,

The program, unveiled more than a year
ago by President Nixon, is run Government-
wide by the U. S. Civil Service Commission.

A recruiter of minorities and women with
Labor's personnel office, DelLeon says his
agency is "laying the framework" for carry-
ing out the 16-point program.

The main girder of that framework, says
Deleon, is a set of "affirmative action
quidelines from the CSC sent to the Labor
Department's major operating heads last
spring.

In sending the guidelines to heads of the
Department's major units, Assistant Secre-
tary of Labor for Administration Frank G.
Zarb said, in part, that all equal employment
opportunity action plans in the Department
"should be revised to reflect and incorpor-
ate the intent of the 16-Point Program."

Among the affirmative measures are re-
cruitment visits to educational institutions
with heavy enrollments of Latinos and spe-
cial assistance to enable Spanish-surnamed
students to secure employment after school
and during the summer so they may com-
plete their education. DelLeon is actively in-
volved in both types of activity.

Next month, for example, he will begin a
series of visits to colleges and universities
with heavy concentrations of Latinos to dis-
cuss professional level job opportunities with
the Department. The recruitment journeys
will take him to the southwest states of Ari-
zona, California, Colorado, New Mexico and
his native Texas as well as to Florida and
New York.

During the visits to the seven states, De-
Leon will also visit high schools seeking to
recruit young people for the Department’s
“clerical outreach” program. The outreach
effort is designed to widen clerical oppor-
tunities in the Department for Latinos and
other groups.

Last summer, DelLeon was a driving force
behind a special intern program in which 30
Chicano youth from the southwest spent
eight weeks working with various Federal
agencies in the Nation's Capital. The pro-
gram was sponsored by the League of
United Latin American Citizens (LULAC)
and funded by the Department of Labor.

Calling the summer intern program a
"most rewarding experience' for the young
Chicanos, DelLeon, himself a LULAC mem-
ber, cited the "tireless efforts of a lot of
Federal Latino employees in making the pro-
gram work for the teenagers."

Working in youth employment matters
isn't new for DelLeon, who attended San An-
tonio College and Antioch College. In San
Antonio he spent a year and a half as direc-
tor of the in-school project of the Neighbor-
hood Youth Corps program called SANYO.
For shorter periods, he was an NYC coun-
selor, job developer in the New Careers pro-
gram and a community organizer with

SANYO.

Deleon's job also gets him involved in



providing assistance to the Spanish-speaking
community of Washington, D. C., under
Federally-funded manpower programs. One
of these is the Public Service Careers pro-
gram, which, he says, "offers Spanish-sur-
named citizens a new vehicle for possible
advancement in Government employment."

The young Federal employee expresses
hope that the 16-point program will have
"significant'' impact on job and advance-
ment chances for Latinos.

"The Federal commitment embodied in
the 16-point program is very important,” he
says. "'But the matter of overriding import-
ance is that this commitment be translated
into positive action—through jobs and up-
ward mobility."

En los afos que tengo de vivir en San Jose
nunca habia tenido necesidad de usar los
ivos, camiones de pasajeros,

transportes colec
suaguas o “buses”.

Mi automovil, carrito o carcacha, como
quicra llamarlo, tuvo la ocurrencia de des-
componerse y tuve que dejarlo en un garage
para que lo arreglaran. Me parecio la cosa
mas natural del mundo esperar el “bus” para
ir a una cita que habia hecho con anticipa-
cion; torpe de mi, no estoy familiarizado con
la ruta ni con el horario que tiene ese ser-
vicio, si se le puede llamar sorvicio. Estuve
esperando la famosa guagua, como dicen en
Cuba y en Yucatan, parado en una esquina
durante una hora con quince minutos, cuando
llegue a la cita que tenio, ya era tarde, las
personas que me esperaban se habian mar-
chado, no tuve mas remedio que regresar a
l“i casa, Pcf() pﬂl’a \(ll\".‘l’ tuve (IUC L'Spcfﬂr
otra hora que tardo en pasar ¢l "bus”. En
mi casa ya estaban alarmados, pensando que
algo grave me habia pasado, cundo llegue,
explique la descompostura del auto y mis lar-
gas esperas del camion. Como dicen en Mex-
ico, dudaron de que mi relacion fuera verdad.

Yo quisicra saber como hacen las personas
que por una u otra razon no disponen de
un medio de transporte propio y que tienen
que presentarse a sus ocupaciones o empleos
a determinandas horas; si disponen solamente
del servicio de transportes colectivos, como
dicen en Argentina, con toda seguridad que
llegaran tarde o a la hora en que sus com-
panecros de trabajo ya estan en la hora del
almuerzo.

Especialmente las personas mas pobres, las
que no tienen lo suficiente para comprar un
auto, aunque este sea de segunda, tercera o
cuarta mano, se ven obligados a depender
del servicio de transportes de pasajeros. Lo
mismo les pasa alos jovenes que aun no
tienen edad para adquirir una licencia para
manejar o las personas que debido a alguna

deficiencia organica estan imposibilitadas
para manejar un vehiculo.

El servicio de transportes de San Jose, no
tiene la eficacia que requiere el progreso
industrial, comercial y el aumento de pobla-
cion que han alcanzado en los ultimos veinte
afios tanto San Jose, como los conlados que
estan a su alrrededar y dentro de Condado
de Santa Clara.

Alguien me informo que la empresa que
da el servicio, no lo puede mejorar por que
pierde dinero, pero a la vez no suelta la con-
cesion. Sera que le gusta perder dinero?

Seria muy interesante que el Mayor de la
Ciudad y los miembros del Concilio, se hi-
cieran el proposito de usar solamente por un
dia ese servicio, tratando desde luego de cum
plis con sus obligaciones; estoy seguro que
no estarian a tiempo en ninguna parte. Los
Supervisores del Condado estarian en la mis-
ma situacion de inpuntualidad si hicieran uso
de ese servicio. Pero ... hay va el pero, como
ellos pueden pagar un automovil o disponen
de los que facilita la ciudad o el condado,
no han tenido la oportunidad de darse cuen-
ta de la ineficacia de los transportes colec-
tivos.

Debido a que no se puede depender de los
“buses”, cada persona esta obligada a dis-
poner de un auto para atender sus ocupa-
ciones, se da el caso de que cada uno de
los miembros de una familia tiene que tener
un automovil, una familia de cinco personas
tiene que disponer de cinco automoviles;
esto ademas del gasto tiene otro aspecto, la
contaminacion del aire con el monoxido de
carbono que despide cada uno de los vehi-
culos, aparte de los accidentes ocasionados
por el mucho transito.

Las ciudades con gran poblacion necesitan
tener tervicios de transporters de pasajeros
cficientes para evitar que cada persona este
obligada a tener su transporte personal, evi-
tando con ello el congestionamiento de tran-
sito y la contaminacion del aire, para no
decir otra vez de los accidentes. San Jose
y el Condado de Santa Clara en su totalidad
crece en poblacion atraida por su progreso,
pero conserva el servicio de transportes que
tenia hace mas de veinte anos.

Y agregaba que su vi
da era Cristo, y su muerte seria ganan-
cia.

Escuchemos a aquel Cristo que obrd el
milagro en Saulo. Precisamente fue ese
Cristoque dijo a los hombres: ""He veni-
do para que tengdis vida, y la tengdis en
abundancia"
