Results of Corn Study Thrilling

by LUIS G. JUAREZ

For centuries, corn has had a special
place in Mexico's ethos, from the time when
the Aztecs revered the maize god.

Today, corn continues to provide energy
in the diet of the average Mexican. There is
the omnipresent tortilla which becomes the
structural frame of the taco, when a torilla
is wrapped around meat, cheese, chicken or
other delicacies — the tamale, cooked corn
meal and meat wrapped in a corn husk —
atole, a porridge made by heating a finely
ground corn in water flavored with cinna-
mon, pineapple juice, strawberries or other
additives — and elotes, roasting ears which
are a favorite Mexican vegetable.

Corn stalks are used for fodder, for thatch-
ing roofs, for making pens to enclose small
domestic animals. Corn cobs are an excellent
fuel.

Corn cobs, bound tightly together in the
shape of a disc, provide a rough surface on
which the kernals of ripe corn can be sepa-
rated from their cobs, corn thus furnishing
its own threshing machine.

Corn silks are used in a remedy for dysen-
tery. The stout, outer husks are used to stuff
mattresses, and the thin inner husks to roll
. cigarettes.

Recognizing the importance of corn to
Mexico, the Mexican government and the
Rockefeller Foundation undertook a jointly
sponsored research program on corn in 1943,

At that time, the total Mexican annual
production amounted to two million tons; 31
years later in ;1974, it was 10 million tons.

The average acre yield of corn, on some
eight million acres, was raised during the 20
year period from eight to fourteen bushels.
This meant Mexicans had 72 million more
bushels of corn each year.

There was an extra bushel and half for
each of 60 million people, notwithstanding
the fact that 30 per cent of the corn harvest
was used to fatten animals for industrial
purposes.

The thrilling story of how these results
were achieved is told in Campaigns Against
Hunger (Harvard University Press; $7.50) by
E. C. Stakeman, Richard Bradfield and Paul
C. Mangelsdorf. This threesome surveyed
Mexican agriculture in 1941 at the invita-
tion of the Mexican government and made

the original recommendations for a Rocke-
feller Foundation program in agriculture,
which has been expanded to include research
on other important crops.

The results of research on Mexican crops
are being transmitted to other Latin Ameri-
can nations, to developing and developed
nations generally.

Early in 1954, the five nations of Central
America requested that the Rockefeller
Foundation help establish a multi-national

corn improvement project.

One of the areas in which | see the most
abuse against women is that of the treat-
ment of cannery and frozen food workers.

The management's discrimination and un-
lawful labor practices combined with the
union's failure to respond to the worker's
complaints has resulted in intolerable work-
ing conditions.

One only has to work in that environment
to witness the barbaric conditions some of
our sisters have to endure in order to feed
their families.

These kinds of working conditions bring
to mind the struggles of the 1800's when
women and minority people were excluded
from the unions. The difference is that they
are now forced to join without adequate
representation.

Unions have merit and are necessary but
only when they protect the workers from
injustices. But when they side with the em-
ployers, that is like paying someone to fight
you. Unions should be fighting for the work-
ers and it is up to the workers to demand
democratic rights within the union.

In 1969, a group of workers, members of
Local 679 of the International Teamsters (the
union that represents 12,000 workers in the
33 canning and food processing companies),
united to discuss complaints above abusive
treatment of workers by the management
and the failure of the union to do something
about it.

The Cannery and Frozen Food Workers'
Committee's, as they are now known, pri-
mary goals are: (1) To assist injured workers
in the pursuit of necessary medical claims;
{2) to inform workers of their rights under
collective bargaining agreements, the union
by-laws and constitution; and (3) to gather
complaints of discrimination by management
and the union officials.

In the the, the union has controlled the
elections through some sneaky tactics. This
year, through the efforts of the committee,

the elections are being held September 30
during the peak of the season. In the past
years, the elections were held after the large
majority of workers had left.

After years of struggling, at last the op-
portunity has come to unite and make prog-
ress. Assuring equal opportunities for our
people, especially our hermanas who have
suffered enough in those canneries.

The committee has nominated it's own
slate of candidates to challenge the incum-
bent local officials.
