FACTS ABOUT THE JOB CORPS

Eligibility: 16 through 21 years of age,
and if you are out of school and can't find a
job.

About 40, 000 young men and women,
from all sections of America, can be enrolled
in the first year, and 100, 000 in the second
year. The trainees will be carefully selected
and adequately tested for job aptitudes and
then will be assigned to courses in the field
that best suits their abilities.

Centers in rural areas composed of 100
to 200 corpsmen will perform conservation
work on parks, forests and natural resources.
They will learn basic surveying, forest tech-
nician skills, farm skills, carpentry, masonry,
equipment operation and maintenance, cooking
and typing. There will be emphasis on the
development of civic responsibility and whole-
some attitudes.

Centers near urban areas will offer more
intensive and more specialized vocational
training. Among some of the skills to be
taught will be office machine operator, ship-
ping, accounting and file clerk, data process-
ing machine operator, sales clerk, hospital
orderly, cook, and counter worker, farm
equipment operator, appliance and automotive
repairman, meat cutter, machine tool oper-
ators and so on. Skills taught will vary from
one center to the next,

The women's program will be similar to
the men's. In addition to basic education,
vocational training, and work experience,
young women will be trained in family respon-
sibilities. They will be taught how to estab-
lish a stable home atmosphere and to rear emo-
tionally and physically healthy children. They
will learn about managing money, caring for
the home, buying food and clothing, and good
health habits.

amount may be allotted to a dependent, and
the government will match such allotments with
an equal amount. The trainee will receive
daily pocket money ($30 a month ), room,
board, and his clothing. The Corps will arran-
ge for his medical and dental care.

The aims of this program is to enable
youngsters to obtain and keep jobs in which
they can advance, return to school, or join
the military service.

The first 35 trainees in California are
expected to report in at Camp Parks, in
Pleasanton, in mid-April. An enrollment of
2,000 trainees by the end of the second year
is anticipated.

The person in charge of the San Jose
Forum Chapter participation in this program
is Ernie Vasquez. Ernie seems to have his
hands full at the time with translation of the
material to Spanish, radio and TV spot broad-
casts, newspaper coverage, and the distribution

SAN JUAN TEOTIHUACAN

alejado de Teotihuacan lugar donde los dioses
se reunian para organizar el Universo y al mis-
mo tiempo - celebrar la festividad de NANA -
HUATL.

Los candidatos escacearon, y no era para
menos. Sin embargo el principe NANAHUATL
despues de pensarlo un poco se arrojo el pri-
mero a la hoguera, y de sus cenizas surgio el
Sol. Al ver el ejemplo de este principe tam-
bien se arrojo TECUCIZTECATL; de sus cenizas
surgio la Luna. Tras ellos fueron arrojados una
aguila y un joguar pa que les acompafiaron en
su viaje eterno.

Pero el Sol y la Luna tenian el mismo
brillo de oro; entonces uno de los dioses con un
conejo, golpeo en la cara a TECUCIZTECATL,
opacando su resplandor que de oro se trans-
formo en plata,

Complacidos los dioses con estos sacri-
ficios, el sol volvio a brillar y a derramar sus
beneficios sobre la tierra y las gentes de TEO-
TIHUACAN levantaron a sus heroes dos fantas-
ticos monumentos: La Piramide de El Sol y la
Piramide de La Luna.

Lo Piramide del sol mide en su base 215
metros y tiene una altura de 65 metros. Con-

struida toda a base de adobes recubiertos con
piedra volcanica, consta de 5 cuerpos en
forma de piramide truncada, cuyas cuerpos
van disminuyendo en tamafio formando pasillos
o terrazas entre cada uno de ellos. Esta pro-
tegida ademas por una capa de aplanado se-
mejante al cemento. En lo alto se encontraba
un adoratorio dedicado a TENACATECUT LI,
dios del sol y del calor y de la abundancia
coronado este adoratorio con una estatua
monolitica adornada con un pectoral de oro,
que brillaba al ser tocado por los rayos del
sol. La decoracion de esta piramide esta
formada por figures alegoricas predominando
en ella el color rojo.

Cercana a la anterior se encuentra la
Piramide de la Luna, formada tambien por
secciones piramidales; es menor en tamayo
que la del Sol, pero no por eso menos majes~
tuosa. Mide 42 metros de altura sobre una
base cuadrangular de 120 por 150 metros.

Pero no solo estas dos piramides existen
en Teotihuacan, entre las del Sol y de la
Luna destaca el templo a Quetzalcoat! cuya
forma es la de un gran estadio rodeado de
muros bajos que aun conservan vasamentos
de templos ya desaparecidos. Tiene cuatro
altares o plataformas en los lados Norte Sur
y Oeste y unicamente tres en el Este. Estos
altares servian para que los sacerdotes o los
mandatorios pudieran presenciar las ceremon-
ias. Bajando una escalinata y casi en el
centro de la plazoleta se encuentra un altar
que tiene cuatro escaleras con trece escalones
cada una y que hacen un total de 52 escalones
representando el ciclo de 52 afios que tenian
los aztecas, mayas, zapotecas y demas
pueblos prehispanicos. En este altar se su-
pone se verificaban diversos sacrificios, entre
ellos la solemne ceremonia del Fuego Nuevo,
del que ya hemos hablado anteriormente.,
