En una gran peleada, Danny
Lopez, campeén de peso plumado,
pero a Jose Torres de Mexico al
ultimo de la septima vuelta. El
encuentro tuvo lugar en Los An-
geles, y despues del combate Lo-
pez dijo que posiblemente esta
pelada fue la mas penosa de sus
38 encuentros.

Tumbado por un derechaso en
la segunda vuelta, Lopez recubro
comenso a asaltar a Torres con
ganchos izquierdos y derechas me-
didas. Torres talionaba ferozmen-
te, pero al fin los golpes de Danny
Lopez fueron muy pesados y el
valiente Torres fue forzado a
cesar. Lopez recibio $75,000 por
la peleada, y merecio cada cen-
tavo de la su ganancia.

En otro encuentro, Carlos Palo-
mino, campeén de peso welter,
lucho con Everaldo Azevedo por
quince vueltas. Palomino hizo lo
mejor que pudo con un desafiador
que no vino a pelear; Azevedo de-
tuvo. y corrio y por la mejor parte
de la noche. Palomino gano $125,-
000 por la noche larga.

Lopez, making his first defense
after scoring two recent non-title
knockouts, compared "his stiff-
punching opponent with former
four-time champion Ruben Oli-
vares. Torres (28-6-1), who has
25 knockouts, hits about as hard,
the champion said.

Lopez’s right eye and nose were
badly swollen, he had small cuts
about his face, but he managed to
smile when recalling the sudden
right hand that dropped him to
one knee in the second round.

“I was walking in and he
caught me with a straight right
hand,” he said. “I wasn’t dazed.
I was hoping he would come rush-
-ing in after that. All through the
fight, thought, I watched myself
(after the knockdown).”

Lopez, who dedicaed the victory
to his former manager, the late
Howie Steindler, said his right
hand (which required surgery to
remove bone chips after the Kotey
fight) didn’t trouble him.

Torres, bruised under his right
eye but not noticeably marked,
said former featherweight cham-
pion Alexis Argullo punches
harder than Lopez, but Lopez is
more aggressive. Torres lost to
Arguello in a non-title fight.

PALOMINO

“I can’t take too many of
them,” Lopez’s manager, Bennie
Georgino, said later at ringside as
Palomino and Azevedo were
grappling.

In fairness to Palomino, the
lack of excitement was not his
fault.

Azevedo, 145 1-2, refused to
trade punches, apparently hoping
to steal the decision — or perhaps



avoid being knocked out.

As Palomino, 147, stalked the
33-year-old veteran of 116 pro
bouts (he has won 84 with 19
draws), Azevedo would throw a
punch — usually a right — then
grab.

Palomino called the fight “‘very
frustrating.”

Azevedo, fighting for the first
time in America (the 13th coun-
try he has boxed in), admitted he
wanted to quit after the 12th
round, when he appeared ex-
hausted.

“T couldn’t breathe,” he said
through an interpreter, “but my
corner kept saying, just one more
round, just one more round.”

Undoubtedly, most fans would
have been happy to oblige the
weary loser.

CENTER FOR LIFE

Now one year old, the O’Connor
Hospital Center for Life and its
mothers and babies are doing fine,
The number of patients, births
and services have soared since the
Center’s total-care program of ob-
stetrical and gynecological care
opened in July, 1976.

A unique feature of this com-
prehensive program — the first
of its kind in California — 1is its
availability to all women in the
community, regardless of their fi-
nancial circumstances. Fees for
all Center for Life services are
based on the patient’s ability to
pay. The Center accepts MediCal
and private insurances. For those
without this coverage, the Center
for Life is the only such clinic in
the Santa Clara Valley with
sliding-scale fees. Pregnancy tests
and all classes are free.

The Center offers the expectant
mother the finest in prenatal and
post partum care. It i1s concerned
with her nutrition, exercise and
preparaion for childbirth, and
holds classes for her in these areas.
A professional counselor is avail-
able for assistance with social,
emotional, financial and adoptive

matters. Nearly all staff members
are bilingual.

Completing this circle of pa-
tient obstetrical care is one of the
most recent Center for Life serv-
ices, the Home Visit Program.
Center for Life women and their
babies are assisted in their homes,
and those with special needs are
referred to community agencies.

Women of all ages have also re-
sponded to the Center for Life’s
spectrum of gynecological services,
including regular Pap smears and
examination; treatment of vene-
real disease and infections, in-
fertility studies and medical care
for the pre-monopausal and meno-
pausal women, including surgery
when indicated.

For all women in the commun-
ity, the Center for Life sliding
scale fee structure and compre-
hensive programs have meant the
finest in preventive medical care
and treatment of gymnecological
medical problems.

“Before the Center for Life
epened, the woman with limited
resources who did not qualify for
MediCal, had nowhere to go,” -
“Her only alternatives were de-
livery without medical care, or an
abortion.”

Center for Life medical coordi-
nator, Abraham Perez, M.D.,
F.A.C.O.G., stresses the import-
ance of regularly scheduled medi-
cal examinations for every wo-
man. “If we can make women
aware of recent advances in
screening, diagnosis and manage-
ment of female cancer, it will be
a rarity to find far advanced in-
curable cancer,” said Dr. Perez.
