About Tonight’s Speaker 
Dr. Joseph Galasso is a lecturer in English and Linguistics at California State University, Northridge. He has a Ph.D. in Linguistics (Language Acquisition) from the University of Essex, England, and an M.A. in Linguistics and a B.A. in English, both from California State University, Fullerton. Since completing his Ph.D. in 1999, Dr. Galasso has published a book, The Acquisition of Functional Categories with IULC Publications (Indiana University, 2004), as well as book chapters and articles on language acquisition. He is currently working on an on-line version of an upcoming text, Minimum of English Grammar, and setting up a lab/web-site at CSU, Northridge, to house some 10,000 analyzable utterances that show phonological as well as INFL based morpho-syntactic development in very young children.
About Tonight’s Lecture
Dr. Galasso’s lecture will question the mental processes involved in children’s realization and word formation of ‘lexical/stems’ [stems-only] and ‘functional/affixes’ [stem+affix]. He will begin by providing a brief history of the lexical/functional distinction as understood in the classic Brown, Braine studies, continue with a case study examining longitudinal data of a child’s speech, and finish with a short synthesis, bringing forward recent advances made in Brain Imagining (BI) Studies.
