MAJOR JOSEPH M. SARZOZA
by

THE CONCERNED MEXICAN-
AMERICAN ORGANIZATIONS OF
SANTA CLARA COUNTY

Tuesday, May 21, 1968 is a day
that will be remembered by all Mexican
Americans as one of the blackest days of
our lives in the Santa Clara Valley.

The Santa Clara County Grand

Jury, after deliberation lasting 10-1/2
hours, saw fit to indict Joseph M. Sar-
zoza, Director of Area Service Center

No. 1, Economic Opportunity Commission
of Santa Clara County, on 12 different
counts. There were 10 counts of alleged
inappropriate mileage claims, 1 count of
misuse of personnel and 1count of mis-
application of EOC funds.

We, the undersigned representa-
tives of long established responsible or-
ganizations in Santa Clara County submit:
(1) That not one single member of the
Santa Clara County Grand Jury is know-
ledgeable about the aims, purposes and
goals of the Economic Opportunity Com-
mission' s War on Poverty Program,

(2) That not one single person friendly
to Major Joseph M. Sarzoza,or know-
ledgeable of the Economic Opportunity
Programs was called to appear before
the Grand Jury during their deliberation,
(3) That although the Grand Jury is sup-
posed to be composed of a true cross-
sectionof the citizens of our community,
the Spanish surnamed or Mexican Ame-
rican is not represented on the Grand
Jury commensurate to the number of

Mexican Americans of the area, and thus
the Grand Jury, supposedly a body of
Major Sarzoza's peers, is anything but.,
(4) That the purpose of the EOC prog-
ram is to hire those persons who have
demonstrated leadership capabilities but
who do not necessarily have the acade-
mic preparation to be considered top-
flight administrators. Therefore,

there cannot be any doubt that the
program, from an administrative stand-
point, will certainly have some adminis-
trative errors.

THE RESPONSIBLE ORGANIZATIONS
OF SANTA CLARA COUNTY DEMAND:

(1) A complete and thorough audit of the
Economic Opportunity Commission of
Santa Clara County by the General Ac-
counting Office. That particular atten-
tion be placed on mileage and travel
claims submitted by EOC Central Office
persomnel, That administrative ervors
or incompetence which by far surpass
those allegations charged against Major
Sarzoza will be found, c.g., the assess-
ment of Penalties in the Amount of Sev-
eral Thousand  Dollars against EOC by
the Internal Revenue Service for FAI=
LURETO FILE AND PAY THE PAY-
ROLL TAXES WITHHELD.

(2) THE REJECTION BY THE OFFICE
OF ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY AC-
COUNTING OTFFICE OF OVER $40, 000
DOLLARS IN EXPENDITURES NOT AU-
THQRIZED BY O.E.C. IN 1967,

(3) Wedemand a Congressional Investi-
gation of the Santa Clara County War on
Poverty program IMMEDIATELY, We
are surc that this investigation would
prove enlightening to the responsible
members of Congress and to the taxpay-
ers of Santa Clara County,

There are over 100,000 of us Mex-
ican-Americans in Santa Clara County
and we mean less than nothing to many
businessmenor the average politician in
our community.

Whenwe buy a house, a car, fur-
niture, jewelry or anything else of value
we are frequently cheated, defrauded and
kicked around and there is nowhere that
we can turn to for help.

If we complain to the authorities
they say that they cannot help us because
it is not a criminal matter; if we go to
an attorney, it will usually cost us more
than we can afford to pay; and if we re-
fusc to pay to the businessman because
we feel that we have been cheated then
thev will take half of our paycheck even
beforethe Court decides whether we owe
any money or not.

We do not have one single Mexi-
can-American representative in the en-
tire political system of the City and
County to whom we canfeel free to comp-
lain -- there is not one single Mexican
in the Board of Supervisors, not one
single Mexican in the City Council and
not onc single Mexican in the Courts.

And yet, in Santa Clara County,
we have the secondlargest concentration
of Mexican-Americans in the entire state
of California.

Further, according to the Cham-
ber of Commerce, each individual in this
County spends on the average of $3, 000
per yvear. That means that we as Mexi-
cans spend over 300 milliondollars every
year in this county alone!

And yet we are still kicked around.

Why ?

Because we are poor, because
we are uneducated and because we are
disorganized,

It is time, therefore, that we or-
ganize; it is time that we tell some mer-
chants that they can no longer cheat us
or defraud us and some politicians that
they can no longer courni on our vote on
clection day.

It is time that we demand a re-
turn for the 300 million dollars that we
spend in this county and it istime that we
get some Mexican-American represen=-
tation,

And we now have the means by
which this can be done!

ALMA asks vou to join us so that

whenthe Mexican-Americanin this coun-
tv speaks he can speak with the political
voice of 100,000 voters and the economic
strength of 300 million dollars,

ALMA asks you to join us so that
it will no longer be possible for unscrup-
ulous bhusinessmen to cheat us and to
think that there is nothing that we can do
about it.

ALMA asks you to join us so that
we can tell the people that make the laws
that we will no longer tolerate laws that

FIESTA DE LAS ROSAS

Por el afio de 1924 o 1925 se em-~
pezd a celebrar en San José '"La Fiesta
de las Rosas', bajo los auspicios de la
Cémara de Comercio y con el entusias-
mo de un grupo de ciudadanos, lograron
hacer la fiesta que llegd a atraer a mas
de medio millén de personas entre par-
ticipantes y espectadores.

Desgraciadamente en los afios de
la depresién hubo de suspenderse esta
celebracitn quedando en el olvido y sola
como unrecuerdo. Pero afortunadamente
se conservd la historia de lo que se ha-
cfa en la fiesta, gran cantidad de foto-
graffas, propaganda, correspondencia y
todo loque da a la generacidn actual una
idea exacta del esfuerzo de los organi-
zadores y laaprobacién del plblico que
asistii en aquellos afios enque la Fiesta
de las Rosas era el principal atractivo
anual para la poblacién de San José y
puntos vecinos,

En 1966 la Sra. Mary Jeanne
Sauerwin, concibid la ideade que tal vez
se pudiera revivir la Fiesta de las Ro-
sas en San José, Esta dinimica dama
puso manos ala obra, tomando informa-
cién de las personas que todavia conser-
vaban en la mente el recuerdo de la fies-
ta, paso a paso, dia tras dia se obtenfan
datos, estadisticas y materiales que em-
pezd a darle visos de realidad a lo que
al principio era solo un suefio,

Se empezd atomar interés en re-
vivir la fiesta, se entrevistaron muchas
personas y se nombrd una mesa directf-
vaque se encargara de los trabajos pre-
liminares.

El primer paso fue solicitar a-

yuda del Concilio dela Ciudadde San Jo-
sé, lograndose que autorizaran la canti-
dad de $31,200,00 paralos gastos preli-
minares por un aiio. E1 Concilio estudibé
concienzudamente el proyectoy conside-
rd que es de vital importancia para San
José, Un evento de esta naturaleza atrae
miles de personas que al asistir a la
fiesta harin consumo en los comercios
ydemis negocios establecidos enla ciu-
dad.
L La preparacion de la Fiesta dara
ocupacidn a muchas personas y se con-
servari la herencia Hispano-Mexicana
que trajeron a estas tierras los frailes
franciscanos y las huestes conquistado-
ras del Rey en cuyos dominios nunca se
ponia el sol. '

La Fiesta de las Rosas seri el
orgullo de todos los habitantes de San Jo
sé; durariuna semana de domingo a do-
mingo enel mes de las flores, el mes de

‘Mayo; habri toda clase de diversiones,

concursos, torneos y competencias,

Toda la poblacién tomard parte
yala vez gozari de los diferentes espec
taculos,

Se calcula conservadoramente que
si en 1930 venian medio millén de per-
sonas en un dfa, en 1969 y en una sema-
na visitarin San José por lo menos cinco
millones de personas y los habitantes de
San José deben prepararse para recibir
a sus visitantes.
