You 
probably have someone who coordinates public appearances. I would like to contact 
this person to see if my idea is even a possibility. I would like to be sent some 
information regarding YOU and how to get you to come out to spread your words 
throughout this small, rural community.

I understand if you cannot make a commitment to us. But, I have enclosed some 
background information on Mendota High School students. I am sending it so that you 
will have a better idea of who you will be attending this conference.
