San Jose Gl Forum Opens
Veternas Outreach
Office

Opening of a Vietnam Veterans Outreach
Program office at 1680 E. Santa Clara Street,
San Jose, was recently announced by Project
Coordinator Ernest Gallego.

“The American GI Forum has been very
concerned about the unique problems of re-
turning Vietnam veterans in securing ade-
quate housing, meaningful employment, get-
ting into college or finishing high school,
and getting the full benefits of the GI Bill
of Rights. A proposal was developed, with
the aid of Project SER/Jobs for Progress,
and the program was funded for $2.4 mil-
lion dollars by the U. S. Department of
Labor,” Gallegos said.

The San Jose office, working on a $70,000
grant, is staffed by a Project Coordinator
(Gallegos), a staff secretary (Mrs. Yolanda
Salinas Bigley), and an outreach counsellor.
All personnel of the project will be biling-
ual, bicultured persons of Mexican descent.

Veterans Outreach Program offices are
located in 18 cities across America with large
numbers of Mexican Americans. The national
office is in Denver, Colorado.

San Jose is one of five projects in Cali-
fornia. Others are situated in Oakland, Fres-
no, Los Angeles, and San Diego.

The program is primarily one of outreach
and/or referral. It is designed to help re-
turning Vietnam veterans take full advantage
of their GI benefits. Veterans often tire of
the seemingly endless filling out of forms,
waiting in lines, and being shunted from one
clerk to another by bureaucrats who take no
interest in their personal problems. Veter-
ans Outreach is designed to cut red tape, to
get the veterans the services they need, in
the shortest possible time.

Veterans needing assistance in getting into
college, finding a job, having their veterans
benefits explained in non-bureaucratic Eng-
lish, or in Spanish if they prefer, can contact
the San Jose GI Forum Veterans Outreach
Program office at 1680 E. Santa Clara St.,
or call 258-0663.

Parents and friends of ex-Gls are encour-
aged to make your favorite ex-GI aware of
the services provided by the Vets Outreach
Program.

Some time in the very near future the proj-
ect will provide veterans services to Mexi-
can Americans in the cities of Gilroy, Mor-

gan Hill, Hollister, Salinas, Watsonville and
Santa Cruz.

Part 6

The beautiful season of Christmas is here,
bringing us its renewal of hope and its joy-
ful anticipation in the coming of the Son
of God. But, will we, here in prison, also
experience the true meaning of Christmas?
To you, on the outside, Christmas means
kindness and concern for the tragedies of
your fellow man. Did not the angels on that
first Christmas night show the way in the
words of their chorus: “Peace on earth to
men of good will.”? To us in this penal in-
stitution, suffering the terror of incarcera-
tion, Christmas means not joy; not hope; but
sorrow and despair. Each prisoner suffers
the pain of separation; each one is haunted
by his memories of previous Christmases
spent with his family, his loved ones, and
with his friends.

How deep the sense of guilt the prisoner
feels when he thinks of his children! “Will
Santa Claus visit them? Will they have toys
in their hands? Will they find joy in their
hearts? What will Christmas this year be
like for them, living in a house that is half
a home? It will not be a very happy mem-
ory for them; and their eyes will not shine
at the thoughe of it. Their Christmas will
be a strange and lonely one, with their fath-
er's empty chair dominating the room. My
children, my little ones, forgive me. I did
not think, I did not know!”

To you, the reader, Christmas time is
made up of many moments of inner peace
and good cheer generously shared with those
you know and love, as well as with those
strangers you casually meet and greet on
the street, and in the shops, who you prob-
ably will never see again. To you, Christmas
means a day filled with ancient and beau-
tiful traditions, many of a special religious
nature; and to your children it also means
the exchange of gaily wrapped gifts, they
are part of the new tradition.

At Christmas time, everyone remembers
his friends, but evidentally, when one is suf-
fering penal servitude, one is no longer

counted among the living. To us prisoners,
‘los miserables’, Christmas has a very differ-
ent meaning. For us, it is a flood of saddness
which comes to us in overwhelming waves
as we think of our families and of our
friends, all so far away from us, and of
those who have forgotten us. The pain and
tears that ~go—with—such-desolate-thoughts;
and the feeling that one has been forgotten
by family and friends alike, is almost incon-
ceivable. As Christmas day drew ever nearer,
the prisoner wondered, “Will they, my lost
friends, at last be filled with human com-
passion and think enough of their friend
that they will make on effort to pay him a
visit during the Christmas season, the sea-
son of friendship and, love for one’s fellow
man?”’

The prisoner recognizes that, even though
some will come as a result of a sense of
guilt, because they have failed their friend in
prison by not having expressed any concern
for him up until now, or by not even hav-
ing expressed any concern for their friend’s
fatherless family, such a visit is no less prec-
ious to the prisoner! That the visitor has
been motivated to visit the prisoner only as
a result of his need to exonerate himself of
guilt, does not detract from the happiness
the prisoner feels upon the arrival of his
lost friend! Others perhaps could come, mo-
tivated by their need to comply with certain
social standards, their egos girded with the
thought that they could be then among the
ones who “visited”, and, at last, when the
prisoner comes out, they would be able to
say, “Look at me, I visited you! I done my
share!” If there be any suspicion in the minds
of these visitors that the prisoner can actually
reconquer the ground he has lost, and again
be restored to his position in society, then,
they will come to the prison to visit him,
because they want to be one of those who
will say, “Remember me, I helped you. I
visited you!”

Whatever the reasons his visitors may
have, the prisoner yearns for the opportunity
a visit presents to him—the chance to turn
his back for a little while on the horrible
reality of prison life. To enter the visiting
room and be among those from the outside,
beyond the prison walls.

“The time for Las Posadas is here,” ex-
claimed the prisoner, “and before I knew
it, I found myself thinking of my childhood.
Of going to church each Posada evening and
the subsequent adoration of the infant Jesus,

El Nifio Jesus! Of the joyfulness of getting
together with all my relatives and friends!
Of the pifatas at every Posada! Of the gifts
of El Dia De Los Reyes! Las Posadas is a
time of enrichment of one’s religious and
cultural-background,from which .we have
gathered together over the years much of the
tenderness in our sentiments.”

Today, in confronting ourselves by re-
viewing our entire life history, we find our-
selves in an environment of brutality totally
divorced from any concern or regard for the
values of human beings. One is reduced to
the symbol of a statistical concept, created

in the nomenclature of a letter of the alpha-

bet in combination with a four-digit number.
At this time a reverse of psychology is often
applied to test to see the responses that one
now has and, thus, determine the individual’s
degree of institutionalization. The major
premise in the process of testing the insti-
tutionalization of an individual, is based on
his mental relationship to the outside world.
His body is regimented by the standards of
incarceration. His mind is tested for a reflec-
tion of his social attitude within the concept
of the socialization of the person. His own
basic values are applied to test his anti-social
tendencies as exhibited in his conduct and
behavior. “Why all these tests? Am I not
also a man?”

The true depth of the individual evolves
around one major factor: the tender senti-
ments that are implied in the season of Las
Posadas and Navidad. Religiously, we are
taught that the Christian era began when
Joseph and Mary traveled so far to find the
one Posada where Christ was born. Again,
from the point of view of religious instruc-
tion, so deeply rooted in our Mexican cul-
ture, the value of spiritual needs is openly
recognized.” In the world outside, one re-
flects that this is a time to show kindness
to and concern for our fellow human be-
ings in tribute to the birth of our Savior,
and, as a further tribute, we recognize that
He was sent into this world by His Father
to redeem Mankind of his sins and failings,
and of his social canabalism. However, here
in prison, one wonders if the religious con-
cepts of life and the dignity of man are
granted any real importance by some when
one observes here in prison the example of
the horrendous brutality of mankind. Life
becomes an expendable commodity. One lives
from one day to the next in the hope that,
just as the miracle of the birth of our Savior

brought renewed faith to the world, another
miracle will be given to us on a more per-
sonal level in the form of our own rebirth
into society. The awaiting for our miracle—
our time of advent—is an agony. Many of
the important values are lost or have trans-
iently disappeared. The sense of perpetuity
in the beauty of human beings-is-often totally
disregarded. Somehow, people overlook the
true definition of perpetuity which is: what
I give to you of me, in true manifestation
of human concern, is received by you. My
gift unto you is, in turn, given by you unto
others, who, in their turn, give of it unto
others. This is the true meaning of precious
and priceless perpetuity!

In the quietness of the night, the prisoner
surrenders to the importance of spiritual liv-
ing, and finds that there is so much love
within him that he must share it with others,
if he is to keep it. Often the prisoner re-
flects, “If my loved ones and my friends
could only realize how much love and under-
standing I have to give them, they would
make an attempt to visit, or at least to write
to me. In so doing, they would help me to
survive the tragedy of my present situation.”

Often he finds himself in the midst of
one of his silent monologues: “I wish to
give of myself to each of you; and of my
soul, and of the truthfulness of my heart.
Please receive me. Please understand that
giving is a privilege and a gift of God. It
far surpasses many other gifts. Please hold
me within your heart, for I bring with me
the human baggage, filled with the tears of
my failures, the greatness of my love, and
the depth of my concern. Please accept this
profound and meaningful love, that, in
Christmas offerage, and in the name of El
Nifio Jesus, I bring to you as a gift of the
season, for I have no other gift to give, but
of myself. Forgive me for my sinful past
and envision the projected greatness of my
true love for you. Hold me and let me not
8o, for I need of you as I need the breath
of life. Accept this silent message, and guard
it well, for I wish only to offer to all of
you the wisdom of my suffering, the bitter-
ness of my tears, and the sequence of my
spiritual evolution. I harbor no malice or
bitterness against anyone. The thoughts in
my mind, the feelings in my heart, the im-
plied actions in my words, and the visible
actions in my behavior, are all devoid of any
evil. I am now a total man wanting to be
reintergrated into my society. Take of my

fering has brought about the recognition of
suffering the best that there is. For my suf-
my wrongdoing. It has evoked an open ad-
mission of my failures, and it has resulted
in an honest confrontation of the past and
a glimpse of what lies ahead. I ask you, there-
fore, to forgive me for what-I-have-done
and for what I have failed to do. Send me
your message of forgiveness from the bot-
tom of your heart. Your action will bring
me the peace and serenity I so badly need
if I am to succeed in the process of recon-
quering my lost values and reach out for
higher goals.

“I as you, the reader, to take of my love,
of this great love of mine, and give of it
unto others, for tomorrow, Christ is born!
Peace be with all of you! May love dwell in
your heart and be your guiding light! Look
at your fellow man, and, in the ancient Aztec
tradition, press your left hand on your heart,
and extend your right hand to touch the
palm of his hand. Let your fingers curl
around each other’s wrist, with the moddle
finger on the heart-vein. Say to him in Na-
huatl: ‘Nextl oetznel mexica numanextzlan
‘Receive the blood of my mexican heart, it
sends peace and love in brotherhood through
you to the community of man.’

“Today, as one more Mexican in prison
in the State of California, I ask you, the read-
er, to think of me as your brother, and as
such, I ask you to give me the courtesy of a
kind thought, most especilly as the time of
Navidad is almost here. For, while you are
with your family at Midnight Mass, to wel-
come El Nifio Jesus, I shall be kneeling rev-
erently in my cell with a prayer on my lips
in the hope that my thoughts will reach out
and bring to all of you the love and the
peace that overflows my heart. Think not of
past errors, and help me to think only of
how best to reunite myself with you.”

The thoughts of the prisoner now turn
heavenward, and he silently cries out, “Oh
God, Oh Lady of Guadalupe. Give me the
strength that I need to survive the brutality
of this experience. Give me the hope that
I need to go on living. Let my message of
love reach my family and my friends. Let
all be touched by my words that each one
will be filled with compassion, and will be
moved to take the time, to make the effort
to remember we prisoners in whatever prison
or jail we may be in in our hour of need.
Come to me dear Lady, give me a sign that
you are with me. Bless the ones that will

come to the prisons to see and keep com-
pany with us for a few moments in the midst
of our misery. Come to me, oh Lady of
Guadalupe, remember that I am a Mexican,
and let me not perish, but, on the contrary,
give me hope, give me life, give me free-
dom, and I humbly make to you this public
promesa y manda that upon my release and
safe return to my family, T will gather to-
gether as many Charros that will care to
accompany me, and on our horses we shall
g0 to see you at your church, at your shrine.
With the blessing of the priest, I shall walk
on my knees to thank you for the miracle
of my safe return to my beloved ones. Gua-
dalupana! escuchame!! Until that moment, I
ask my friends to light a candle for me at
your altar.”

It is well past midnight of Christmas Eve.
The prisoner, kneeling alone in his cell, be-
comes conscious of the freezing cold. It has
seemingly numbed him to the bone. As he
is getting up to his feet to go to bed, his
eye catches sight of the light of the waning
moon as it turns the snow-capped mountain
peaks into a blinding silver sculpture, surely
the work of the Hand of God, and for an
instant, the bright morning star spreads its
light to form a cross in the sky. It is a little
miracle, the asked-for sign?, or are his tired
eyes creating a mirage? Who can say? Sud-
denly, the great weight on the *prisoner’s
shoulders is temporarily gone, peace fills his
soul, and sleep comes quickly and mercifully
to him.
