California's first compulsory auto-
mobile insurance law went into effect
Jan. I, and those unlucky enough to be
caught without insurance will face stiff
penalties.

The law is designed to protect mo-
torists from "financially irresponsible"
drivers and owners, and requires every
vehicle be covered by minimum col-
lision insurance.

The penalties for violation range from
a $100 fine to loss of driver's license
and vehicle Drivers
volved in an accident could be required
to furnish proof of insurance coverage
to Department of Motor Vehicles for
an indefinite period.

The owner of the vehicle without in-

registration. in-

surance, as well as the driver, is sub-
ject to the new law.

The American Agents Alliance, an
insurance industry association, estimates
that nearly 25 per cent of all drivers
are currently uninsured.

The minimum cost per year for a 20-
year-old college male with a clean driv-
ing record and no previous insurance
would be $170, according to Clark
Bowen of College Student Insurance
Service.

The cost of insurance is dependent
on a number of factors including age,
marital and school status, driving record
and sex.

Bowen said that someone with an ex-
tremely bad driving record could expect
to pay $350 or more per year for insur-
ance.

The liability coverage required by the
law must include bodily injury coverage
of $15,000 for one person, $30,000

bodily injury coverage for one accident
and property damage coverage of $5,-
000.

The law says that anyone involved in
an accident without insurance will lose
his driver's license, regardless of fault.
If fault is proved in a court action, the
non-insured driver and the owner of the
vehicle will lose their driver's licenses,
and all their car registrations will be sus-
pended until they establish financial re-
sponsibility.

The SJSU School of Education, the Mexi-
can-American Graduate Studies (MAGS)
and the Linguistics Program are sponsoring
a new bilingual teacher fraining program
which begins next semester.

The program will train bilingual people to
teach, minority peoples of the Mexican and
Chicano cultures at the elementary school
level.

It emphasizes the training of teachers to
help each child develop his intellectual po-
tential through the development of linguistic
and cognitive skills in both English and
Spanish.

Teachers who complete this program will
attempt to help each child understand
cultural habits and traits in order to
get along with fellow classmates of different
cultural backgrounds.

Acceptance into the program requires

that each candidate have a valid teaching .

credential the equivalent of a Bachelor's de-
gree and meet all SUSU admission require-
ments.

Candidates must also show competency
in basic reading, writing and oral language
in Spanish and English.

The standard for selection is based on the
candidate's competency and potential for
success in bilingual educational settings.

MAGS chairman Hector Cordova said the
classes will be limited to a maximum of 15
students each semester.

Participants who finish the program re-
ceive a Bilingual Cross-Cultural Specialist
Credential and an M.A. degree in Mexican-
American graduate studies with an emphasis
in bilingual bicultural education.

Minority Women and Their Rights

Women's rights have been taken out of
the militant, comical light and given their
rightful place in Santa Clara County.

On December 26, 1973, the Board of Su-
pervisors approved the formation of the
Commission on the Status of Women. Un-
der the terms of the new County ordinance,
the Commission has the authority fo protect,
preserve and initiate laws to give the women
of this County a better way of life.

The Commission is responsible for investi-
gating and preventing discrimination against
women in housing, employment, educaton,
credit, legal status and in the media.

Women's rights are basically human rights
that have been enjoyed by others but de-
nied to women for many years. The bra-
burning stereotypes have been replaced by
sensible serious minded women who asked,
"Why should women be refused credit?
Why should a woman settle for less pay than
a man doing the same job? Why do women
remain secretaries when in fact they some-
times train the men who become their ad-
ministrators.  Why should the divorced
woman tolerate harrassment from her ex-
husband in order to get child support? Why
is the biggest housing problem in the coun-
try that of the single head of household
minority woman? Why is it when a man is
physically attacked the law sees it as assault
and battery, while rape becomes a dirty
joke with the innocent victim often be\com-
ing the defendant?"

These same women who asked "Why''?
and were not willing to settle for second-
class citizenship have demanded equal rights.
The results are in our new legislation. A
landlord is obligated by law to base his/her
acceptance of a perspective tenant on their
consistency to pay in the past. Legislation
has been passed preventing lawyers from
bringing out a woman's past, as part of a
defense in a rape case. It is also against the
law for any lending company to deny women
the right to a loan when it has been estab-
lished that they have the ability to pay.

Starting January 1975, late child support
payments may .be automatically deducted
from the supporting parent's paycheck in
the same manner as withholding tax. Under
the new law, the parent who has custody of
the child may ask the district attorney to
track down the supporting parent if that
person's location or job is unknown.

Commission Director, Rina Rosenberg,
notes she is, "particularly concerned with
the special needs of minority women 'who
face double hardship as women and minor-
ities and often, triple hardship as women,
minorities and breadwinners."

The Commission has set up a Minority
Women's Committee — this committee con-
cerns itself with the special needs of minor-
ity women. The committee is planning a
brunch workshop for Saturday, January 18
1975, at the Mayfair Neighborhood Center
from 8:45 a.m. to 12 noon. Project Out-
reach, as the event is called, will be the kick-
off for International Women's Year.




The Commission's general meeting, Tues-
day, January 14th, will also have an
ethnic theme commemorating International
Women's Year. The public is invited to at-
tend the meeting in the auditorium of the
County building at 1555 Berger Drive, at
7:30 p.m.

Ms. Rosenberg promised when appointed
Director, that she would comply with Affir-
mative Action by having minorities well-
represented on her staff. In November, she
appointed Esther Medina-Gonzalez as her
Administrative Assistant. She also picked
Irene "Gypsy'' Sanchez as her secretary.

Ms. Rosenberg, who has a law degree,
comes to the valley from Madison, Wiscon-
sin where she was an Affirmative Action
advocate for women and minorities.

JUST DIAL
for

DIAL-A-RIDE

Your late for work. Your next class is in
one hour. You want to visit friends. The car
won't start and the garage can't fix it until
tomorrow. Then once it is fixed, pay out-
rageous gas prices.

[t's too far to walk, and a taxi is much too
expensive.

What happens now?

At the turn of a phone dial, the solution
is there.

That's assuming the caller can get through
the clogged phone lines to make a reserva-
tion with the new Santa Clara County Dial-
A-Ride bus system.

The system was designed to alleviate such
predicaments as mentioned but confusion,
busy lines and anxious people are slowing
the process.

A frustrated motorist, a senior citizen, a
pedestrian or anyone else can now dial one
of four numbers according to his location in
the county; North County—896-3100; East
—287-4210; West—998-3322; South--683-
4]5]%

He can request to be picked up at his
home, then transported to any spot within
the county, seven days a week. The fare is
25 cents.

Rider Problems

This routine sounds basically simple. But,
due to the problems faced by the Dial-a-
Ride program, a rider must undergo several
hassles before reaching his destination.

It was intended to take 60 seconds or
ess fo reserve a ride over the phone, then
20 minutes to wait for the bus to arrive.

Unfortunately, an influx of callers request-
ing information or advance reservations
(instead of immediate rides) have bottle-
necked the 70 phone lines since Dial-a-ride
opened on Nov. 24.

Since the opening, 90 modern red, white,
and blue buses have been seen carrying few,
if any, passengers through the county.

The buses are supposed to carry only six
to eight passengers at a time to prevent de-
lays due to heavy rider loads, according to
Frank Lara, public relations director for the
County Transit District.

Eight Minute Hold

Five to six receptionists monitor each sec-
tion of the county, taking calls, feeding the
necessary information into a computer, then
giving customers approximate pickup times.
The information is then passed to the dis-
patcher who notifies the bus driver in that
area.

A caller may be on hold for quite some
time. Phone calls have been averaging eight
minutes each instead of the predicted 60
seconds, Lara said.

If the caller is lucky (or very patient) his
call will be answered, computerized and the
nearest bus will be on its way.

The Dial-a-ride buses operate only in
their specific areas. They pick up and de-
liver them to a transfer point if they wish
to travel out of the designated area.

The transfer points are either a rendezvous
with another Dial-a-Ride bus that would
transport passengers within the next service
area or a bus stop on the main arterial
routes.

The arterials are the traditional fixed bus
routes that run along main streets on regu-
lar schedules.

Autos Faster

The whole process takes three to four
times longer than by car because the rider
would first have to wait for his call to be
taken at the dial-a-ride center, wait for the
first bus to pick him up at his door and then
wait for both arterial buses to pick him up
at their scheduled stops.

Nevertheless, according to Lara, the Dial-
a-Ride buses are doing better than expected
despite the jammed telephone reservation
lines. The buses are already serving an aver-
age of 2,000 riders per day, he said.

Twelve more telephone receptionists will
be hired at the end of the month, Lara said,
to help untangle the phone backup at the
transit district headquarters, 1555 Berger
Rd., San Jose.

The ridership is expected to reach a capa-
city of 10,000 to 15,000 people in six months
according to Lara.

When it does, the transit authorities will
need more revenue to expand the system fo
handle the growth, Lara said.

"In May we'll probably ask for more money
from the voters," Lara said. "If we can show
the people of Santa Clara County that we
have a good system, ’ﬂwey Il support it.'
