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Osher Lifelong Learning 
Institute (OLLI)
Funded in part by the Bernard 
Osher Foundation, the OLLI was 
created for adults age 50+ who wish 
to enhance their knowledge for the 
pure enjoyment of it. Innovative 
intellectual activities such as lectures, 
classes, and fi eld trips take place on 
the Fresno State campus as well as 
off-site.(See www.csufresno.edu/olli.)

Non-credit Programs
Customized programs are devel-
oped to meet the needs of specifi c 
participants or organizations. Short 
courses, conferences, seminars, 
workshops, institutes, test prepa-
ration classes, and enrichment 
programs for youths and adults are 
offered throughout the year.

Certifi cate Programs
Certifi cate programs are designed for 
adults who desire in-depth knowl-
edge or competency in a specialized 
area but who do not seek a degree.

Off-Campus Degree 
Programs
These programs allow students 
to earn degrees without moving 
or commuting to campus. They 
consist of evening, weekend, and 
online classes designed for working 
professionals and are held at selected 
locations throughout the Central 
Valley.
