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Two laundry buildings and another hospital building with-

in this section made a total of three hospitals and 5 laundry
units within confines of the fencedin Center. The width between
the east and west fences in this portion of the Center was a
great deal wider than the northern section of the facility and
that had enabled 2 full residential blocks to be built end to
end between the east and we<t boundaries. The width of the en-
closure at this point appeared to be scmething in excess of 800
feet. Each block of housing I estimated required an ares of a-
bout 400 feet by 400 feet. Since I had now counted 10 housing
blocks. If as the menager had indicated, the Center would be
housing 5,000 evacuees it was evident that each housing block
would accomodate about 500 residents. Thus each barracks unit
(at an average of 20 units per housing block) would have a pop-
ulation of about 25 inturnees.

Beycnd this scuthern section cf buildings I could see an
open piece cf land with the south fence of the project enclo-
sure approximatlv 500 feet past the last row of buildings.

I drove across the flat, open land thinking what a good
sport for baseball fields and play apparatus. Reaching the fence
il discovg%gge ot counterpart about ten feet beyond and par-
allel. With the pickup stopped about 10 feet from the fence, I
turned off the engine and sat there in the cab and surveyed the
area to my right and left.

I could see I was about in tle center of this scuth-end
fence, midway between the east and west fences of the enclosed
Center. Guard towers were located at the fence corners to my
right and to my left where the fences intersected. they where
built in the area between the inner end cuter fences. The army
had provided dcuble insullation from penetration in either di-
rection. It would take an arm more than 10 feet long to pass
anything thru that fence.

I began to wonder about the distance of this south fenee
from the entrance gate to the Center in the northern fence of
of the center and decidgga%Le I must be about a milg?u$ﬁe to-
tal enclosed area 0f the Fresno Assembly Center I estimated to
be approximately a mile long by a quarter of a mile wide. About
one fourth of a square mile to house 5,000 evacuees. This wasg

going tc be ar exemple of concentrated tocetherness on command.

I found myself astounded by the fact that everything I was
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
