Rodriguez - August 15, 1973

July 30, 1973, the Ad-Hoc Committee —
Pro-Santos Rodriguez was formed in San
Jose, California. This committee was formed
for the purpose of working with the Dallas,
Texas, Chicano community, in assuring that
justice is done in the case of Santos Rod-
riguez—12 year old Chicano youth, murdered
while handcuffed by Dallas police officer
Darryl Cain in his patrol car, in the presence
of Santos older brother, David, 13, and pa-
trolman Roy Arnold.

We want these assurances from the D.A.
and City Administration of Dallas, Texas:

1. Charges against Darryl Cain, not be
dropped or lowered.

2. That Officer Roy Arnold be charged
with murder as an accomplice before
and after the fact.

3. That Chief of Police Frank Dyson be
fired for racism and incompetence.

4. A complete shakeup of Police Dept. to
assure that this tragedy never occurs
again.

We also are asking the U. S. Dept.
of Justice to begin an immediate in-
vestigation of this case for violation of
the civil rights of Santos and David
Rodriguez.

In San Jose, these actions will be taken:

1: A march to take place — August 27,
1973 — from St. James Park to City
Hall.

2. Informational pickets in front of the
gates of the fair grounds during the
County Fair.

Other plans will be announced at a later
date. Shock and disbelief has been expressed
by Chicanos every where at this horrible
crime committed by a man sworn to uphold
the law. The unequal administration of jus-
tice against minorities has been a way of life
in this country. San Jose stands out as an
example of an unequal justice against mi-
norities. This committee is receiving strong

support from all segments of the community
and joining together to assure that justice is
done.

The problems of the Chicano community
in Dallas, Texas, or any other place are our
problems. An injustice against one Chicano
is an injustice against all Chicanos.

sideration known as the Involvement Pro-
gram.

AND WHEREAS: In the opinion of the
