Joe Puentes, Executive Vice-president of PUENTES BROS., INC.

Twenty-six years ago the six Puentes
brothers opened a grocery store in San Jose
and made 95 cents on the first day. This
money had to be split six ways among the
six brothers. Today, Puentes Bros., Inc.
has replaced the grocery store line and be-
come a food product manufacturer and im-
porter with annual sales of over three million
dollars.

In an interview with EL EXCENTRICO,
Joe Puentes, 51, executive vice-president of
Puentes Bros., Inc., called himself an "aver-
age working stiff'' and emphatically em-
phasized that the company's success is due
to the collective effort of his late father,
brothers and staff.

The original business started in 1947 at
904 Almaden Avenue in San Jose by two
brothers, Frank and Antonio (Tony) Puentes.
They opened a combination grocery and
tortilla bakery store and named it after
themselves, The Puentes Bros. That was two
years after the close of World War I, in an
era credited with the rapid growth of San
Jose. It is this sudden change in growth that
brought new industry and many hungry peo-
ple to San Jose. Joe credits this with his
company's growth.

San Jose was formerly a small agricultural
town of 47 square miles with a population
of 80,000 in the city and 164,000 in the
metropolitan area. Today, San Jose is an ur-
ban, industrial, and technology orientated
city of 144 square miles with a city popula-
tion of 547,500 and a metropolitan popula-
tion of over 1,160,000.

There might not have been a company if
the brother's father hadn't "suggested’ that
all six brothers hand together into one busi-
ness.

"My father was from the old school,"
said Joe Puentes, ""He ruled not with an iron
fist, but with an iron whip."

""He suggested that we each put in—oh—
$50 and start a business together," said Joe.
"We did it because of him. | joined the
group in 1950 when we all got together and
formed a corporation.” Puente Brothers, Inc.
had two San Jose locations, 808 N. 10th
street, and 3808 Alum Rock Avenue. Later
they moved to 808 N. 10th where they are
presently located. :

Joe recalled back to the beginning,
"Frank, now 54, was appointed president of
the corporation and is very active in produc-
tion and 'getting people ta do things.' He
also is in charge of personnel."




Tony, the brother who died in 1974 at
age 60, had little formal education but was
mechanically inclined and self-taught. ""Tony
would look at machines and apply it to our
line of business,” said Joe. "Many of the
machines here were made by himself,"” Tony
was a former vice-president of the corpora-
tion.

"Martin, 64, and Manuel, 60, are terrific
salesmen.

"Eddie is great in two areas. He's our
head buyer and he's also a good adminis-
trator.

"And then me, I'm nothing," said Joe.

Actually, Joe Puentes is in charge of man-
agement and has been promoted within the
corporation from the fitle of secretary to
executive vice-president.

Recently, the company decided to market
imported Mexican food items and package
it under the Puentes Bros., Inc. label. The
decision has proven successful.

"We plan to double our present opera-
tion and expand the 808 10th St. location to
one full square block within a few years.

What's his secret to success?

"I'll tell you a story," said Joe. A real
estate friend ‘of mine once told me there
are three things that are important in start-
ing a business. The first is location. The sec-
ond is location. And the third is location.

"There are many opportunities. All you
have to do is have a nice, clean, decent
service or product. If you're diligent and
work hard, you'll make it. If not, you will
watch it slip away from you."

How long should one work?

"Whatever time it takes," said Joe. '"No-
tice | don't wear a watch. But | have clocks
all around the place. | give the business what-
ever time it takes. It could be 10 minutes or
23 hours. Eventually, there will come a time
when you can rest."” '

How long does it take to build a business
to this "resting point?"

"For some people, it would be three days.
It took me 15 years. I'm still working at it."

Joe was born in 1924 in Santa Paula, a
Southern California town near Los Angeles.
As a young boy he remembers his family as
poor but uniifed by the strong force of their
father, who was uneducated but did the best
he could to provide a living for his family.




The family travelled up and down the state
following the crop harvests.

"We were like food tramps," said Joe.

Joe's education was interrupted during
his second year of high school when he was
drafted into the Army. He was tossed into
the madness of World War Il.

During the war employment was up for
everybody and San Jose grew with new
technology and industry. San Jose's 44 can-
neries and 30 fruit plants saw Food Ma-
chinery Corporation's production suddenly
switch from food machinery to war machin-
ery. Lockheed grew, as well as other defense
related industries. San Joseans soon were in
the nation's top ten city wage earner group.

Near the close of the decade, Joe was
twenty-years-old and returned from the war
to Santa Paula. He felt badly about not
finishing high school and soon completed a
high school equivalency test in Los Angeles.

His next step was to find a job. He had
been a head store clerk in the service and
decided to open a small grocery store on a
borrowed $1,000. A few years later he joined
his brothers in the San Jose business and
closed the Santa Paula store. He's been
here ever since. Looking back on it all, he
certainly made the right move. |

Flea Market

As you wait in line o park your car, you
might get the feeling you're at a 49ers foot-
ball game, but a closer look will tell you that
all those people are heading for the gates of
The San Jose Flea Market.

About 1800 sellers and 70,000 customers
have visited the flea market each weekend
this year, compared to the 20 sellers and
300 customers who were there when it open-
ed in March of 1960.

In fact, estimates state 2,250,000 people
entered those Flea Market gates in 1975.
And more shoppers has meant more expan-
sion.

Now police officers direct traffic into the
40 acre-lot and parking attendants patrol
the lot, which was once only 15 acres.

Originally there was one building hold-
ing the office, rest room and snack bar, to-
day's 35-acre market has 22 snack bars, 20
refreshments carts, 350 part-time employees
and 50 full-time personnel for maintenance,
clean up and office staff.

From the parking lot to the selling area,
these employees keep everything running
smoothly.

As you tour the market, searching for
bargains, you'll find weekend sellers with
wares unloaded in front of their cars and
trucks, permanent booths of small and large
businesses and semi-temporary displays by
ambitious craftsmen.

Daily sellers pay $7.50 to set up business
for the day. Yet many of the sellers are
permanent businesses there and pay the rent
by the month. A few of them have been
there since opening day! The amount of
permanent sellers varies from season to sea-
son, but there are usually at least 500.

The permanent spaces, which must be re-
served ahead of time, come in a variety of
shapes and sizes. Some are in enclosed build-
ings, others have tent-type roofs, yet there
are some who prefer the open air, weather
permitting.

Both permanent and daily sellers must pay
the 6-1/5 per cent sales tax. Daily sellers are
given a tax envelope with their receipt when

they enter the market in the early morning
hours. At the close of each selling day, they
turn the percenage in at the pay gates or
the information office.

Permanent sellers must have, or be in the
process of getting a resale number.

Admission to the market for the general
public is free, however, parking varies from
50 cents to one dollar, depending on how
close you park to the entrance. But even
one dolllar is worth the price to enter a
world of leather goods, beads, waterbeds,
puppies, rabbits, car parts, records, antique
sewing machines, oriental rugs, wigs, lamps,
stereos, locksmiths, brand-name clothes and
much more. The list is endless.

Jewelry is one of the more popular items.

Steve Vierra, owner and operator of an
open air jewelry display, has been coming to
the flea market for over a year.

"It pyramided into a little business for
me. Because of my friends and the following
| gathered from working here, | opened a
store, The Timery, in Campbell," Steve ex-
enthusiastically explained to EL EXCEN-
TRICO.

Vegetable stands line one area of the
market. Prices vary tremendously, so be sure
and check out each stand for the best buy.

Don't resitate to haggle with the mer-
chants, as the small businessman as well as
he larger businessman, are eager to eliminate
their wares for one weekend, only to return
with more the next.

Snack bars offer a wide choice of food
and drinks for those tired of wandering
among bargains. Converted golf carts carry
refreshments to those who can't leave their
stands.

For restless children, the market's other
asumements capture their attention. An ar-
cade, skeeball, a wavey superslide, a merry-
go-round and kiddie cars keep them amused
while you shop. A must for you and the kids
both is a helicopter ride that will take you
for a breathtaking aerial view of the Flea
Market, all for only five dollars.

In the midst of the hustle and bustle of
very busy people wheeling carts loaded with

La dnica forma en que
habria razén para su encarcelamiento, seria
si se hubiera publicado alguna informacién
que pusiera en peligro la seguridad piblica
y que ademés no fuera cierta o que hubieran
lanzado ataques infundados a funcionarios
piblicos. Ninguna de estas faltas cometieron
los periodistas encarcelados, no hubo delito,
sblo dieron la informacién que les propor-
cionaron, sin lanzar ataques y sin asentar
falsedades.

Sélo los paises que estan bajo un gobier-
no dictatorial amordazan la libertad de pren-
sai lo primero que hace un dictador, es hacer
callar la prensa libre, substituyendola por la
prensa sometida y censurada.

Muchos han sido los periodistas que han
muerto durante los gobiernos dictatoriales,
ofros han sido desterrados o les han destro-
2ado sus imprentas. En un pafs donde la ley
establece la libertad de imprenta, los perio-

istas son respetados, por que representan
¢l sentir del pueblo.

E.n la actualidad entran en el gremio
periodistico, el radio y la televisién; estos

os medios de informacién tienen el mismo

erecho y la misma libertad que los periodis-
tas y estan también sujetos a dar informa-
clones verfdicas, evitando noticias que pue-
dan desotlenfar a la opinién piblica o lanzar
ataques infundados a funcionarios del go-
ierno. Sus programas son también vigilados,

ALEX SALAZAR /Director of Curriculum
Alum Rock School District

Recently The Alum Rock School District
has come under fire from various community
and parent groups primarily due to the fact
that children from this district have scored
the lowest in scholastic achievement tests in
Santa Clara County while at the same tfime
having the second highest budget per stu-
dent.

Mr. Alex Salazar qualified for the pasition
of Curriculum in the Alum Rock School Dis-
trict after having met numerous scholastic
and social requirements. Included among Mr.
Salazar's qualifications are a California Ad-
ministration Credential, a Masters Degree
and his demonstration of excellence in hu-
man relations, program and staff organiza-
tion, and administrative judgment.

Included among his duties and responsibil-
ities, Mr. Salazar is responsible for the de-
velopment and improvement of the curricu-
lum through continued evaluation and re-
vision of existing courses of study as required
by the Board of Trustees.

A one-time principal, Mr. Salazar has a
background in community involvement. In
the past, he has been known as a principal
who has continued to represent the com-
munities self interest. He is a person who is
very aware of his own Chicano heritage
while respecting the heritage of others. As
a principal he stressed the importance of
using culture as a tool for learning.

Mr. Salazar hopes that his new position
of Director of Curriculum does not "aliente"
him from the community.

In the past, the schools have done little
outreach for community input. Without com-
mur.ﬁfy input, the schools were forced to
project what THEY felt were the needs of
the community. :The schools in the past, have
not succeeded in meeting all the needs of

the st'Jdenfs, or the achievement scores
wouldn't be so low.

_In the past five years, Alum Rock School
District has used a '"decentralized curri-
culum system which means that each school
is responsible for the respective curriculum
o.f its students and each teacher was respon-
sible for developing curriculum for their
class. Mr. Salazar hopes to involve commun-

ity members into the development of curri-
culum policy which would improve the learn-
ing environments of all children.

One way in which Mr. Salazar will attempt
to involve the parents will be through Com-
munity Advisory Boards (CAB) which will be
mainly parents. The CABs help in the de-
velopment of curriculum policy, design
classes and finally monitor them to make sure
that they are being implemented as planned.
Mr. Salazar feels that this is a good system
but it needs a more thorough participation
from parents and members of the commun-
ity.

The CABs are not the only way parents
are being encouraged to become involvec!.
Mr. Salazar would like parents to visit their
child's school and ASK QUESTIONS about
curriculum. If questions are not answered to
the point of satisfaction, he encourages par-
ents to contact the principals of the respec-
tive schools. If still no satisfaction is ren-
dered, parents should feel free to call his
office. He personally will investigate an
answer any questions. He states, "The'pul')llc
should be able to tell us (the School D.lsfnc’r]
if they are dissatisfied with the service we
render." Mr. Salazar hopes to have a pos-
five influence on the curriculum, but feels
that he needs community support and direc-
fion to make the most of his position.

Mr. Salazar says that he doesn't believe
that parents are satisfied with the instruction
given their children. Parents needs to know
that their suggesions are wanted and need-
ed. His office especially is seeking ways to
improve the educational conditions for the
students.

Alum Rock School District has been able
to acquire financial support to give it a top
budget per student in the county. Funds at
this time are not the main problem:"fhe main
problem is "HOW TO DELIVER." This is
why Mr. Salazar wishes parents to become
involved. The school district is "wide OPeri
for change." Mr. Salazar feels “theoretica
formulations and activity models have gf.fef}
been accepted without subjection to critica
analysis or test for effectiveness. He feels
that with parent and his own involvement,
effectiveness of the schools will increase.



Mr. Salazar has a position that can ulfi-

mately have effect on the education of all
Chicano students in the Alum Rock School
District. He is appealing to the community
for its interest and support in carrying out
his job. Education ultimately effects us all.
Education is our Freedom.
