Executive Branch

cerns, and provide programs and opportunities to help engage students.  The 

Student Body President also acts as the official spokesperson for the Student 

Government.

Legislative Branch
The Legislative Branch also called the Student Government Senate is elected 

by the student body.  The Senate is composed of seven senators.  The Sen-

ate is responsible for the allocation of funds for clubs and organizations, or-

ganizing standing and ad hoc committees, approval of Presidential appoint-

ments to the senate, the development of legislation and the faithful execution 

of the Student Government Bylaws.

Student Government Intern Program
Interns develop leadership skills and gain valuable insight on the activities 

and responsibilities of Student Government while participating in an excel-

lent co-curricular activity at CSUCI. In the 2006-2007 year Student Govern-

ment brought on seven interns to our team.
