COUNTY OF SANTA CLARA
Office of the Board
of SUPERVISORS
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Supervisor Charles A, Quinn an-
nounced today he will recommend Monday
tothe Board of Supervisors thatthe county
immediately institute bus service from
the East Side to the Valley Medical Cen~
ter and the main Welfare Department of-
fice.

Quinn said he was preparedto make
this proposal Tuesday night but did not
have an opportunity because of the distur-
bance which followed the Board's study
session on East Side problems.

"A number of persons have asked
me whatI intended to say then," Quinn ex~
plained, "'and I want them to know.,"

Quinn said the limited bus service
could be implemented within days and that
it should provide immediate relief for the
problem of transportation so often raised
by East Side residents in their urging for
branch county services.

But he also said the county should
go further by urging anearly decisionfrom
the San Jose City Council as to whether the
City intends to abandon its public health
services,

If so, Quinn said the county should
provide a branch Public Health Office on
the East Side as it has done in other sec-
tors,

Quinn also said that the Board of
Supervisors may wish to instruct the
County *iealth and Welfare
make a detailed analysis of medical ser-
vice needs on the East Side, particularly
in the area of outpatient clinic services.
The nine - member Commission includes
four physicians.

He reminded residents that the
county for several years has had contrac-
tural agreements with private hospitals on

onestablished runs to county service areas
and has discussed this proposal with coun—
ty staff members and area state legisla-
tors.

While this may prove to be the most
feasible and economically logical long-
range approach, Quinn said the county
should find a method to immediately im-
plement bus service for the area and de-
termine eligibility of riders. He said
county vehicles might be used to achieve
rapid implementation,

The supervisor said bus service
would have to be strictly limited to stops
at county health and welfare facilities and
that the count y would have to devise a
method to insure that this free transpor-
tation service was not abused.

El martes 14 de Noviembre se e-
fectud una junta en el saldén de Superviso-
res del Condado de Santa Clara, el objeto
de esta reunidn fué pedir a los superviso-
res, que autoricen la construccidn de un
hospital en el vecindario llamado "East
San Josd'', habitado en su mayoria por fa-
milias mexicanas y méxico-americanas.
