EDUCATION

The education of our Mexican-
Youth is a problem being acknowledged
all over our nation, Over two thousand
leaders of Mexican-Americans attended
the Spanish speaking conference in Sac-
ramento last year, The one issue which
expressed decp concern was the educa-
tion of our youth,

MAPA -- G. I. Forum - you were
there and these are your resolutions,
you should stand by them and the students
who are demanding equality, show that
you don't tulk brave just in front of an-
other Mexican, so far you haven't put
your theory into action,

RESOLUTIONS

This conference recommend to
the State Board of Education: () I be
mandatory that school officials provide
information regarding school loans, edu-
cational opportunitics. (2) Grants and
all finaneial aides be made available to
Latin-American students, @) Informa-
tionbe printed in Spanish to help and en-
courage students to apply for these fi-
nancial aides,

The Mexican-American student
is not always informed of the methods to
obtain cducation and improvement and:
That information is not made available
and is essential to that very achievement:

That the Second Annual Spanish
surname Conference recommend to the
state board of Education that a total re-
evaluation of counseling services in low-
cr and higher institutions of Education
take place;

The State Bardof Education im-
mediately urge all schools tobegin coun-
seling the Mexican-American students

out of vocational training and into a well
rounded education,

Thereis a lack of communication
between the administration and parents
in the elementary and secondary level of
Education, and

There are certain problems which
the parent cannot or will not discuss with
the administrator; and

This problem is a serious threat
to the Educational growth of the student
in his education:

That the convention recommend
to the State Legislature that community
Educational Aids be established for the
purpose of helping to eliminate this prob-
lem;

That this program be aimed spe-
cially at the minority groups in Califor-
nia.

That the State Board of Education
recommend to local school boards that
teacher and counselor hiring be vested
in their personnel departments, where-
ever such departments are in existence,

Support of school districts that
have established hiring practices that
recruit and place Mexican-Americans in
administrative and teaching positions and
strongly recommends that more local
school districts adopt such practices,

Recommend to the State Board of
Education that it provide funds for the
development and implementation of diag-
nostic tests which best assess the abili-
ties of the Mexican-American pupil,

Recommend to the State Depart-
ment of Education that it abolish the
tracking system in all public schools in
all the State of California.

That we recommend to the State
Board of Education that it recommend to
local school boards that school personnel
recruitment teams shall include Mexi-
can-Americans,

Higher education is already im-
possible for students of low-income fa-
milies;

That this convention go on record
to the Board of Regents of U,C, and the
State Board of Education opposing any
raise in fees or the imposition of any

Victor F. Corsiglia, Sr., a man
whose busy life has centered around lo-
calwater supply problems, is incumbent
candidate for director of District 2, San-
ta Clara County Flood Control and Water
District,

Corsiglia seeks re-election to a
post to which he brings over 40 years of
qualifying experience,

Director Corsiglia has been fa-
miliar with Santa Clara Valley water dif-
ficulties since early youth when a dry
season forced his father, Emanuel, to
drill wells for irrigation of their veget-
able acreage at Canoas and Almaden
Roads.

That was in 1911 when drought and
diversion of Canoas Creek to Guadalupe
River left the Corsiglia farmstead high
and painfully dry.

The ex-soldier has maintained a
lifelong affection for sports. Foothall,
basketball and baseball arehis favorites,
On service teams he played catcher' s
position for such immortals as Grover
Cleveland Alexander and Eppa Rixey.

Corsiglia has been an enthusias-
