FOR TRANSIT DIST.

An experienced public relations man, who
speaks Spanish as well as English and has
a strong interest in environmental problems,
has been named Transportation Marketing
Officer for the County Transit District.

Frank Lara, 43, of Los Gatos, has been ap-
pointed to the position by James T. Pott,
assistant executive officer of the District.
He will start work April 9.

Lara, an independent public relations con-
sultant, until recently was associated with
the public relations office of Ken Roed.

Lara’s 15 years in the public relations field
includes five years with the National Wild-
life Federation, plus service with the Amer-
ican Forest Products Industry, the Weyer-
haeuser Co., and public relations firms in the
Bay Area.

Previous to joining the wildlife federation
he was a U.S. Forest Service Ranger, and he
worked for two years in Liberia under the
“Point Four” program developing a Bureau
of Forest Canservation.

Pott said Lara was picked from a field of
38 applicants because he appeared to best
“fit the administrative goals of the transit
district.”

He listed the goals as (1) developing an
aggressive public information program to
inform the public about the district, (2) es-
tablishing a ridership improvement and serv-
ices program to attract riders away from cars,
(3) providing special liaison with such spe-
cial groups as senior citizens and teenagers,
(4) the development of bus fare financing
arrangements with major commercial and job

centers, (5) handling of complaints with an
analysis of their nature so that service ad-
justments can be made, and (6) establish-
ment of a wider range of validation and mar-
keting outlets.

Lara is a graduate of New York State Uni-
versity at Syracuse.

He and his wife, Judith, live at 115 Craig
Way, Los Gatos. She is a teacher at Hamil-
ton School in the Compbell Elementary
School District.

CONOCETE a ti mismo”
son palabras de sabiduria transmitidas a
nosotros desde los tiempos de los griegos
ilustres, como Socrates. Todavia, despues
de 24 siglos, tienen aplicacién en el mun-
do moderno.

La preocupacién por profundizar la
personalidad se ve todos los dias en el in-
terés casi fanatico en los horoscopos, la
magia negra, la profecia y toda clase de
analisis. Muchos se rien de la quiroman-
cia, es decir la adivinacién por las rayas
de la mano, pero con cierta curiosidad in-
fantil, permiten que una gitana lea su pal-
ma. Casi no existe una persona que no haya desea-
do sondear los secretos guardados en los trozos de
la escritura, en los suefios y en las emociones. El
dicho de los griegos toca la busqueda universal, cl
conocimiento de uno mismo.

Pero aun antes de los griegos, las Sagradas Es-
crituras ofrecieron el analisis que todo el mundo
desea, y hoy en dia, con el complemento que se
llama el Nuevo Testamento, es aiin mas eficaz, Es-
te libro, que generalmente se llama la Biblia, habla
acerca del hombre desde el punto de vista de Dios
y da respuestas a miles de interrogantes: por qué
estamos en el mundo; qué es el secreto de la felici-
dad; por qué nos sentimos a veces aburridos o de-
primidos o inutiles; por qué tenemos que sufir y
qué significa la vida al final.

La Biblia es cual un espejo. Mientras uno lee o
escucha con tranquilidad y sinceridad, comienza a
verse, a conocerse y entenderse. No es tan dificil
entender el mensaje de la Biblia como a veces se
cree.

Mas el que
mira atentamente en la perfecta ley, la de la liber-
tad, y persevera en ella, no siendo oidor olvidadi-
20, sino hacedor de la obra, éste sera bienaventura-
do enlo que hace” (1:23-25).

Y esta Palabra penetra muy hondo. No solo lle-
va a uno a una confesion de sus hechos, sino tam-
bién le ayuda a ver una capa mas profunda, o sea
las fuentes contaminadas de donde salen los hechos.

No solo aclara lo que hacemos, sino también como
somos. Y eso requiere una solucion a fondo.

La meditacion sincera en el mensaje de la Biblia
debe llevarnos a una comunicacion personal con el
verdadero autor, Dios, quien habla en sus paginas.
Es imposible leer la Biblia con sinceridad durante
mucho tiempo sin dirigirse a Dios en oracion autén-
tica. Y cuando uno invoca su nombre, descubre
que El esta cerca. En ese momento se conoce uno
a si mismo y al Dios que lo cre6 y que le ama.

Any veteran who feels that he has been‘
wrongfully discharged from military service
under other than honorable conditions has
the right to appeal his discharge, however,
there is a time limitation of 15 years from
the date of discharge. In the past 3 months
our office has prepared and forwarded 18
appeals for review of discharge to the re-
spective review boards. If you believe that
you were unfairly discharged or have
changed since given a bad discharge and wish
to have it reviewed come in and see us.

QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

Q. My husband and I are both veterans,
entitled to schooling benefits under the GI
Bill. May we both claim our two children
as dependents and be paid for them, and
may we both claim each other as depend-
ents?

A. Both of you may claim the children
as dependents and your husband may claim
you as a dependent; however, you may claim
your husband as your dependent only if he
is physically or mentally incapable of self-
support.

Q. I was discharged last year after three
years of active duty, and want to buy a small
grocery store. Can I get a GI business loan
for this purpose?

A. If this was your only-period of service
the answer is no. You might contact an of-
fice of the Small Business Administration or
attempt to obtain a loan through private
sources.

Q. The savings and loan institution which
gave me my GI home loan notified me re-
cently that the interest rate of my balance
would be raised because of the rising cost of
money. Is this legal?

A. No. Veterans Administration regula-
tions do not permit interest rates to be in-
creased above the contract rate agreed upon
at the time the loan was made.

Nixon’s Cabinet
Committee on Opportunities for Spanish-
speaking People and Alex Armendariz of
Chicago has been recently appointed director
of the Commerce Department’s Office of Mi-
nority Business Enterprise. Armendariz di-
rected Republican efforts to attract Latino
votes for Pres. Nixon’s campaign last fall . . .
Assemblyman Ray Gonzales, D-Bakersfield,
is pushing for an assembly bill making it
illegal for a parent getting a divorce who
flees the state with the couple’s children—
before the court rules—could be the object of
a legal effort to bring the children back . . .
