THE PALO ALTO (Cement Ship) is located in Capitola
ashort distance from Santa Cruz about 4 miles, on the
Santa Cruz - Watsonville FREEWAY. The location is
called SEA CLIFF it is a Park operated by the State.
Swimming, Fishingand Picnic facilities are available.

THE STORY OF THE OLD SHIP
"THE PALO ALTO"

About 1916 during the First World War, two cement
Ships were built in the Oakland Estuary. They. were
called the "PERALTA" and the "PALO ALTO". The
two ships were built and completely outfitted by the
government to serve as supply ships. The war ended
before they could make theirmaidenvoyage, after laun
ching in 1919.

The "PERALTA" was taken over by private interests
and operated as a reduction boat for the fishing industry,
both in Monterey Bay and in Alaskan waters. It has
been reported that after many years of such use she
broke up on the rocks along the Aleutians.

The “PALO ALTO" remained in the estuary for a time
and the government stripped her down when it was fin
finally decided not to use her.

The Cal-Nevada Stock Co. saw the possibilities in
making an t and fishing boat out of her, and
she was towed by a Red Stock tug to her present loca
tion in 1929. e

So the "PALO ALTO" hod reached the end of her sea
going life, for after she was placed properly in line
with the endof the pier, her seacocks were opened and
she settled on the ocean bottom as waters flooded her
holds.

After months of construction, a new pier was finished
the ship was revamped and both were ready for use by
summer. There was a dance floor on the main deck
and a cafe in the superstructure. A series of camival
concessions were fitted out on the after deck. People
flocked from miles around to enjoy the new fun boat
andfishingpier. The ship was operated in this fashion
forseveral seasons, then given up as a bright spot, her
deck stripped, and the pier and ship were both used
for fishing purposes only.

The surrounding area, including the pier and ship, was
taken over in the early 1930's by the state and operated
as a State Beach Park.

The “PALO ALTO" showeda tiny break following the
first storm after her demise as a gay concession, and
really began to break as the heavy storm continued.
The rough weather in 1939 finally caused her back to
break, and she settled heavily onto the sandstone bottom
of the bay, and never moved again. Occasionally o
huge wave will cause her to sway to and fro, but she
remains in this last resting place.

- -
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A GANGWAY was built across the GAP to connect
the two sections of the ship, and so to this day it is @
ship to delight visitors and fishermen the year around.

In 1957, for the first time in over 25 years her upper
deck isagain open, this time exclusively for use by the
Gull and Fisherman.

Her water filled holds are the home of marine life,
including several varieties of rare fish. From her
decks are caught ot different timesduring the year:
Perch, Jack Smelt, Bocachica (Tom Cod) Sole, Flounder
Sand Dales, Ling Cod, Cobezone ond on occasional
Salmon or Steelhead.
