GUS GARCIA . . .

TOO MUCH TOO SOON

I first heard Attorney Gus Garcia speak at a
convention in Austin, Texas, in 1950. That memory
is still imprinted in my mind for wherever he spoke he
held his audience spellbound. He was a courtroom
wonder and the peerless champion of the Mexican
American people of Texas.

The story of Gus Garcia is one of fame, ac-
claim, brilliance and fragedy. A debator, writer,
scholar and student of the law, the young lawyer awed
even the Supreme Court of the United States in ap-
pealing the famous Hernandez case. Hernandez had
been convicted of murder and Garcia argued before
the Supreme Court of the United States that Hernan-
dez had not been tried by his peers. The Supreme
Court handed down a reversal on grounds that persons
of Mexican extraction had been purposefully excluded
from the jury.

Another famous case he defended was the Lon-
goria case where the young veteran who had been
killed in the war wasrefused service by the local mor-
tuary. Longoria was eventually buried in Arlington
Cemetery.

Across the State of Texas Gus Garcia fought
in the courts against separate schools for students of
Mexican extraction and is given much of the credit
for the eventual consolidation of schools in south
Texas,

It was not unusual for the people to get up and
cheer Gus Garcia whenever he walked into his favor-
ite restaurant in San Antonio where he practiced law.

Perhaps his brilliance and fame were too much
for him. About 1955 his star began to fade, he had
his ups and downs, and was in and out of hospitals.
The brilliant mind who had championed so many causes
for his people in Texas and who had been widely ac-
claimed was beset with personal difficulties the past
few years.

On June 3rd Gus Garcia had a heart attack
anddied a lonely death in San Antonio. He had spent
the night sleeping in a bench in an office of the Old
Farmers Market. He didn't have o permanent address
according to authorities and his body lay in the hos-
pital unidentified for several hours.

The man who had graduated from the University
of Texas at the age of 20 is gone, The spellbinder
with the golden voice left o legacy of service to his

people that will long hold a place in the hearts of
May He Rest In Peace.
