$6.5 million for high-rise

An eight-story, $65 millon Life Science Building 
moved a step closer to becoming an SF State re­
ality recently with the approval of cost estimates 
and schemtaic plans by the Board of Trustees of 
the California State Colleges.

The building, scheduled for completion in the 
fall of 1968, will face 19th Ave. on part of what is 
now the women’s athletic field. It will contain 
105,000 feet of useable floor space, and will house 
14 laboratories which can accommodate 320 stu­
dents. The building will be used primarily for ex­
perimentation and research by professors and 
graduate students.

There will be three micro-biology laboratories 
(sanitation, physiology, and medical bacteriolo­
gy), three botany laboratories (general botany, 
botany of lower plants and plant physiology) one 
genetics lboratory and seven zoology loboratories.

In addition to the laboratries, there will be a 
green house, and animals’ quarters and two lec­
ture halls. The building will have its own pump­
ing system and supply of sea water.

Cut into an incline, the building will have two 
floors below ground level. The third floor will be 
an open colonnade and the remaining five floors 
will be fronted with glare-reducing glass panels.

Robert Thornton, dean of the school of natural

sciences, termed the structure “an unusual kind 
of building,” explaining that it was not usual for 
the State Colleges to undertake large programs of 
scientific research.

“The building is the first concrete symbol to­
ward greater achievement in this direction,” he 
said.

Thornton explained that the new building would 
allow space which is not presently available, for 
research, but he added professors’ first consider­
ation would still be teaching.

“We are very conscious of the dangers and 
trends that could develop,” he said. “ But re­
search does not mean neglect of teaching.”

Two SF State professors of 

international relations recent­
ly signed a petition sent to 
President Lyndon B. Johnson 
calling for Vietnam peace 
through Uni t e d  Nations ac­
tion.

Marshall Windmiller and 
Urban Whitaker joined 25 oth­
er Bay Area citizens and the 
American Friends Committee 
to protest US retaliatory air 
strikes in North Vietnam. The 
protest was announced at a 
recent press conference at the 
St. Francis Hotel.

The letter to the President 
said in brief: “Although we 
recognize the challenge to US 
involvement in South Vietnam 
. . .  we feel further retaliatory 
bombing against North Viet­
nam can only multiply the 
tragedy to mankind. . . .  we 
wish that you chose direct re­
sources of the US for a peace­
ful solution . . .  we ask the

US government not to contin­
ue. .  . the war with retaliatory 
attacks . . . and seek a nego­
tiated settlement with the 
United Nations.”

“The UN was created to 
handle problems like the Viet­
nam situation,” Windmiller 
said, “ and we have avoided 
the UN.”

Windmiller said that al­
though the UN is “in serious 
trouble, what else can we do? 
When the world goes mad all 
we can do is the best with cer­
tain deficiencies.”

President Johnson’s deci­
sion to expand the war was 
conceived from political and 
domestic reasons, rather than 
in view of the drastic situa­
tion in South East Asia, he 
said.

“Although the UN budget is 
having difficulties, the prob­
lem in the Vietnam situation 
should have gone to the Unit­

There wasn’t much for the Gators to write 
home about Tuesday night when they went 
against the Cal Aggies.

The Staters lost the game, 64-59, but they 
were lucky it was even that close.

The loss put idle Chico State, 8-3, back into 
first place in the Far Western Conference, per­
centage points ahead of the Gators, 7-3.

The Aggies opened up an early 8-2 lead on 
their SFS city cousins and gradually built that 
up to a 10-point halftime advantage, 31-21, the 
lowest score the Gators have tallied in one 
half all season.

Then Davis, the leading defensive team in 
the FWC, quickly ran up a 14-point margin in 
the opening moments of the second half as time 
and again the Gators’ offensive efforts were 
thwarted.

LOWEST SCORE

The 59-point output was the lowest FWC 
score by the Gators this season and the second 
lowest score of the entire season. They scored 
57 against Southern Illinois.

In the second half the Gators managed to 
close the gap once at 38-44 but the big front 
line of Ralph Johnson, Don Moore and Bill 
Story quickly shot the Davis team out in front 
with nine rapid points.

During that low scoring first half the Gators 
missed 10 shots from within three feet of the 
basket. Combined with the five others they 
missed in the second half, the Gators lost a 
possible 30 points through their inability to 
sink the easy ones.

A typical example occurred in the first half 
when Everett (Goose) Adams stole the ball 
from Aggie guard J. B. Hollis and raced down 
court only to have his shot roll around the rim 
and out.

Time and again the Aggies tried to give SF 
State the advantage as they were caught trav­
eling, palming and losing the ball out of 
bounds.

But the Gators couldn’t capitalize or even 
do basic moves right. The shots weren’t falling 
at all. The Aggies shot an astounding 59.5 per 
cent from the floor (25x42) while the Gators 
took 33 more shots to sink the same amount of 
buckets (25x75) for a 33 per cent mark.

Then to make matters even worse when the 
shots didn’t fall the Gators pressed that old 
panic button. They neglected to run through set 
offensive plays and started forcing shots.

The rebounding game of SF State was also 
affected by the Gators’ missed shots. The re­
bounding duo of Joe Galbo and Jon Crawford 
stood around as if awestruck when Gator shots 
rolled in and out and the alert Aggie front line 
cleaned the boards repeatedly.

SOLID EFFORT

Taking nothing away from the Aggies, who 
played a cool, calm and collected ball game, 
the Gators not only didn’t play well as a team 
they didn’t even play well as individuals.

Once in a great while Adams would show a 
flash of brilliance but aside from that the 
starting five wasn’t much to brag about.

Guard Bill Nocetti came on as a welcome 
relief for Denny Lewis midway through the 
final half and played his usual fine ball-handl­
ing game but praise must end there.

The veteran Lewis had his poorest effort of 
tMs ye^i as a Gator as did the usually reliable 
Terry Stogner. Galbo scored 16 points but only 
got three rebounds and Crawford hooked his 
way to 15 points but was only on the boards six 
times.

So now the Gators go into the final weekend 
of conference play needing two wins to put 
them in a post-season playoff berth.

Friday they battle Sacramento State with 
the league’s leading scorer, Lynn Livie, and 
then Saturday play the defending champion 
University of Nevada with their record setting 
forward Nap Montgomery.
