remarked Judge Maria Eugenia Vargas.
Judge Vargas will be seeing the United
States in order to study what Is being
done In the way of Juvenile Delin-
quency prevention.

Judge Vargas, an attractive wom=

an, came to San Jose to visit the Juve-
nile Hall and the Williom F. James
Boys Ranch in Morgan Hill.

Judge Vargas likened the weather

of the valley with that of her native
Costa Rica. She felt it might be a
little warmer here, and stated that in
her country, the weather does not ch-
ange much, She was amazed at the
likeness of our countryside with that
of Costa Rica and made remarks to
this effect on several occasions.

She felt that the problems of del-
inquency were much greater in the
U.S. than in her native Costa Rica.
Her position is that of @ Juvenile Court
judge In the city of San Jose, Costa
Rica.

She Is visiting the United States
through the courtesy of the Stare Dept.
In Costa Rica, she said, the person is
not considered a juvenile at the age
of 17. After attaining this age the
person is treated as an adult.

The court in Costa Rica has the
services of Social Workers who study
the family background for presenfation

that the importance of delinquency lie in the work
that could be done with the family. She said that
economic reasons are a part in the problems of the
delinquent child.

Of much interest to the judge was the position of
the male with respect to the family.

This she believes was a strong deterrent for the pre—
vention of delinquency. She Indicated that in her
country the traditional position is still maintained.

Judge Vargas attended the White House Confer—
ence on Children and Youth held recently in Wash-
ington, D.C.
