HELPS OTHERS
WITH TRAUMA

Few injuries are as difficult to§
cope with, both physically and|}

emotionally, as severe burns.
From initial pain and slow re-
habilitation tnd disfigurement and
possible rejection by an appear-
ance-oriented society, the burn
victim encounters many obstacles
along the road to recovery.

Ruth Lopez is a woman who has|

traveled that road. Five years ago
she suffered severe burns when
the pickup truck she was riding in
overturned and exploded. She was

admitted to Valley Medical Center |

with sixty-five percent of her body
burned.

The extent of her injuries neces-
sitated numerous operations, and
more reconstructive surgery in
her future. But as Lopez struggles
with the on-going physical rami-
fications of her injuries, she is
simultaneously facing another
challenge: counscling patients at
VMC and working to increase
public undderstanding of burn
victims and burn prevention.

Lopez began counseling at VMC
after being released from the
medical center, and she now also
works with burn victims at San
Francisco General Hospital. “I
like to start working with them as
soon as possible,” she said. “In-
itially, I tell them the same thing
that doctors do, but T have more
believability.”

The first question a burn pa-
tient asks is usually about the
pain, according to Lopez. “They
want to know when or if it will
end—it does end eveutually,” she
said.

“Self-image, physical limita-
tions, and public reaction are all
problems which must subsequent-

ly be dealt with,” Lopez mnoted.
“It’s different for everybody; each
situation is unique.”

Lopez also heads a self-help
group for ex-burn patients and
their families. Along with Andrew
McGuire (former director of the
Northern California Curn Coun-
cil), she attempts to help burn
victims return to normal lives.

“It's an emotional support
group, and we discuss any of the
problems that they’ve been hav-
ing,” Lopez said. “We also try to
get them politically active in the
preventative aspects of this.”

The group, which was formed
about a year and a half ago, cur-
rently meets on the first Thurs-
day of every month at VMC, and
then two weeks later at a mem-
ber’s house. “There are six burn
units in the Bay Area, and we
eventually hope to have a group
like this for each one,” Lopez said.

In addition to her work with
present and former patients, Lo-
pez 1s involved in efforts by the
Northern California Burn Council
to educate the public on burn pre-
vention. A major part of these ef-
