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RABIES (HYDROPHO3IA)

In our community where many of men's most dread-
ful communicable diseases have been conquered, ra-
bies still remains o serious threat,

Although one thinks of rabies as being most com=
mon only encountered in dogs, it may involve any
mammal. Wolves, foxes, cats, skunks, bats are fre~
quently affected, and the disease may be found in
cattle, horses, or swine if they are attached by o ro-
bid animal,

People spending their vacations in the outdoors
should be very careful not to pet stray animals or to
hand feed wild animals, no handling of sick animals,
to bats, o known raobies source,
A four year old Santa Clara boy was attacked eorlier
this month by a rabid bat while vacationing. Two ra-
bid skunks have been found in the county recently,
If you are bitten by a dog or any other animal, the
wound should be washed thoroughly with soap and
water and a physicion seen immediately. In the city
biggest concern is with stray dogs. The summer
months are particularly dongerous because of the gre-
activity of dogs and the presence of children
on the streets,

Dog bites and other animal bites should be report-
ed to the Hoelth Department immediately. It is imp-
for the Health Department to determine if the
is rabied as soon as possible so the victim con
be given proper treatment. There is no known cure
for rabies once the symptoms develop.

If you have a dog you can protect yourself, your
family and neighbors by vaccinating your dog against
and keeping your dog confined to your prem-
ises in order to prevent exposure of your pet to peo~
ple and other animals.
