This column has mainly been used to announce to
you certain community highlights and to give you in-
formation which the writer feels will be of benefit to
the community. In keeping with this theme, | feel
that we should present information which is of value
in all respects. Sometimes the information which is
given s of such a nature that we might not like what
we hear. We however want to give you the informa-
tion in order that we are aware of all which is pertin-
ent to the Spanish-speaking community.

More recently the Community Council of this
county came up with some figures which should con-
cern to all of us. There is a program in the United St
ates called A N C. This means "' AID TO NEEDY
CHILDREN" and it involves the assistance to child-
ren because of the absence of the father because of
divorce, desertion, or separation. According to the
Community Welfare Council there are a great number
of families of Mexican ancestry in this program in the
State of California.

In fact, 23% of all the cases are of Mexican an-
cestry. In Santa Clara County, 46% of the cases are
of Mexican ancestry |

Another interesting figure is that 66% of the illeg-
itimate children born in Santa Clara County are of
Mexican ethnic origin.

In a recent column, this writer indicated that the
student of Mexican ancestry has according to some
studies the lowest education level of any other group
in the state of California.

In spite of what appears to be a pessimistic note,
much Is being done in the communities to alleviate
these problems. Scholarship programs are being off-
ered, studies of the problem are being made, and
the solution to these problems is being worked out.

If you are interested in knowing more about the
community in which you and your family live, want
to find out more about the programs and problems
discussed above, and what is being done about them,
you have an excellent opportunity to do so in a forth-
coming series of round table discussions under the
auspices of the Adult Education Department.
