We had the Prado children at both
dinners; and the family has asked me to
thank the merchants, the workers and all
the people that donated money to the Pra-
do fund.

We must thank Lena Manriquez,
Bessie Vasquez, Billie Contreras, Lucy
Gonzales, Sarah Villalobos, Vicky Apo-
daca, Carmen Martinez, Gloria and Joe
Bautista (from Gloria's Floral Shop),
Bea Gonzales, Richard Gomez, Pete
Gonzales, and Marcy Flores who is San
Jose Coordinator.

An effort to get the ex-drug abu-

ser back into the labor force has begun.

by the Santa Clara County Drug Abuse
Clinic.

The task of placing an ex-abuser
in a job after months or even years of
unemployment is monumental,

Robert Campos, Drug Abuse Con-
trol Coordinator for the county, stated
that the frustration of unemployment by
the former addicts oftenresults in read-
diction, "The transition from a street-
hustling junkie to a meaningfully em-
ployed person is difficuilt,"

The new program will work in
close coordination with the California
Department of Employment.

The program calls for mock job
interviews to be held at the Adult Op-
portunity Center. Campos stated, "The
mock interviews would consist of a job
applicant being interviewed by a panel of
three. Role playing is set up to cover all

the variables involved in applying for and .

acquiring a job." Some of the items to
be covered in the program are posture,
speech, poor employment record, and
jail record.

RIGO ORDAZ awarded MEDALS
in VIET NAM.....

Rigoberto F,Ordaz, Specialist 4,
returned from Vietnam October 30, 1968
after serving in the lst Cavalry Division
and the 173rd Airborn Bde.in the Central
Highlands and the northern part of south
Vietnam.

He was awarded:

The Bronze Star medal with a '"V"
device for action on March 9, 1968 for
heroism in connection with military oper-
ations against a hostile force, Specialist
4 Ordaz distinguished himself on March9,
1968 in the Republic of Vietnam. On this
day, Company D was attacked by an enemy
battalion. Company D experienced severe
casualties in the initial stages ofthe sus-
tained action and a medevac helicopter
was called in. As the ship was nearing
the perimeter, it received intense hos-
tile fire and crashed 50 meters outside
the perimeter. Specialist Ordaz was part
of athree man element who unhesitant-
ingly volunteered to go to the rescueof
the downed helicopter. Exposing him-
self to the enemy fire, he and the other
two men rushed to the aircraft and re-
movedthe entire crew. Constantly under
heavy fire, Specialist Ordaz succeeded
in carryingthe injured crew to the safe-
ty of the perimeter. His actions were
responsible for saving the lives of the
crew members. Specialist Four Ordaz's
actions were in keeping with the highest

.military traditions and reflect great

credit upon himself,
United States Army.

Also awarded two Purple Hearts
for wounds received in January 31, 1968
and September 14, 1968; the Air Medal
for making 48 combat assaults by air and
the Army Commendation Medal - merit-
orious.

MARIJUANA - (MARTHUANA)

The term marijuana applies, in
general tothe Indianhemp plant, or more
specifically to the resinous substance
present in the {lowering tops of the un-
pollinated female Cannabis Sativa. This
plant is an annual that grows from four
toeight feet or higher, with five to seven
long, slender, serrated leaves fanning
outward from the Central point like fin-
gers in an outstretched hand.

Identification of Marijuana

Marijuana is usually in the form
of a crushed mixture ofleaves and flower-
tops. It is usually rolled into a home-
made cigarette and frequently contains
"rough material" such as seeds and
stems. Marijuana is commonly spoken
of as pot, grass, tea, weed, stuff, ree-
fers, or sticks.

ABUSE

The physiological and psycholo-
gical cffects resulting from the use of
marijuana as given inthe 1965 Report on
Drug Dependence of the World Health
Organization are many.

Physiological cffects include:

--- Ataxia (inability to coordi-
nate movements)

--- Lowering amounts of glucose
in blood.

--- Lowering of overall body
temperature.

--- Increascd appetite and desire
for sweets.,

---Inflammation of mucous
membranes.

--=- Other variable effects.

Some of the subjective effects of mari-
juana are:

--- Hilarity .

--- Carelessness.

--- Distortion of sensation and
perception.

--- Impairment of judgment and
memory.

--- Irritability and confusion.

Usual Single Adult Dose: Variable -1
cigarette or 1 drink, or (cake - India)

Dependence

Marijuana may develop a psycho-
logical dependence. Because so many
users of narcotics report previous use
of marijuana, concern should be given
not only to the habit-forming use of ma-
rijuana, but also to the serious possibi-
lity that it will serve as a stepping stone
to more serious drug addiction.
