SINS® BE MAYO RECALLS MEXIEO'S BATTLE
AGAINST FRENSH IMPERIALISM

Friday, May 5 marks the 133rd an-
niversary celebration of Cinco de
Mayo (Fifth of May). The event com-
memorates a battle on this day in
1862 when the Mexican Army de-
feated a French army near the city
of Puebla.

“It was a turning point in the
war,” observed Rafael Jimenez., pro-
fessor at San Jose [California]
State University. “It was the last
time a foreign power sct foot in
Mexico”

The war when Napoleon Il of
France, wishing to expand his em-
pire, decided to try to take over
Mexico. He ordered an invasion of
Mexico In 1861. He expected the war
to be a short one and planned to
Install Maximillan, brother of the
emperor of Austria, as a puppet king
In Mexico.

Napoleon guessed that the
United States would not interfere
at that time. Years before, the US
had outlined a policy, now called the
Monroe Doctrine, which warned Eu-
ropean countries against trying to
take over any country in North or
South America. "An attack on any
country in Western Hemisphere will

be considered an attack on the
U.S.” President James Monroe sald
in proclaiming the policy early in the
19th century.

But as Napoleon prepared to
invade Mexico, the U.S. was involved
in its own civil war. The French em-
peror reasoned that this would keep
the Americans from enforcing their
Monroe Doctrine.

Benito Juarez was president of
Mexico at the time of the French
invasion. It actually began when En-
glish, French and Spanish soldiers
marched into Mexico in an effort to
force the country to pay some of it
debts would be paid. With that
pledge, the English and Spanish left.

The French stayed and marched
up Into the mountains to the town
of Puebla. They expected to capture
the city with little resistance. In
fact, some Mexican generals who
opposed Juarez had even told the
French that they would be welcomed
by the people who lived in that city.

When French troops neared
Puebla and heard cannon fire, they
mistakenly thought they were being
welcomed. But rifle shots soon fol-
lowed, shattering the illusions of the
French invaders.

The French (called Red Pants by
the Mexicans because of their
bagay red uniform trousers) charged
the city three times. Each time they
were met with heavy cannon fire from
the Mexicans in the city, plus bursts
of rifle fire and charges from Mexi-
can horseman.

When the battle was over, the
Mexicans had won and that day is
now celebrated as Cinco de Mayo.

It wasn't the final battle in the
war or even the most decisive. But
it was a turning point, disproving
the French theory that Mexicans
would not defend their own country.

Before the war ended, the
French, with their larger military
forces, captured many cities and
set up Maximilian and emperor.
President Juarez escaped death
several times. He was forced to flee
from the French as they set up head-
quarters in several different places
around Mexico.

When the northern states of
Mexico (close to the United States)
had been taken over by the French,
and Juarez chased to the town of
El Paso del Norte, Maximilian de-
clared that all those who fought
with Juarez should be shot within

24 hours If captured.

Juarez wrote to the United
States, hoping for assistance, but
not asking for the U.5. to fight for
Mexico. A U.S. Army party was sent
to the Mexican border and told to
stand by in response to the request
from Juarez.

Meanwhile, the U.S. government
wrote to Napoleon lIl and told him
to withdraw his troops from Mexico
or risk reprisal. Slowly the troops
left, partly because of the French
fear of a war with the U.S. and
partly because military strategiste
felt France has extended itself too
far.

Pleas by Maximilian's wife,
Carlotta, to keep the French troops
in the country were ignored by Na-
poleon. With the French gone, sup-
porters of the emperor were left
without their foreign assistance
and soon lost contral of the govern-
ment.

Maximilian was captured In the
city of Queretaro and shot by a fir-
ing squad on June 19,1867. The last
of the French troops left one month
later.

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EZLN Representative Explains
Current Status of Peace Talks

Cecilia Rodriguez, U.S.
representative  of the Zapausta
National Liberation Army (EZLN),
made a whirl-wind tour of
Minnesota April 18-20. She visited
several colleges here and delivered
a lecture at the Resource Center of
the Americas on the rebellion in
the southern Mexican state of
Chiapas. La Prensa sat down with
her at the Minnesota Church
Center to discuss the on-going
peacc negotiations between the
Mexican government and the
EZLN, scheduled to run until the
end of the year

“Unfortunately the Mexican
government is not very stable or
coherent,” said Rodriguez. “The
Zapatistas have had a difficult time
maintaining the process because
they never know who it is they're
talking to.”

The uprising in Chiapas began

EZLN Ropresentative, Cecllla Rodriguez during his presentation

cxistence is guaranteed in the
Mexican constitution. Since the
advent of the rebellion, though

some peasants and Indians have

Poverty is endemic in Chiapas, the
country’s poorest state. 80% of the
homes have dirt floors, more than
half the children suffer from
malnutrition, and some 15,000
people dic a year from dignitary
The average wage is $2 per week,
not nearly enough to purchase the
bare necessities of food, soap,
clothing or medicine

Most residents are small farmers
who raise corn, beans, and coffec
on small fatigued plots of land. In
recent years, government
agricultural agencies have pushed
for crop substitution, encouraging
production of export commodities
like strawberries and sorghum used
for cattle feed. Most farmers have
neither the implements, capital nor
expertise to raise such crops.

Wealthy private landowners have
bought up many “ejidos,” the
collective land holdings whose

to occupy idle, often
more productive, tracts.

“This is the crux of the problem
said Rodriguez, “land, the use of
land, and the exclusion of poor
farmers from the market.” NAFTA
in her opinion has aggravated this
problem because Mexico’s state of
development is not suitable for the
forms of agriculture proposed -
“like trying to make someone wear
a set of clothing that doesn’t fit

The Mexican military has been
keeping a strong presence in the
state. Numerous provocations have
been reported, including  the
assassination of 5 indigenous
leaders that occurred during the
last round of talks. Despite such
cvents and pressures, Rodriguez
feels it is necessary for the
Zapatistas “to keep at the talks and
wear away the government’s desire
for a military
conflict.”

political climate that has brought
recognition to indigenous rights.
While the ruling PRI seems to be
imploding - former president
Carlos Salinas de Gortari having
fled the country in disgrace and his
brother Raul imprisoned and
implicated in the assassination of
Luis Donaldo Colosio, the PRI
candidate for president in 1992 -
the applicability of any agreements
struck with the government is in
question. Rodriguez describes the
current proposals as not so
important in themselves, but for
what can built out of them in the
future.

Rodriguez, who is from Texas, has
been an organizer in the Mexican
and Chicano community for most
of her adult life. In the early 1980s
she became involved with a
women's health group in Chiapas.
Traveling to the region she was
struck by the lack of health care
facilities and schools

In January of 1994, just a week
afier the start of the rebellion, she
Jjoined one of the first delegations
to go to Chiapas.
