“IT WAS IN 1912 in Chihuahua, Mexico, when Pancho Villa
tried unsuccessfully to capture the town,” Manuel Campos
told because that’s when he became ““a Mexican Revolution
refugee’” at the age of five.

Who was Pancho Villa? His real name was Doroteo Arango
but he changed it to Francisco Villa in his manhood and
when he declared his freedom from the peonage of his
parents and became notorious as abanditin Chihuahua and
Durango. His vigorous fighting began in 1910-11 and he was
largely responsible for many triumphs for many a political
figure of Mexico.

Pancho Villa, a nickname, at the head of his brilliant
cavalry, Los Dorados, gained control of North Mexico by the
audacity of his attacks.

One of his daring acts in the midst of chaos, Villa, with
Emiliano Zapata, occupied Mexico City tor a time during
December 1914 to January 1915.

It was Alvaro Obregon who pursued Villa, and their

armies engaged at Celaya. Decisively defeated, Villa was
driven north and out of military significance, that is until he
campaigned disastrously against Plutarco Calles in Sonora.
Villa's waning power was further diminished by President
Wilson's recognition of Carranza.

Mad as a hornet, he turned his wrath against the United
States because ot the American support to his enemy. Many
Americans were killed by bandits and although it was not
certain that Villa participated in the assaults, he was
universally held responsible.

General Pershing was ordered by Wilson to capture Villa
dead or alive. For eleven months Pershing's expedition
pursued Villa through Chihuahua but failed to capture him.,

Villa continued his activities in northern Mexico through-
out Carranza’s regime, but in 1920 he came to an amicable
agreement with the government of Adolfo de la Huerta.

Three years later, at the age of 46, he was assassinated at
Parral. In a sense he was a rebel against social abuses, and at
times he worked a rough justice, but he was a violent and
undirected destructive force. His daring, his impetuosity,
and his horsemanship made him the idol of the masses,
especially in north Mexico. where he was regarded as a sort
of Robin Hood and the Villa myth is perpetuated in

numerous ballads and tales. a s

Chicano’s "Pioneeing’ In
Search For Culfure

by LUIS G. JUAREZ

Chicanos are pioneers, and the only ad-
vantage of being a pioneer is that you get
to do it first without having to follow rules
set by others. Pioneers mostly have it rough,
they have to break new ground without
knowing what's in it. Pioneers are not always
welcome and are often mistrusted and mis-
understood by the rest of society. They are
called radicals, rgbels, troublemakers, etc.

The Chicano is a pioneer in a non-existent
culture, in a culture in the making. | have
often said that the picture of the Chicano
is like putting together a crossword puzzle
(without the benefit of a picture of the com-
pleted scene for a guide). The pieces are
slowly being placed together, and no one
knows what it will look like at the end.

We know that Mexicans have a rich and
proud culture. The Chicanos unfortunately
cannot claim it because they are now a dif-
ferent breed.

We can say the Chicanos do not have a
culture. There has not been enough time to
develope one. Chicanos are the descendants
of Mexican-Americans who are the result of
an unstable and precarious melting of the
Spanish conquest, geography, racial dis-

- crimination, United States values, and cul-
tural residue from Mexico.

It's not easy being a Chicano today. Ten
or 20 years ago, Mexican-Americans either
accepted their fate at the bottom of the
ladder or negated their ethnic origin de-
serted their ranks and joined the gringo so-
ciety. They knew, at least, where they stood.

That is not the case today. The Chicano
is confronting a world with established rules
that practically excluded him when they were
made. It's a hard and lonely struggle, but a
necessary one, for no human being can exist
long without knowing who he is.

So the Chicano has the monumental task
of developing a new culture at a time when
United States culture is undergoing deep
changes; at a time when the whole world
is changing.

To exist, the Chicano has to run fast to
keep up with the changing society, and at
the same time create his own. Within his
own ranks there are differences of opinion
among Chicano group leaders. i

The Chicano still has to cope with the
more conservative Mexican-American that
prefer the idea that the group should as-
similate. Others advocate pluralism. In the
other extreme, there are advocates of
segregation as well.

The idea of assimilation stresses a single
direction of change for Chicanos. The idea
of pluralism, on the other hand, stresses the
alternatives that the groups are moving in
different directions.

It is my opinion, therefore, that while Chi-
canos may in some cases be moving in more
than one direction, it is not that of Anglo-
Saxon conformity, but rather in a direction
that will ultimately blend and merge into a
way of living that is distinctly American, and
unlike the way of life that people of Mexican
origin came from.

However, before this takes place, the pic-
ture of the Chicano has to be complete with
everything else, his culture, and his own
identity.

| say to those members of our society
who are not Chicanos, and who at times
may feel irritated by our actions—with some
patience, tolerance, and understanding, we'll
soon eliminate the differences that may exist
among those groups, resulting in a richer and
stronger blend of Americans which is what.
our country needs today.

Beaufiful Honduras
Great Place To Visit

by LUIS G. JUAREZ

There are places in the world that become
known to Americans only because we be-
come directly involved with them in political,
economic, or military situations, or because
they suffer major natural disasters such as
earthquakes or hurricanes.

In the last few years, the Central Ameri-
can Republic of Honduras, has attracted the
attention of the American public in such a
manner. In 1967, Honduras had a military
clash with neighboring El Salvador that
turned into a short war. In September, 1974,
Honduras was hit mercilessly by the devas-
tating hurricane "Fifi" that left several
thousands of people dead and many more
homeless.

Just a few weeks ago Honduras made the
American news again in the "'banana gate"
scandal when its president allegedly took one
and a half million dollars bribe from the
United Standard Co. (U.S.-owned banana
growing and export company.) This incident
precipitated a military coup that removed
the president from office.

To a country like Honduras that is trying
to develop its tourist industry, this is hardly

the negative image it wishes the world to
have of their land.

The result of all these incidents has been
numerous cancellations of travel to the coun-
try and hotel reservations which is hurting
the infant tourist industry.

Unfortunately, news of man-made or
natural catastrophies often reach us in a
state of exaggeration that makes us feel glad
we are not there.

Such is the case of Honduras. | want to
say to those who have changed their plans to
visit Honduras and to those who have never
p|af\ned to go there that you are missing
seeing one of the most beautiful and interest-
ing places in this continent.

Honduras, the second largest country in
Central America, is a land of lofty moun-
fam's. deep forests, beautiful white beaches
ancient and enigmatic Mayan ruins, pic:
tuesque Spanish colonial towns, banana and
coffee plantations.

From its beautiful capital, Teguicgalpa,

with its red roof tile buildings, to its magni-
ficent Bay Islands in the tropical Caribbean,
Honduras offers the tourist an incomparable
treat. | know, | just returned from there.

This was my second visit to Honduras.
Seventeen years ago | served there as pub-
lic health consultant to the Ministry of
Health.

Returning after all those years, | wondered
if | would still find the same Honduras | had
left; the changes the world has made during
that time were certain to have had their
impact in that country.

| wondered if the Honduran people had
changed; they were good natured friendly
people. They had not canged. :

The country had made some changes and
in some ways it had remained the same.
Tequcigalpa had retained its charming and
colonial flavor, its narrow streets, and pretty
parks. The city had grown from 100,000 then
to 300,000 population. There were new build-
ings like the magnificent Hotel Honduras
Maya, beautifully modern in every way, but
not of ultra-modern architecture that was
unpleasant to the eye.

The country had made many improve-
mentsto its roads and highways linking the
capital to its important northern ports like
Puerto Cortez, Tela and La Ceiba and its
second largest city, San Pedro Sula, the in-
dustrial and banana center of the country.

A short flight or a comfortable drive from
the capital takes you to one of the most im-
portant archeological areas of the world.
Copan ruins located in the western part of
Honduras. There you find five squares or
“Altriums' and several temples, with the
most outstanding sculptures and architectural
monuments constructed by the Mayas of
the, classic age dating back to 501 A.D.

The Copan ruins surrounded by tropical
vegetation give the visitor a feeling of mag-
nificent peacefulness. Inside the squares you
can admire the different sculptures, stelae,
and altars. As you see all this magnificent
work you can understand why this place was
the scientific center of the Mayan classic
age.

This is the city where the most ancient
use of numerals appeared in the shape of
head; the place where the new method of
lunar months computation was used in the
year 682 A.D.; and the place where the
most complete calculation of the tropic year
was made.

One kilometer from the Maya ruins is the
picturesque town of Copan, inhabited by a

SUICIDE IN MINORITIES

Historically, the suicide rate for white
males has been higher than for any other
group in American society. It still is. But
according to the American Association of
Suicidology, other groups are beginning to
catch up.

The association points out that suicide is
a much more common problem than most
people think. Experts estimate that about
50,000 Americans will take their own lives
this year, ranking suicide among the leading
causes of death.

Exactly who those people are and what
segments of society their represent are not
easy to pinpoint. Nancy H. Allen, president
of the association, explains why.

"Accurate suicide statistics are difficult
to obtain, because many suicides are never
reported. Unfortunately, suicide is still
viewed with embarrassment and quilt by the
family and may not be reported as a suicide
by a sympathetic coroner."

Even with the lack of complete data,
trends can be clearly seen, Ms. Allen said.
She stated that suicides among women,
among blacks, and among other minority
groups such as American Indians have been
increasing at a rate substantially higher than
the rate of increase for white males.

"The reasons for this are still a matter of
conjecture,” she continued. "In considering
the growing suicide rate among blacks, some
sociologists cite the effects of ghetto living,
feelings of hopelessness, helplessness, and
despair arising from unemployment and po-
verty, inadequate housing and discrimina-
tion. Other sociologists feel an important
factor is the disillusionment many blacks may
feel upon getting closer to the 'white man's
world" and finding that it falls short of their
expectations.

The figures show that the peak period for
suicide in blacks is the 20 to 24 year-old
group. This is explained, Ms. Allen stated,
by the fact that blacks are likely at a very
early age to become discouraged and to feel
that they will never achieve their goals. By
the time the reach age 35, they have re-
solved the differences between their dreams
and reality and are less likely to take their
own lives.

Youthful suicides are also characteristic
of other minorities, where the highest rate
is in people in their early twenties. ''For ex-
ample, poverty, unemployment, geographic
isolation and a sense of loss of heritage are

some conditions that the young American
Indian is faced with. The |acl of hope for the
future and being locked in by the system
may be a key reason for the higher suicide
rate in this group."

The problem of suicide in young blacks
and American Indians has recently become a
trend in whites. The suicide rate in whites
has historically increased with age.

"What is happening,"” Ms. Allen con-
cluded, "is that suicide is becoming an in-
creasingly universal problem. No one is im-
mune. The gaps between minority groups,
young and old, male and female are dis-
appearing. We must be aware that it is not
isolated in any particular kind of person or
segment of society. Too often people think
that someone in their own family won't com-
mit suicide because he is 'not the type.' "

Ms. Allen urged people who know some-
one who has threatened to commit suicide
or shows other signs of suicidal behavior to
call a suicide prevention center, crisis inter-
vention center, mental health clinic, hospital,
family physician, or clergyman. "It is a call,"
she said, "that could safe a life."

SUICIDE RATE
INCREASES IN WOMEN

Suicide, like earning good money or sitting
on bar stools, was long an activity pre-
dominated by men. Not so today. Along with
the changes in women's roles has become a
startling increase in the incidence of suicide.

Good suicide statistics are hard to come
by because many suicides are reported in-
accurately. In California, however, where ex-
tensive studies on the subject have been
done, the suicide rate for women has in-
creased 40 percent in a period of ten years,
far outstripping the increased rate for men.
In 1960, suicide was reported in 1,715 Cali-
fornia men and 787 women. In 1970, the
figure was 2,300 for men, while the number
for women jumped up to an alarming 1,444.

While the suicide rate has always been
higher among men, the rate for attempts not
resulting in deaths has been higher in women.
One explanation for this is that the overdose
of medication, which is a common suicide
method selected by women, is generally not
as lethal as the gun shot or hanging more
often selected by men.

Nobody really knows why the suicide rates
for men and women have been so different,
and nobody really knows why the rate has
increased so rapidly in women over the past

few years. Nancy H. Allen, president of the
American Association for Suicidology, has
some thoughts on the subject. She believes,
for example, that the wider range of free-
doms and opportunities for women is an im-
portant factor.

"Women are becoming more involved
outside the family," she said, "and are in-
creasingly entering the working arena. Their
drive for success and recognition has in-
creased pressures and opened more possibil-
ities for failure. In precisely those arenas
where liberated women are making progress,
the male-female suicide ratio moves toward
‘equality.' "'

SUICIDE PREVENTION

Suicide is the kind of subject that most
eople prefer to avoid thinking about or
falking about. It is, however, a serious and
widespread problem, much more common
than generally thought, and it will not be
solved until more people are willing to face
it and act.

The statistics are frightening. Each year,
according to the American Association of
Suicidolgy, about 50,000 Americans take
their own lives, and the number continues
to rise. More alarming still is the fact that
the incidence has been increasing most
rapidly among young people, those in their
teens and twenties. Today, many parts of
the nation report that suicide is exceeded
only by accidents as the leading cause of
death in the young.

Suicides can often be prevented by a

- friend or relative who sees the potential

problem and calls for help. But too often
people fail to act. They don't take suicide
threats seriously, an often fatal mistake. Or
they don't believe that the potential victim
is the "type" to take his own life.

The association's message is clear and
simple. There is no suicidal type; suicide is
common in all kinds of people and in all
segments of the population. Suicide threats
and other expressions of a desire for death
should not be ignored; they usually are dead-
ly serious.

Del Rio Has Strong
Ties With S. C. Valley

Officially, San Jose has two sister cities,
Okayama, Japan and San Jose, Costa Rica.
The cbject of these programs is to foster
better understanding among the people of
these cities.

There is a small city in Texas which no one
has thought of in terms of a sister city rela-
tionship, but its influence in a sizeable num-
ber of our San Jose population has been
significant. Mcre so since this group of San
Joseans maintains excellent relations with
this, their ex-hometown, Del Rio, Texas.

Most of these ex-Del Rioans are of Mexi-
can ancestry and grew up in this small town
located on the Mexican border 150 miles
west of San Antonio.

No knows at the present time the number
of ex-Del Rioans living in Santa Clara Coun-
ty, but conservative estimates are between
10,000 to 15,000.

Del Rio residents discovered San Jose
when they came looking for work in the fruit
harvest and the canning industry. Every
year they invited more and more friends and
relatives to come north and many of them
stayed and made Santa Clara Valley their
home.

What makes the ex-Del Rio residents stand
out in our area is not only their devotion to
their hometown, but also because they have
excelled as community leaders in this valley
with many of them becoming successful busi-
ness and professional men and women.

In talking to a number of ex-students of
Del Rio schools who reside in San Jose and
the Bay Area, one can piece together their
thoughts why Del Rio schools have suc-
ceeded.

They stress heavy emphasis on the bi-
lingual teachers in the early grades. These
teachers who mostly were from their com-
munity, understood their language defi-
ciencies since most of the students were
limited in the English language at the first
grade level.

They understand the Spanish language and
the culture that these students brought with
them. They consider te motivation given by
teir teachers and their parents a major
factor.

. Another major factor, most of these stu-

dents do not feel that they suffered the
trauma of a confused identity. They learned
the language and life style of the majority

community but never surrendered the Mexi-
can culture and language they inherited from
their parents. There was a sense of com-
munity.

For more than ten years various ex-Del Rio
groups have honored the schools they at-
tended in that city, the teachers who in-
fluenced their lives and residents whose work
and dedication have contributed to the bet-
terment of that community.

Last Saturday, May 31, the Ex-Del Rio
Students Association of San Jose held its
first anniversary reunion of students from the
various Del Rio schools.

The event honored a number of distin-
guished guests both Del Rio residents and
ex-residents. Honored guests were Mike L.
Fernandez, county school superintendent of
Del Rio schools Sergio Gonzalez, county
judge, Del Rio; Jesse Pena, United Civic
Organization, Del Rio; O. B. Poole, superin-
tendent of Del Rio high schools; and Ruben
Flores, planning administrator, City of San
Jose and ex-Del Rio student.

The reunion took place in the Cabana
Hyatt House, Palo Alto, and included a gala
queen coronation ball. Ceremonies began at
7 p.m., and was followed by a dance at 9
p.m. Queen is Dora Clubb and her court
Nereida Del La Rosa and Priscilla Cardenas.

Proceeds from this event will go to assist
the United Civic Organization of Del Rio,
which was founded in 1964 by Mike L. Fer-
nandez. This organization has an impressive
list of accomplishments which have resulted
in the bettermen of that community.

Some of these are the purchase and de-
velopmeat of a 12-acre park as a youth rec-
reational park. sponsoring of Little League,
Boy Scouts, annual scholarships, food baskets
for the neely, ambulance service for pa-
tients going #5 Sar Antonio, and many other
needed projects in  .at city.
