Architectural Committee Permits 

Easier to Submit

Villagers may be thinking 
about improving their home. 
Interior work does not require an 
Architectural Permit. However, 
when considering any exterior 
improvements, Villagers are re­
quired to ensure continuity and 
that architectural standards are 
met. Accessing the “Architec­
tural Permit Application’’ along 
with “A Guide to Filling Out an 
Architectural Permit Applica­
tion” is available online or at the 
LV Association business office 
next to the West Gate. To access 
the applications online log onto: 
leisurevillage.org/more/forms, 
look for Architectural Permit 
Application Form. The printable 
form includes information and 
instructions on filling out the 
form and having everything ready 
to submit your application. If 
working with a contractor who is 
familiar with the Village they can

be of assistance in this process.
Once the permit is complete, 

plan on going to an Architectural 
Committee meeting held the 1st 
and 3rd Friday of each month 
in the Garden room of the Rec 
Center. Consult your copy of the 
Village Voice to see exact dates 
that meetings are scheduled. 
Committee volunteers will be 
available at these sessions to help 
you process the permit and get 
you on the way to realizing your 
home improvement project. Fees 
established for your particular 
project are payable by check made 
out to the LV Association.

The Architectural Commit­
tee is committed to helping you 
with your project. Knowledgeable 
volunteers are your neighbors and 
friends and are dedicated to help­
ing to improve and update the 
appearance of Village homes and 
the overall feel of the community.

Building and Grounds Committee 

Assisting Security
The Building and Grounds 

Committee volunteers will be as­
sisting LV Security to ensure that 
Village homes will be identifiable 
from the rear of the house. By 
ensuring that there is a sticker on 
a back window with the address, 
emergency calls to that house will 
assist emergency personnel in 
identifying an accurate location.

Volunteers of the B&G com­
mittee will be around checking

that a sticker is on each home. 
If one is not easily identifiable, 
these volunteers will have one 
printed. They will be knocking 
on the door of the home that 
needs the address sticker and 
explaining to the occupant what 
the process is and how it will in­
crease the safety of all Villagers. 
Volunteers will place the sticker 
on the appropriate window with 
residents’ permission.

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HISTORIC REFLECTION By Max 
Copenhagen

Museum of Pleasant
Valley History

Have you ever imagined what 
it was like living here “back in the 
day” when this area was a sleepy bu­
colic paradise? You can experience 
what it was like living in Camarillo, 
Springville and Somis before the 
railroad, before irrigation water and 
before the freeway. A visit to the 
Pleasant Valley Historical Museum 
is a visit back to that time.

The Pleasant Valley Historical 
Museum serves the community by 
preserving and presenting our local 
history. It gives visitors a glimpse of 
our heritage by sharing the legacy of 
those who brought their dreams to 
life in this area we now call home.

The museum collection includes 
over 2,000 objects, historical photo­
graphs, maps, newspapers, and even 
clothing of early California. The

Fulkerson Library, with its collection 
of over a thousand old books and 
journals, an archive of rare Ventura 
County Quarterlies, and a trove of 
popular magazines dating from the 
‘30s, contains many artifacts that 
cannot be found on the internet. 
There is even an original psychiatric 
manual from the State Mental Hos­
pital. An old “card catalog” contains 
index cards filed for each object. [For 
another fun outing, you can visit the 
original Fulkerson Hardware store 
in Somis]

Museum exhibits include:
Two large maps — one of the 

original 1874 homesteads in “the 
forgotten triangle”, and the other 
of “The Gore” as it was surveyed 
in 1900, showing the names of the 
people we now recognize as city

A collection of memorabilia 

owned by Juan Camarillo (Adolfo’s 
other brother)

Artifacts and information about 
the 1880’s Scholle Ranch house and 
the Cawelti family farm near the 
early community of Springville.

Brochures for early housing 
tracts in the area, including Leisure 
Village.

Documents on how E.W. Daily’s

daughters started the Livingston 
Memorial Visiting Nurse Associa­
tion and St. John’s Hospital.

native Califor­
nia flora in sea­
son.

A WORD ON WINE By Don &
Barbara Senior

The Search for Balance in Wine

Tannin and acid are important 
characteristics of wine. They work 
together on the palette, creating 
a pleasing taste and mouthfeel. 
As the grapes ripen, the acidity 
level drops as the sugar level rises. 
Monitoring the grapes in the vine­
yard for sugar level and acidity (or 
Ph), the winemaker decides when 
to harvest the grapes.

Acids are sour and found in the 
pulp of the wine grape. They bring 
freshness and cause salivation. Too 
much acidity makes a wine seem 
tart and light, while too little acid­
ity makes a wine taste cloying and 
flabby. Throughout the fermentation 
process, acidity of the wine is moni­
tored as the winemaker balances it 
with the bitterness of tannins.

Tannins are extracted from the 
skins, stems, and seeds of the grapes 
as they cold soak in their own juice 
immediately after harvest. The 
amount of tannin extracted into the 
wine is determined by how much

time the juice spends in contact with 
the skins. By themselves, tannins 
cause an astringent, drying sensation 
at the back of the mouth. To taste 
tannin, brew a cup of black tea for 7 
minutes, then taste it. The bitterness 
and puckery feeling come from tan­
nins extracted from the tea leaves.

To experience how tannins 
and acids interact, try this. Take a 
glass of lemonade, an acidic drink, 
and a glass of tea, a tannic drink. 
Combine 1/3 of each to make 
an Arnold Palmer in a 3rd glass. 
Taste all three, ending with the 3rd 
glass. The Arnold Palmer is mel­
lower than either of its components 
because acids and tannin interact 
with your taste buds to create the 
sensation of balanced taste.

Some grapes are inherently more 
tannic than others. Some refer to 
red wines as “strong,” bringing to 
mind tannic wines like Cabernet 
Sauvignon or Syrah. But tannins 
aren’t always in your face. They can 
be supple and smooth, like Merlot, 
or finely integrated and light, like 
Pinot Noir. The Sextant Cabernet 
Sauvignon we tasted at the Decem­
ber Wine Club session was a great 
example of a perfect red wine - well 
balanced with a pleasant tannin 
backbone and delightful acidity.

Whatever your preference, don’t 
shy away from tannic wines. Trust 
the winemaker to get the right 
balance between tannin and acid. 
If your red wine is “puckery,” pair 
it with a steak or a creamy cheese 
like Port Salut or Brie. Each wine 
you taste adds to your palette’s 
memory, and if, one day, you find 
yourself savoring one of those 
“strong” wines, it will be partially 
due to a winemaker’s deft hand in 
balancing tannins with acidity.

The Great News: I learned 
Excels an old computer graphing 
program with columns and squares 
that will perform complicated 
math calculations; so I input all 
the foods I shouldn’t eat due to my 
High Cholesterol, Hypertension 
and the “Pandemic 9” (lbs I put on 
in the last 2 years.)

I added in all the quantities of 
foods and now I know exactly what 
I can eat. Isn’t that fabulous?

The Bad News: Water. That’s all 
I can have on this diet. Now I only 
need to figure out how to fry water.

The Dilemma: Do I eat what

push down a kale salad if I knew 
there was an order of onion rings 
waiting in the wings or some tofu 
if it smelled like French fries. These 
days, we’re creating in the lab soy

that tastes like chicken and pea 
protein with beet juice that looks 
like ground beef.

The Resolution: That’s it! — a 
smell implant. I implant the smells 
of my favorite foods into my nose, 
use a programmable remote so 
that I smell whatever it is I want 
to eat when I am eating what I 
don’t want to eat.

The “but wait:” Look at this, 
I’m saved. According to Insider. 
com, “In some cases, eating kale 
might not be as healthy as you 
think. It can interact with thyroid 
function because it contains pro- 
goitrin, which can interfere with 
thyroid hormone synthesis and 
essentially block the iodine your 
thyroid needs to function.”

The “meeting the Devil half 
way:” Kale is green and leafy, 
spinach is green and leafy and 
tastes a helluva lot better so here

we go. This is a little complicated since Dungeness crabs are usually 
but an incredible dish and timely plentiful this time of year.

PEA, SPINACH AND CRAB RISOTTO
2 tbs. olive oil for frying
2 small shallots, sliced
Arborio rice 12 oz
Garlic 2 cloves, chopped 
White wine 5 oz.
Chicken stock 37 oz.
Frozen baby peas 5 oz.
Parmesan cheese 2.5 oz, grated
2 pats low-fat butter 
Lemon 1/2 juiced

GREEN SAUCE
Spinach 7 oz.
Frozen baby peas 5 oz, defrosted
Extra-virgin olive oil 4 tbs

CRAB SALSA
Red onion 1/2 finely chopped 
Crabmeat 8 oz.
Dried red chili - 3 shakes
Flat-leaf parsley a handful, chopped 
Lemon 1/2 juiced

Step 1: Heat oil in a large heavy pan, 
fry the shallots on low until softened. 
Raise heat to medium, add rice and 
garlic, fry for 1 minute until rice is 
coated and turning translucent.
Step 2: Add wine (or use all stock), 
stirring all the time, letting it almost 
fully reduce. Slightly raise heat and 
slowly add stock, a ladle at a time, 
stirring regularly, only adding more 
once the last ladleful is absorbed.
Season.
Step 3: Meanwhile, put the spinach, peas, olive oil and 2 tablespoons 
of water in a blender or food processor. Blitz to a smooth sauce, add 
more water if required.
Step 4: When rice is nearly cooked (about 25 minutes), stir in the 
green sauce. Keep stirring the risotto for 10 minutes, then stir in 
the peas, butter, parmesan, lemon.. Simmer for 5 minutes until rice 
is tender.
Step 5: Mix together crab salsa ingredients. Spoon risotto into the 
bowl, top with crab salsa and a drizzle of olive oil. Serve with lemon 
wedges and parmesan.
