ESTIMADOS LECTORES:

Hoy hace 98 afos que el pueblo Mexica-
no, dentro y fuera del regazo de la Patria
Mexicana mantiene vivo el recuerdo de la
gloriosa jornada del 5 de Mayo de 1862, co-
mo un recuerdo de gratitud.

Compatriotas:

En el culto en que los pueblos libres,
rinden a sus grandes heroes muertos, a sus
glorioses redentores, consagrados por el
heroismo, y fuertes en el martirio, que en
las conquistas por la libertad, que en las

JOSE ANTONIO VILLAREAL, author of POCHO,
is a man who undoubtedly drew from his own personal
experiences in turning out his first novel.

Nine years ago, as an undergraduate at San Jose
State College, Mr. Villareal began to unfold the
story of a Mexican-American youth growing up in the
lush and fertile Santa Clara Valley.

""Jose Antonio Villareal's POCHO is a novel
which very vividly captures the frue and too often
saddening aspects of life among the early Mexican
populace of the Santa Clara Valley.

It is an interesting, easily understandable book,
and one which is almost certaln to find for itself o
niche in the hearts of all who have experienced first-
hand the tedious rigors and sometimes seemingly sen-
seless conflicts of agricultural labor, those who have
known the pangs of hunger, and those who have suff-
ered with the humiliating stigma of raclal bigotry.

POCHO was written by a man who knows well and
thoroughly understands the Mexican people, for he is
one of wus.

Big Bill led CSJ in every department of
play during the season just concluded and it
is conceivable that without the aggressive ex-
Lincoln High ace, the All Stars might have
wound up in the U.C.C. League cellar.

Moyers had all the moves required of an
outstanding cager and is also a fine reboun-
der.

Bill scored over 18 points per game even
though he was handicapped by teams ganging
up on him, knowing that without Moyers' sc-
oring touch, CSJ was dead.

Every player on our 1960 team was a
possibility for Player of The Year honors.

Jump shooting ace Dan Ortiz, the runn-
erup for MVP accolades, played heads-up
ball in every game on the Knights schedule
and his 20 and 25 foot jumpers were a very
important part of the Knights offensive.

Casa Maflana forward Larry Brady dis-
played a variety of shots which only Tabby
Perez could match. Brady's effectiveness
is hampered by his tendency to ''showboat'’
when his team pulls a few points ahead.

Tabby Perez, Knights guard, was our
Player of The Year in 1959 and might have
made it again had not an arm injury incurr-
ed halfway through the season, cramped his
point-producing skills.

Casa Maflana center Greg Rocha was one
of the tallest men in the loop and seemed to
play his best ball against the tougher clubs.

A SUMMARY OF THE 1960 SEASON

At the outset of league play late in Jan=
uary, The Knights were considered the top
team in the circuit and they were installed
as heavy favorites to go undefeated and take
the conference championship.

The Knights chances looked even better
as top-flight contender Casa Mafiana suffer-
ed an embarrasing 33-32 upset loss to Club
San Joaquin in the season opener.

The Knights took command of the loop at
the first opportunity, besting a determined
Club San Joaquin 56-49. Then they rolled
over San Felipe and Del Mar, setting up the

The Mafana players, inspired, and det-
ermined to spring an upset over the team
given the best chance of becoming the lst
undefeated team in UCC history, rose to the
occasion and defeated the Knights.

Both teams finished in a tie for lst in
the First Half of play.

In the 2nd half of the season there were
anxious moments for both teams. Each had
to play to the hilt to turn back a Club Del
Mar team which had nothing on paper, and
on the court proved themselves a very hard
to handle quintet.

Both C.M. and the Knights ran roughihod
over San Felipe and CSJ, setting up another
great battle in their second encounter of the
year, By this stage of the season Casa Ma-
fliana had been strengthened with the addi-
tion of San Jose City College's high scoring
guard Gerry Gilbert. Gilbert staged one of
the great offensive shows in the loop's his-
tory, tallying 31 points in leading C.M. to a
tight 7170 triumph.

Also, even at the
risk of a comprehensive insult against your
unsupported generalization, I must add that
the limitation of the audience to a serious,
intelligent, and cultivated American means
that ON THE BEACH must be regarded for
the present as an exceptional movie for ex-
ceptional people. I know that many others
share this interest and compunction, and
that they would eagerly take some trouble
to have it made clear.
