14, 1965 will mark a historical date in analy-
zing the California political picture.

THE
POLITICAL

During the past year we have seen the
extension of our State Welfare program to reach

more people. Requirements have been relax-
ed and the department offices and personne|

enlarged. The program in California is mam-
moth in scope, so much so that the relation-
ship between the current objectives of the
program and the resultant political orientation
of the recipients is an obvious threat to the
economic stability of our state, to the moral
wellbeing of our populace and now proposes
to destroy the noble purpose it is professed to
provide.

We have far passed the point where we
serving the needs of those who are truly qual-
ified recipients of public assistance. |t is not
serving to take from those in need and cater to
the weakness within others who fail to weigh
the merits of initiative and self-pride in their
proper balance. [t is counter to the religious
beliefs of every faith to destroy the supreme
gift that differentiates men from animal, and
it is just this that we have accomplished, with
the sanction of state, by the creation (mortal )
of a generation growing into adult recipeint-
hood. Yet there are those who lean back on
their comfortable crutch (or ecclesiastical se-
curity) and say that there will always be those
who will misuse any progrom from which they
can benefit themselves, and that this SMALL
number in reality is insignificant relative to
the abounding good of the program. This in
part is true: that part relating to the ever-
present misuse. However, that it encompasses
but a few - NO this is not true. Furthermore,
to the perspective of abounding good, again
NO this is not true. For it is indeed an injus-
tice to any being to remove the challenges of
reality and the initiatives so necessary to the
maturation processes of human development.
What foundation is there for a person to stand
on if abilities and strength of purpose are pro-
gressively destroyed and replaced. Upon what
can a value be placed when the basic funda-

|

mentals of survival are assumed and not exer=
cised. The results of this, an outreach beyond
those whose sustance of life is either perman-

ently or temporarily impaired, is manyfold,

In addition to the stratifying of society,
our welfare program is downgrading the reci-
pient directly. With respect to pharmaceutical
services it is beyond the realm of the present
program to treat medical patients. |t Isin
practice, a pacifying of conscience to point
to an impressive budget and restore the dig-
nity of larger and larger numbers of people
with proportionately lesser quality. |

As the benevolent arm of our great so-
ciety gathers in more from the ranks of pro=
ductivity, the prescription dollar must be
stretched even further. |t isa requirement of
the State of Cali fornia for pharmacists to fill
prescriptions for Public Assistance cases with
the cheapest products available. Many of the
facits of pharmaceutical manufacture which
insure the best medical care of o patient are
denied the welfare patient because the pro=
gram has been expanded beyond the purpose
of providing only in the absence of one's own
ability to be self sufficient. |s it dignity when
these people deserve only token notice?

The point at which the recipient is be-
ing served has not only been passed but is des-
cending to the depths of Public Detriment.
Until this month the formulary included non-
narcotic agents of analgesia. The chronically
ill whether a private patient or a welfare pa-
tient benefited alike in the addiction free
treatment of pain. This, however, is no longer
so. The deception of the public enacted this
past year as each elaboration of welfare bene-
fits was passed, carried the program further
into jeopardy. The solution to the problem of
supporting the now cumbersome and politically
motivated program was the inhuman one. Re-
move allbut the potentially addictive codeine
containing analgesics from the reach of the
welfare patient.

Since the freq ancy of need for anal-
gesics is, relative to other medications, quite
high, and since the codeine containing pre-
parations are less than one half the cost of the
non-narcotic agents this makes feasable the
encompassing of even more people into medi-
ocracy through continuing liberalization of the
Public Assistance program.

This has to stop. Ours is a country built
by hard work and pride. Greatness is never
legislated, and pride cannot be received. |t
is only through individual effort that we can
continue to advance. A pride in our welfare

programs can only be developed through true
concern over provision in the absence of abi-
