As part of the cultural program pre-
sented by Student Initiative, SI is offering to
of San Jose State and to the community a se-
ries of lectures concerning the progress of
the Mexican-American, The following report
summarizes this series.

Many of the people of California and
throughout the United States are unfamiliar
with the smatterings of progress of the Me-
xican-American, I say smatterings only be-
cause this progress is not concentrated in
one area of the country. You find strikes in
Delano reverberated by strikes in Texas,
(Mexican-Americans seeking better wages
for their labor); intellectual consolidation
counteracted by global distribution, disallow=-
ing for a massive collaboration and institu-
tion of ideas; political fortification restrained
because the minority of Mexican-American
students formulate but disband due to lack of
community support and leadership.

The following four lectures will cover
these topics,

The first lecture to be presented was
Thursday, October 13, and featured Dr, Er-
nesto Galarza, Consultant for the Ford Foun-
dation and author of the controversial book
on the bracero labor problem, The Mer-
chants of Labor, Dr, Galarza will review the
generalities of the Mexican-American move-
ment, answering the question, the theme of
the lecture series, "Is there really a Mexi-
can-American Movement''? This lecture se-
ries is intended to convey the contemporary
status of the vital issues which confront the
Mexican-American,

The second lecture on Tuesday, Nov.
22, will be given by Mr, Albert Pinon on"The
Power Base of the Mexican-American', Mr.
Pinon, National President of the grass roots
Community Services Organization and a na-
tionally recognized spokesman for the Mexi-
can-American people will discuss the soli-
darity and power commanded by the major

Mexican~- American organizations in South-
western United States,

Thursday, Dec, 22, Mrs, Dolores
Huerta, fiery co-leader of the Delano strike
will discuss the scope of the farm-labor
struggle and its impact on a Mexican-Ameri-
can movement as a whole, Her topic is ""The
Rise of the Mexican-American Farm Work-
er',

Finally, Dr. Octavio Romano, R e-
search Anthropologist at the University of
California at Berkeley will speak on Thurs-
day, Jan, 12, Noted exponent of progressive
thought within the Mexican-American com-
munity, Dr. Romano will discuss a program
to consolidate and expand the gains of the
Mexican-American, His topic is "Blueprint
for Mafiana",

All of these lectures have been sche-
duled for Concert Hall at SJSC at 3:30,

Assistant Professor of History at San
Jose State, Dr. Robin Brooks, has been a SI
Advisor for the past year,

Receiving his doctorate from the Uni-
versity of Rochester in 1964, Dr. Brooks has
taught at Cal State, Hayward, and at the Ro-
chester Institute of Technology.

A native of New York City, Dr. Brooks
is married and has two sons., His wife, who
also has a Ph.D., is a biophysicist at Stan-
ford.

When asked why he consentedto serve
as advisor to SIL, Sr, Brooks said, "Last sum-
mer I workedin West Oakland in Core with a
group interested in organizing the minority
classes, It was our ideal to help give the poor
people a sense of their own power, a sense of
how to helpthemselves, As an advisor to Stu-
dent Initiative, I feel I can give of what little
knowledge I have gained from those expe-

riences to this group,"

A recent ethnic survey of the Alum
R ock schools reveals a heavy (40%) Spanish
surname student population, In the 23 schools
in the district there are 6,976 Anglo stu-
dents, 5,371 Spanish surname, 972 Negro and
373 Oriental,

In some schools there is a majority
enrollment of Spanish surname students,
Schools where the enrollment is over 50%
Spanish surname in comparison to Anglo en-
rollment are Arbuckle 289 to 247, Coniff 254
to 163, Goss 330 to 208, Hubbard 266 to 264,
Mathson 562 to 275, Mayfair 437 to 145, Mil-
ler 260 to 193 and Painter 166 to 120,

A shocking statistic is the fact that
out of 534 teachers there are only 14 with a
Spanish surname, There are more Negro (26)
and Oriental (42) teachers than Spanish sur-
name,

Out of 31 Principals and Assistant
Principals thereis only 1with a Spanish sur-
name,

There are no Mexican-Americans on
the school board of the district,

It appearsto be a matter of a common
sense thatthe school district officials should
mount an all out recruitment program for
Spanish surname teachers. The point is not
that Mexican-Americanteachers make better
teachers for Mexican-American students but
certainly from the standpoint of creating a
hridge between parents and teachers the Spa-
nish speaking teachers can be of great value
in parent conferences and in the parents re-
lating more to the programs of the schools,
Since most Mexican-American teachers have
heen exposed to the problems of the Spanish
speaking and know the language and culture
of the students and parents they can be of
great help in the cducational program. It is
a fact that parents with difficulty in speaking
English would find it much easier to commu=-
nicate with teachers and school officials that
speak the language,

With a 40% Spanish surname enroll-
ment in the Alum Rock school district and a
30% Spanish surname enrollment in the East-
side Union School District the Spanish speak-
ing people that live in these particular dist-
ricts should make a concerted effort to elect
Spanish speaking representatives tothe school
boards. In all of the East side school dist-
rictsthere is not one single Mexican-Ameri-
can on the school boards,

Eastside Union High School District
Superintendent Frank Fiscalini has shown
great concern aboutthe ethnic distribution of
of students in the schools, A grant has been
receivedto study the problem with the possi-
bility of building a big educational park that
would draw students froma larger area. The
trend now is for neighborhood elementary and
high schools, This is a subject that required
much study before major decisions are made,

It disturbs me to no end the crass
commercialism which has been allowed to
take over our holidays. Is nothing sacred
anymore? What justification can be given us
for the premature Christmas decorating of
our city streets in San Jose.

Once there was a time when the
Christmas Season was distinguishable from
Thanksgiving Day. But in recent years the
Christmas Season has come to precede
Thanksgiving Day, and all for the love of
money instead of love for the Lord. The pro-
fit motive has replaced Thanksgiving, greed
has replaced love, Our city's merchants dis-
respectfully exploit our holidays tothe extent
of prolonging them, our elected city officials
condone it, and worse,we accept it!

I'm all for decoratingthe city streets
when they are used to instill the Xmas spirit
and not to entice customers, Of course the
Xmas decorations beautify the city and are
enjoyable to look at, but, in mid-November ?
This is ridiculous!

LOW-INCOME HOUSING

The housing authority of the City of
SanJose is ESPECIALLY seeking families of
1to 4 persons, who need one andtwo bedroom
apartments, to file their applications for
housing, These families must be low-income,
Moreover, a single person applying for hous-
ing only for himself must be handicapped,
disabled, or at least 62 years of age.

The housing program operates simply,
Apartments and homes owned by private part-
ies are leased by the housing authority of San
Jose which in turn rents these places tothose
applicants who are qualified.

For a person or family to qualify,
they must have lived the past 2 years conti-
nuously in San Jose. Any residence spent in
SanJose before that time DOES NOT COUNT!
A person or family to be accepted for consi-

deration to housing must have a COMBINED
family income which is less than the sums in
the following schedule:

No. of Max, Income
Persons Limit
1 $3000
2 $3400
3 $3800
4 $4200

The rent charged to a person or fam-
ily is determined by the amount of income
they receive. The difference between what
one can pay and the actual rent due on the
apartment is paid by the housing authority.
For instance, suppose the housing authority
leases an apartment at $75 per month and the
family placed there can afford to pay only
$50, In this case the housing authority will
make up the $25 difference. Rents are paid
1 month in advance and are due the lst day of
each month at the office of the housing au-
thority. There is a cleaning deposit charged
at admission.

Placement is NOT immediate. Appli-
cations are made through a personal inter-
view, It will probably take 3 weeks or more
from the date that the application is filed to
be placed, as all information given at the in-
terview must be checkedout. To make an ap-
pointment for an interview, call the Housing
Authority, 292-3141 extension 747, and ask
for Miss Jennie Olmos. She will give you an
appointment date., You will be interviewed in
English or Spanish by myself or my co-work-
er Mrs, Charlyn Bowlds. The offices of the
Housing Authority are located at 447 North
First Street and are open Monday through
Friday from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.
