Also, EMI Latin, has
established a new scholarship
program honoring the memory
of Selena.

The EMI/Selena Scholarship
Program will assist Hispanic
students by awarding ten $2,500
scholarships each year.

The one year anni-
versary of the passing
of Selena was bitter-.

Tejano
radio stations aired
special tributes, while
the San Antonio Express
ran four-day memorial
editions. Everywhere
there was a reminder of
the bigger than-life
Selena.

Attendance more than
doubled from the
previous year at the 16th
Annual Tejano Music
Awards in anticipation
of a fabulous tribute.
After all, this was her
swan-song, technically
the last award show she
would be eligible to
receive recognition.

And outside the popular Hard Rock Cafe
there is a gold star with Selena's name,
similar to those in Hollywood's walk of
fame. The number one attraction there is
the sparkling white evening gown she
wore in the "No Me Quiera Mas" video.

My wife Lydia and I decided to travel
to Corpus Christi for a Selena ptlgrim-
age. The drive is only 2 and 1/2 hours
from San Antonio. Ironically, the
weather in Corpus was similar to the day
when Selena was shot— grey and
gloomy as we turned onto Navigation
Boulevard.

Just as it looks on TV, the now infa-
mous Days Inn Hotel is an instant
reminder of the cold blooded killer.
Management has changed the room
number 158 to disguise the room rented
by the woman convicted of Selena's

murder.

I couldn't help but imagine Selena
running frantically by the poolside. We
seemed to stand out as residents glanced
at us knowing why we were there.

The famous Selena Boutique is set
up like a shrine to the star. Displayed on
the racks are stylish clothes and simple
T-shirts with incredibly high price-tags;
why not, they carry her name. It seemed
if at any moment she would walk-in.

Surprisingly, the Molina district of
Corpus is not the best of neighborhoods.
When reports claim that Selena was of
the people, they weren't kidding. There
is no trace that their most famous citizen
lived in a modest house on the block. To
find her home, pilgrims would have to
know the exact address or recognize the
home from news coverage like we did.

Our last stop was at the grave site
at Seaside Memorial.

A black-marble tombstone marks
the final resting place of the popular
singer. It simply reads "Selena" in her
trademark cursive.

There is a small wire fence which
surrounds the grave that has obviously
been jumped due to the number of
footprints on the other side.

March, organiz-
ers of Campaign
’96 are prepar-
ing for the first
ever national
rally of Latinos to the steps of the
Capitol—the same place where, last year,
a small group of politicos declared a
Contract on America.

While the recent march of African
American men was a ritual of atonement,
Latinos say their march to Washington in
October 96 must be a rite of affirmation,
to “welcome ourselves to America.”

“If nobody else will welcome us, we
will welcome ourselves,” says Juan Jose
Gutierrez, national coordinator of
“Coordinadora *96—Campaign ’96.”

And it must be a march of families
and in the tradition of Dr. Martin Luther
King Jr., who always said the civil rights
movement was fundamentally a spiritual
movement.

“The purpose of the march is to affirm
that we are part of the American family,
not bastard children,” says Gutierrez.

Government statistics show that urban
Latinos generally suffer the same socio-
economic conditions as urban African
Americans. In addition, they must also
contend with anti-immigrant hysteria and
an attack against their language and
culture, evidenced by the English-only
movement. This, despite the fact that
more than 95 percent of Latinos, includ-
ing many whose roots predate Columbus,
are U.S. citizens and permanent resi-
dents, not undocumented immigrants.

Commenting on the recent march,
Roberto Maestas, executive director of
Seattle’s El Centro de La Raza commu-
nity center, says: “It was an amazing
statement. America is a ticking time
bomb. It must confront its racism, or pay
a price.

“In 1996, we need to send America
another message—to fulfill its commit-

ment to all Americans.”

What the march showed us, says
Sylvia Puente, director of public policy
and advocacy for Chicago’s Latino
Institute, is that America’s fixation on
immigrants has been a subterfuge to
avoid dealing with the nation’s racial and
social divide. The scapegoating of
immigrants has allowed the nation to
avoid dealing with America’s real
problems.

Contrary to the historic myth that
Latinos are passive, last year, more than
a million people spontaneously protested
California’s anti-immigrant Proposition
187. The protests climaxed with a
150,000-strong march in front of Los
Angeles City Hall that included a cross
section of the Latino community, from
Jjunior high school students to teachers to
Mexican rodeo and social clubs.
Throughout the 1980s, Central Ameri-
cans across the country marched to halt
U.S. intervention in their homelands.
Similarly, the Cuban community brought
Miami to a standstill earlier this year
when they protested the incarceration of
Cuban refugees in Guantanamo Bay.

“We’re under attack. We’re at war,”
says Pedro Aviles, director of the Latino
Civil Rights Task force in Washington
D.C, who led a contingent of Latinos at
the recent march. The Salvadoran leader
promises 100,000 Latinos from the D.C.,
Maryland and Virginia areas, saying that
the march should appeal to the broad and
diverse Latino communities that include
Central Americans, Mexicans, Mexican
Americans, Puerto Ricans, Dominicans
Cubans — all Latinos — whether
Democrat or Republican.

Affirming that we are part of
America resonates with Latinos on the
East Coast, says Marta Moreno Vega,
founder of the Caribbean Cultural Center
in New York City. Caribbean Latinos,
particularly Puerto Ricans—who are U.S.
citizens—are the victims of American
society’s perception that they are not real
Americans.

To stage a successful gathering, says
Moreno Vega, “Latinos need to embrace
their own native roots and African
roots—it should be in solidarity with the
African American community.” And, she
adds, “We have to go as families.”

While many Latino men are in prison and
the youth are killing each other, says
Moreno Vega, the women are also
suffering.

A march involving Latinos must not
focus on waiting for the government to
solve our problems, but serve as a
spiritual reflection of who we are, says
Gloria Romero, a scholar and activist
from California State University in Los
Angeles. “We have to look at our own
bigotry, our own self-hatred and our own
hatred of immigrants. We need to look at
our own house.”

Sylvia Puente of the Latino Institute
concurs. Organizing around personal
responsibility is key to dealing with our
community’s problems, including youth
gangs. “We must teach the youth that
genocide is not the answer.”

Sofia Martinez, a member of the
Southwest Organizing Project in Albu-
querque, adds that the march must be

»
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multiracial and “It has to be against
racism. And while we must focus on
ourselves, whites must also focus on their
own racism.”

Although many say Latinos do not
have leaders who can rally hundreds of
thousands of Latinos to the nation’s
capital, Gutierrez disputes this. “We do
have leaders of tremendous stature—
they’re just not recognized by the
media.”

While many Latino and Latina leaders
possess moral leadership and have made
sacrifices equal to those of Rosa Parks or
Coretta Scott King, a conspiracy of
silencing by the media has kept them out
of the national consciousness.

The truth is, the march in *96 will
succeed due to the efforts of thousands of
tireless people who have dedicated their
lives to improving the lives of Latinos
and all people.

And until this nation fully embraces
and welcomes Latinos as true Americans
and full human beings, there will always
be a need to march.

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o Officer's Treatment Unjust

LOS ANGELES—Watching
the video of Riverside, Calif.
Sheriffs officers beating on
defenseless individuals, it's
difficult to contain the anger.

Those beaten were not illegal
aliens, but human beings. In
fact, their legal status is irrel-
evant.

The anger I have stems from
the fact that once again, the
beatings point to the contempt
that law enforcement officers
have for Latinos and African-
Americans.

The beatings clearly show
what many of us have been
saying for many years; that as
far as law enforcement.is con-
cerned, black and brown people
are considered less than subhu-
man.

Enough is enough.

If not for the video, the police
reports would have read that a
bunch of illegal alien criminals
had assaulted some law-abiding
officers.

And despite the video, we still
treat the victims as criminals
and the criminals as victims.
Most people ask how this is
possible.

If the situation had been
reversed — if Latinos had
assaulted the officers — they
would have been arrested on
the spot, jailed and held without
bail. They, of course, would
most likely have been beaten
by other officers, if not killed.

In this case, the officers are
on a paid administrative leave.
In other words, for viciously
beating on human beings, the
officers are on paid vacation.

What does this tell us? The
life of a Mexican, the life of a
brown or black person is not
worth the same as white police
officers.

We've always known this. And
the world witnessed it with the
showing of the Rodney King-
beating video.

Yet, nothing changes.

I maintain that this dehum-
anization of Latinos and Afri-
can-Americans is not restricted
to law enforcement officers.

For the past five years,
politicians, especially in Cali-
fornia, have been busy blaming
all of the state's problems on
immigrants. In the last couple
of years, that blame game has
gone national. Gov. Pete
Wilson's campaign has now

been picked up by Pat Bucha-
nan, Newt Gingrich and Sen.
Bob Dole.

And even though only appr-
oximately one-quarter of un-
documented immigrants enter
through the southern border,
illegal aliens has become syn-
onymous with Mexican or
Central American.

When speaking of the com-
plex issue of international
immigration, the politicians
don't factor human beings into
the equation, only illegal aliens.
And in this context, all Latinos
are suspect and all Latinos have
become subhuman.

In this incident, before we
indict the officers, let's also
indict the politicians who have
made this behavior acceptable.

SAGINAW—Fred Ortiz Jr. agrees
that car salespeople often get a bad rap as
being wheelers and dealers.

High School in 1975, Ortiz also found
employment at a automotive plant.

was a big letdown."

Like many who were laid off, Ortiz
fled to Texas. In Corpus Christi he

Then one day he met a guy who told

him about selling cars. There in the
beautiful gulf mecca of Corpus Christi,
Ortiz began his career as a professional
sales associate.

Judrez, en la que se basa la politica exte-
rior Mexicana. Y asi como nuestro pais
respeta las politicas, las leyes y a los
ciudadanos de otras naciones, México
espera el mismo respeto.

En el estado Norte Americano de Cali-
fornia, parece ser que este respeto, a veces,
no se da y menos hacia los imigrantes
indocumentados que cruzan la frontera
buscando el llamado suefio Americano y
lo que algunos encuentran son golpes,
maltratos, insultos y la violacién a sus
derechos humanos.

Esto es lo que sucedi6 en el Condado de
Riverside, en California, a Laura Vasquez
y Enrique Funes. Ellos viajaban en una
camioneta por la autopista luego de haber
cruzado de manera ilegal la frontera
NorteAmericana. Ellos viajaban junto con
otras 17 personas a exceso de velocidad,
tratando de escapar de la policia.

Los policias lograron detener la

camioneta -y los indocumentados
comenzaron a correr, pero tres de ellos se
quedaron atrds cuando llegé la policfa.
Esperaban solo ser detenidos y deportados,

_pero lo que dos de ellos recibieron, fué

una tremenda golpiza. "Me golpeardén peor
que a un animal," dijo Laura Vasquez desde
la cama de un hespital donde era atendida
por las lesiones recibidas de mano de los
policias. Ella también dijo, "Pensé que
me ivan a matar."

Los hechos todos los conocemos, pero

también lo que conocemos es un video, -

que fué tomado desde un helicoptero que
grabé la golpiza completa. Cuando vi el
video por primera vez, me senti sumamente
apenado por estas personas, pero también
agrabiado, por que ilegales o no, ellos
tienen derechos como seres humanos,
mismos derechos que deben de ser
respetados a toda costa y en todo pafs.

Como mencino al principio de esta nota,
como Mexicano respeto ampliamente las
leyes NorteAmericanas y las desiciones
de este pais como nos gusta que respeten
las nuestras. No me atreveria en ningtn
momento a questionar la politica interna o
las leyes de un pafs en el que estoy de
visita. Pero lo que vimos en el video y el
atentado a los derechos humanos cometido
hacia estos Méxicanos, asi como las
reacciones y explicaciones posteriores a la
golpiza, me ha hecho hacer algunas
reflecciones.

Estoy totalmente de acuerdo que estos
Mexicanos rompieron la ley de imigracion,
que se resistieron al arresto, que ivan a
exceso de volocidad, etc. Le correspone a
las autoridades decidir sobre las sanciones,
pero la policia no es la autoridad que juzga
y castiga. La policia solo tiene que arrestar
y entregar a los delincuentes, y una corte
es quien juzga. En este caso la policia
detubo a los indocumentados, que esa si es
su responsabilidad. Pero allf mismo los
juzgd, los declar6 culpables y los castigo.
Con la justificacién de que los ilegales,
habian roto la ley. El unabomber también
rompi6 la ley, y no la de imigracion; el
maté a personas inocentes y en ningun
momento vi que un policia lo golpeara
"por que habia roto la ley:" Eso que la
policia aplique justicia por su propia mano,
solo sucede en las dictaduras, no en las
democracias.

El comisionado de la policia
Californiana, fué cuestionado sobre este
hecho en diferentes ocasiones y el dijo que
lo que sucede es que los policias estaban
en una situacién de mucho stress por la
persecusion y por eso golpearon como
animales a los Mexicanos. A mi se me
hace absurdo, que un policfa que estd en
constante peligro y que sabe que tiene que
dar su vida por defender a los ciudadanos,
no pueda controlar el stress.

Yo admiro y respeto mucho a la policia
(la bien intencionada, claro.). Por que no
cualquiera, tiene ese sentido patriético de
dar la vida por otra persona. Pero el stress
es parte de su vida diaria, y si un‘policia no
sabe controlar su stress, aunque tenga
mucho sentido patridtico, no sirve como

policia, o por lo menos, necesita mucha
capacitacion, al igual que aquellos que
piensen que el stress justifica la violencia.
Como el mismo Comisionado de la policia
de California.

También habra que analizar el ambiente
que se vive en Estados Unidos. En este
momento, que es temporada de elecciones,
todos los problemas se resaltan y se hacen
mas ng)torios por la carrera presidencial.
Pero a mi manera de ver, el hecho de que
los politicos hallan tomado la bandera de
imigracion como una de las armas
politicas favoritas de la temporada elec-
toral, también ha contribuido a crear un
ambiente dificil para el tema de
imigracién. Yo no cuestiono a los
politicos NorteAmericanos, pero en
verdad espero que esta situacion, no solo
quede en una "preocupacion,” si no que
entiendan que si van a usar el tema de
imigracion, lo utilizen de una manera
objetiva y no con odio y sugiriendo que la
imigracion ilegal es la causa de todos los
problemas.

Asi es, "El respeto al derecho ajeno es
la paz," y ésto no lo digo textulmente
hablando, no quiero decir que si nos
golpean, hay que regresar el golpe. Lo
que digo es que si uno quiere ser respetado,
debe de respetar. ;Que respeto nos puede
merecer un policia que no respeta los
derechos mas bdsicos de una persona?
. Que son los derechos humanos que todos
tenemos? Respetemos, para ser
respetados, ese es el fondo- de nuestra
politica exterior y espero que los politicos
y la policia de California adopten esta
actitud y con esto, seran respetados.

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Immunize By Two. It's Easy To Do!

LANSING—Whenever I look at my
three baby daughters, Hannah, Madeleine
and Margaret, I realize how lucky I am to
have the good fortune of being able to
hold healthy, bouncing babies. It just
tears my heart when I think about fragile
children fighting the battles of their lives
against such diseases as hepatitis B and
whooping cough.

In 1995, Michigan reported 101 cases
of pertussis (whooping cough), which
was one of the largest number of cases
reported since 1971. A large increase in
cases of measles also occurred during
1989 and 1990. In 1990 alone, nearly
500 Michigan children were infected
with measles. What concerns me is that
these diseases and several others are
preventable through proper and timely
immunizations. .

The Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention (CDC) released a nationwide
survey just last month which reported
that only 63 percent of Michigan two-
year-olds are fully immunized. The
_ nationwide average is 75 percent. I
cannot emphasize enough the need for
parents to understand that their children

should be fully immunized before age

two. Our goal is to increase Michigan's
immunization levels to at least 90% as
soon as possible.

The diseases that children are vacci-
nated against include diphtheria, whoop-
ing cough, tetanus, polio, measles,
mumps, chicken pox, rubella, Hemophi-
lus influenza type b (a type of meningitis,
and hepatitis B.

A child averages 10 visits to a health
care provider before age two. It takes
only five visits to be fully immunized.
So why aren't our most vulnerable little
citizens getting the vaccinations they
need? The Michigan Department of

Community Health (DCM) has pointed
out many barriers, including the lack of
understanding about the need to vacci-
nate children early. Other barriers
include missed opportunities during
routine health care visits, as well as the
ability to pay for vaccines.

Low-income parents need to know
that cost is not a barrier. DCH provides

vaccines free to local health departments

and physicians, and the cost of adminis-
tering the vaccines is covered by Medic-
aid for those who are eligible.

Michigan has several initiatives
underway to address other issues. Many
of these initiatives involve partnerships
between the public and private sectors.
They include:

® Development of local or regional
tracking and recall systems that identify
children who are not fully immunized
and notify their parents that further
vaccinations are needed.

@ Development of a program that
prepares volunteers to educate parents
and others about the importance of
having babies fully immunized. The
program will be a partnership of the
Michigan State University Cooperative
Extension Service and DCH.

® A public information campaign to
encourage parents to check with their
physician at each visit to make sure their
baby's immunizations are up to date. The
campaign is a collaborative project of the
Michigan Association of Broadcasters,
the Michigan Association of Local Public
Health, the statewide network of Blue
Care Network - HMOs, and DCH.
Television, radio, and print annopnce-
ments feature my girls and several other
Michigan children. The campaign also

includés previously produced announce-
ments featuring Grammy
Award winner Anita Baker.

These are just a few of the many
efforts that are being implemented to
increase immunization levels. But we
must all play our part, especially parents.
Love alone won't protect children. Early
immunization results in healthier chil-
dren, lower risk of infectious disease and
death, and a more stable social environ-
ment for children and families.

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oseph V. Diaz was

a pioneer and friend

to equal rights and

justice for all people.

In 1928, when education took a

back seat to employment within

Hispanic communities, Diaz per-

sisted in obtaining a high school
diploma.

In his lifetime, he fought to
benefit migrant workers, union
members and civic organizations,
by utilizing his diploma against
irresponsible social norms of his
generation. In his mind, educa-
tion was the key to seizing the
"American Dream" and it became
his legacy.

José Vicente Precedes del
Amparo Diaz was born in the
mountainous region of Huandac-
areo, in the state of Michoacan in
1907, the son of Senobio and
Cecilia Diaz.

During these early years of
the 20th century, Mexico was un-
der an unstable government. Pov-
erty was rampant and all too real,
producing bandits and zealots that
roamed across the villages, forc-
ing an influx of refugees to leave
their beloved homeland. The
Mexican Revolution had taken
hold and no one was immune
from its devastation.

Diaz's father knew they had
to leave Mexico and trek north to
the land where freedom rings.
Along with his parents, sister
Cruz, and brother Esteban, Diaz
crossed the border legally as a
political refugee, in El Paso,
Texas, on May 15, 1919. A new
life was to begin.

By 1925, labor recruiters came
to Texas from the state of Michi-
gan. They were in search of naive
refugees who would work sugar
beet fields, promising them
"fields of gold" — money. Later

the family realized that were vic-
timized.  Esteban, years later
would write: "The five days (by
train) it took us to reach Michi-
gan we ate nothing but pork and
beans and dried moldy bread... I
could not understand why there
was so much prosperity in this
nation and here we were, brought
to Michigan like cattle in box cars
and our living quarters were like
chicken coops."

Eventually, the family arrived
in Saginaw around 1927, by then
Diaz had grasped the fundamen-
tals of the English language,
reading, writing and arithmetic
came easy. Although the odds
were against him, his tenacious
personality supported the belief
that one day he would hold his
own diploma. The reality of his
determination came true when on
June 28, 1928, at the age of 21,
Joseph V. Diaz became the first
Mexican to graduate from Sagi-
naw High School.

In 1930, he married Odelia
Rosas and from this union came

three daughters: Anita, Angela
and Elizabeth.

In the 1940's, he became-a
U.S: citizen and set out to help
the Mexican people. Many in-
come tax papers of the Mexican
community were filed by Diaz.
People trusted in his ability know-
ing that he was the only Mexican
Notario (a notary public), there-
fore, they felt he earned their re-
spect and would utilize his ac-
complishments to their benefit.

In 1945, along with eleven
other men he helped organize La
Union Civica Mexicana, the first
Mexican organization in Saginaw,
and soon was elected its presi-
dent. To hear his public speeches
on education, as well as the Mexi-
can Revolution, confirmed the
belief that he was a man ahead of
his time.

A few years later, Diaz, along
with Monsignor Harold Bolton,
brought forth the St. Joseph
Catholic Federal Credit Union.

The precursor to today's Catholic

Federal Credit Union.

Diaz was also instrumental in
the development of Saginaw's
Union Local 688. In the 1950's,
he was elected as a Committee
Man At Large by the members
and excelled in public relations
throughout the plant. =~ When
asked if he remembered Joseph
Diaz, fellow cohort and former
Mayor of Saginaw, Henry
Nickleberry, had kind words:

"Joe Diaz was very intelligent
and extremely progressive. He
was a strong trade unionist, a
leader who was concerned about

the people he
worked with. A
person who I tried
to emulate. We
both tried to accom-
plish the same
goals. Joe was a
part of a group of
people who made
history in the early
days of the Union
to bring social dig-
nity and justice to
the people; to bring about the
benefits that shop workers are
familiar with today." Nickle-
berry also added; "Anything
said about Joe Diaz would be
too modest."

Diaz continued to work in the
Grey Iron Foundry until 1957,
when he suffered the first of
three heart attacks. He was just
50 years old when forced into
disability and ev-entually retire-
ment. Still, he stayed actively
involved with the Union; espe-
cially by campaigning in the
presidential election of 1960.
Local 668 supported John F.
Kennedy and so did Joseph V.
Diaz. He believed in "the voice
of the people,” and set out to
push the Mexican vote!

Diaz traveled back and forth
from Mexico in his later years
and in February of 1971, at the
age of 63, he passed away in a
hospital in San Luis Potos{ from
emphysema. He never intended
on permanently staying.

Education was the constant
in the life of this pioneer and
higher education was what he

wished for all his grandchildren.
His promotion of schooling was
legendary within his family and
his legacy does live on. Today,
several of Joe Diaz's grandchil-
dren, nieces and nepheWs have
earned their bachelor degrees in
different fields of study.

From the mountainous region
of Michoacan, Mexico, to the
Great Lake State of Michigan,
through the struggles and joys,
Joseph V. Diaz had come a long
way since his days in Huandac-
areo. This political refugee un-
derstood that in this country, edu-
cation would bring forth many
opportunities that would benefit
him and his people.

UNIVERSITY CENTER—Of all
the many talented artists that Mexico has
produced, Diego Rivera has had the
greatest influence on the people of .
Michigan. Born in Guanajuato and
educated in Mexico City and Europe, he
achieved world wide fame for his large
mural paintings depicting the political
and social development of the Mexican
people from the pre-Hispanic period
through the conquest and revolution to
modern times. , :

In 1932 Edsel Ford, chairman of the
Detroit Arts Commission and president
of the Ford Motor Company, invited
Rivera to come to Detroit to create two
large murals for the garden court of the
Detroit Institute of Arts. The murals,
entitled Detroit Industry, would glorify
Michigan's industrial achievement and
especially Ford's huge River Rouge
manufacturing complex.

Rivera had long been fascinated by
machinery. He believed that technology
would free working - people and provide
for the material needs of all. The Detroit
commission provided the opportunity to
show the manufacturing process: raw

1aterials extracted from the earth,

Diego Rivera's Legacy in Detroit

transformed from their primitive state
into complex modern machines serving
the needs of humanity.

While working on the murals, Rivera
became concerned about the welfare of
Detroit's Hispanic community. Many
had migrated north hoping for jobs in the
automobile industry, but 1932 was the
depth of the Great Depression and jobs
were scarce. Some were stranded. They
had used all of their savings and had no
means of returning to their native land.
Rivera, seeing their plight, paid for their
return passage to Mexico and made it
possible for them to have a second
chance.

As Edsel Ford had hoped, the largest
and most complex of the murals are
devoted to the automobile industry. The
north wall represents the production of
the 1932 Ford V8 engine and transmis-
sion. The steel making process moves
from blast furnace to ingots and rolled
billets. Molds are made and engine
blocks are cast, honed and drilled. The
representations of workers are actually
portraits of Rivera's assistants and the
friends he made in Michigan.

The south wall is devoted to the
manufacture of the automobile's exterior.
Body parts are stamped from huge sheets

Many
students will even benefit by sitting
-around and discussing ideas and
solutions with each other.

Memorization is a key in some
subjects for success, but it is definitely
not the key in math. Do not copy and
memorize answers. You will never
understand the road to getting to an
answer and will only become frustrated,
gaining little interest and little
understanding. Be sure to ask questions
of the teacher. This will help you build
connections.

Lack of time is probably the number
one cause of math failure. Give yourself
plenty of time to study, making math
your first subject to tackle every night.
Careless mistakes will lead to wrong
answers. Be sure to read problems
carefully, vocalizing each problem..
Above all, make sure to read
DIRECTIONS carefully.

Math produces for many people
nothing but anxiety. If you are having
problems, recognize it and get help
quickly. Ignoring the problems will only
lead to frustration and failure. The trick
is to make a connection between abstract
generalizations and your experience.

Although the award show is the high-
light of "Fiesta Tejana," TTMA officials
estimate that activities leading up to the
ceremony bring in $12 million to the city.
The Tejano fanfare itself, which allows
fans to meet their favorite stars, drew
more than 12,000 people.

Several outdoor concerts, delicious
fajitas, along with pure Texas-style
hospitality make this annual granddaddy
event worthy of any Tejano music fan's
presence.

Here's a short
explanation:

In April of 1862, French troops began
to march from Veracruz to Mexico City.
Much to their astonishment, they were
met by fierce resistance. On May 5, they
were surprisingly defeated at Puebla by a

small Mexican army. This battle of Cinco
de Mayo has forever been commem-
orated as one of Mexico's greatest
victories, because although the Mexican
army was small and ill-equipped, they
still defeated the large French invaders.
