Mexican Naval Aviators
Train at Naval Air

Station Alameda

Chief of Naval Operations Admiral E.
Zumwalt has authorized twelve Mexican
naval aviators to participate in a familiariza-
tion program with United States Navy Fleet
Tactical Support Squadron Thirty. The au-
thorization is in response to Vice Adminal
Humberto Utrribes’ request.

The pilots will train for three months with
the squadron familiarizing themselves with
aircraft operations without cost to the United
States as all costs are being borne by the
Mexican government.

The first four pilots arrived on the eighth
of August and immediately became an inte-
gral part of VR-30. CDR. H. O. Flom, com-
manding officer of the squadron, stated that
the pilots will be given an opportunity to
work with all departments. He says thac this
will allow the Mexican pilots to have an op-
portunit to learn and receive a thorough un-
derstanding of the mission and organization
of Fleet Tactical Support Squadron Thirty.

The detachment presently engaged in
training consists of three naval aviators and
one marine aviator. They are Teniente Ni-
casio Gracida who is the senior officer in
the detachment. He was born in Tehuante-
pec, Oaxaca, and now resides in Vera Cruz.
Teniente Gracida upon graduating from the
Heroica Naval Academy spent three years in

canos” can take advantage of while in school
or in normal employment.

Lt. Sanchez is employed by the Santa Clara
County Juvenile Probation Department. Up-
on attending a two week cruise at the Career
Counseling School at New Orleans Lt. San-
chez found that the Mexican American com-
munity was not looking into the naval pro-
grams that can provide educational oppor-
tunities in trades as well as a college educa-
tion whether in the service or upon release.

COORS BOYCOTT

Coors, a $62 million a year beer industry,
has long run their brewery along racist and
anti-union lines. Eighteen out of twenty-one
building trades locals boycott Coors beer for
its anti-union practices. Twenty-three sepa-
rate Chicano organizations boycott Coors for
its racist policies.

Coors and its major subsidaries are located
in the Denver area. Chicanos comprise about
107, of the population in the metropolitan
Denver area. The Chicano unemployment
rate in Denver is almost twice that of
Whites. .

In 1967 of the total work force at Coors of
the 1650, only 30, less than 2¢ , were Spanish
surnamed. Throughout the Southwest, where
Coors beer is widely used, there are over 10
million Chicanos. Not one Chicano is the
sole owner of a Coors Franchise.

In 1969, the Equal Employment Oppor-
tunity Commission (EEOC) filed a com-
plaint charging that Coors was engaging in
unlawful employment practices regarding re-
cruitment, hiring and promotion practices
against Chicanos and Blacks. A Federal Court
denied EEOC access to Coors employment
records. Nevertheless, Coors says that “It is
an Equal Opportunity Employer.”

Coors does its own building and con-
struction. It pays its construction workers
20 to 25¢, less than the prevailing wages
in the Denver area.

Of the total Chicanos employed at Coors,
there is only one Chicano working in a pro-
fessional or supervisory capacity.

At Coors Subsidiaries of which Golden
Choice Dog Food and the Coors porcelain
plant are the largest, Chicanos make up less
than 3¢, of the work force.

In 1970, the American GI Forum asked
Coors to let a fact-finding committee of five
tour the brewery and inspect their employ-
ment records. Coors refused this request.
Two years later, the request still stands.

Here in the San Jose area, Coors is the

largest selling beer in the Chicano communi-
ty. Obviously, a lot of people are unaware
of the racist policies conducted by the Coors
family. Next time you reach for a cold beer:
