In keeping with the general theme of this column,
that is of varied topics this week we shall return to
an eorlier subject and that is of general laws involv-
ing youth and sometimes adults,

On the subject of school attendance, children
between the ages of 8 and 16 years of age must attend
school full time unless specifically exempted by law.
Under specified circumstances children under 18 who
have not yet graduated from high school may be requ-
ired to attend certain classes. There are a variety of
excuses for not attending school. The reasons that
follow are NOT good.

On the subject of police records. Any person may
be arrested for commission of a crime. There is no age
limit. This applies to relatively minor crimes known
as misdemeanor, as well as the more serious crimes
which are classified as felonies.

The importance of avoiding a police arrest record
cannot be over-emphasized. These records are almost
always examined when a person enlists in the armed
forces, runs for public office, or applies for a civil
service job or for any employment that might affect
our national security. These records are also usually
consulted when a person applies for any of the var-
ious occupational licenses required by law. For these
reasons a police arrest record may it difficult-and
sometimes impossible~ for a person to obtain the kind
of employment he most desires.

On the subject of driving and licenses. The Cal-
ifornia  Vehicle Code provides that parents who sign
an application for their minor child becomes liable
up to $3000 for injury or death of one person; $10, 000
for more than one person, and $1000 property dam-
age.
This liability is imputed to the parent signer so
that if the minor is negligent or by willful misconduct

injures someone by driving an auto, the minor is lia-
ble for actual damages, but parents' liability is lim-
ited to $5, 000-$10, 000.

This simply means that the signer of the driver's
license application has this liability imputed to him
for the minor's negligence, regardless of whose auto
is being driven and under what circumstances.

The vehicle code imputes this same liability to
the registered owner. Thus, the registered owner is
civilly liable for any damage which may be done to
another when his vehicle is driven by someone else
with his actual or implied consent. This does not
mean the driver is not also liable, but does mean the
injured party may satisfy the judgment against either.

Again, if the parents who have costudy give con-
sent to drive, whether it is expressed or implied, they
are again liable as noted above.

It does not matter whether the minor has a driv-
er's license or whose car is being driven.

We may see then that parents are liable if their
minor child is driving a vehicle causing damage to
another under one of these conditions.

They signed the driver's license application
They were registered owners of the vehicle

driven by the minor causing damage

They expressedly or impliedly gave consent
to drive the vehicle causing the damage.

What has gone before has been taken for a State
of California publication ''Rights and Liabilities of
Minors, "'

We shall in the future cover other aspects of the
laws which relate to minor.
