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Cops break up pickets 
-strike leaders beaten

Club swinging SF cops broke 
into the main strike picket 
line and arrested  strike lead­
er Bridges Randall yesterday, 
after a sim ilar attem pt had 
failed about 45 m inutes earlier.

It was the most violent ac­
tion s i n c e  last W ednesday 
when mounted police chased 
strikers past Junipero Serra 
and Holloway.

Most strikers on the line 
knew that the cops were plan­
ning to arrest Randall on an 
outstanding w arran t. In re ­
sponse to the th rea t of arrest, 
strikers formed a protective 
circle around R andall as they 
m arched on the picket line 
along 19th Avenue.

A b o u t  1 p.m . the cops 
charged the pickets surround­
ing Randall as they m arched 
south on 19th Avenue parallel 
to the middle of the HLL 
Building.

Some pickets scattered , but 
a hard core stood firm . The 
cops were unable to get to 
Randall, and finally re trea ted  
after shoving a few of R an­
dall’s protectors, and getting 
hassled in return.

Both sides regrouped, p re­
paring for the inevitable sec- 
o n d confrontation. Randall 
huddled in the middle of his 
cadre, which rem ained in the 
vicinity of the north end of 
the HLL Building, while other 
pickets continued m arching in 
the line.

The m ilitant group of about 
250 students began chanting 
“AFT join the people,” re fe r­
ring to the striking teachers 
who were m anning the ir own 
picket line at the m ain cam pus 
entrance.

No AFT m em bers were seen 
to join the students.

A group of SF Tactical 
Squad cops confronted the 
g r o u p  protecting Randall. 
They formed a line across the 
sidewalk, and would not let 
the pickets pass.

A fter s e v e r a l  m inutes of 
standoff, the cops re trea ted . 
The line inched forw ard to­
ward the main entrance. As 
the pickets approached the 
midway point in the HLL 
B u i l d i n g ,  the Tac Squad 
charged f r o m  the parking 
area on 19th Avenue.

Some students began run­
ning, others stood still. The 
cops were rough and indiscri­
m inate. Strikers of both sexes 
were knocked to the ground. 
Some were beaten.

However, some s t r i k e r s  
fought the cops back, a t least 
for a time.

There were many scuffles 
g o i n g  on sim ultaneously in 
the vicinity of the Science

Building. During the melee 
one SF cop fell on a coed, his 
club hitting her behind the 
ear.

As cops charged a g r o u ^  
standing in the far north HLL 
plaza, at least one coed was 
knocked into the bushes after 
a cop gruffly told her, “ Out of 
the w ay.’

Students spread out into the 
streets, some cops g i v i n g  
chase. Both sides in the ac­
tion seem ed basically con­
fused. Students were running 
in all directions, and many 
cops kept turning the ir heads 
in all directions, seemingly 
wondering where to go next.

At one point a group of cops 
knocked strike leader Roger 
A lvarado to the ground and 
proceeded to beat him. Alva­
rado was not a rrested  though, 
perhaps because the cops had 
picked him up Monday on an 
outstanding w arran t sim ilar to 
the one on Randall.

The TWLF leader was ap­
parently  not seriously injured. 
He reappeared  on the picket 
line some ten minutes later.

At another juncture during 
the fracas, a line of cops 
charged by-standing students 
who were perched on a wall in 
front of the HLL Building. 
N early all the students were 
knocked over backw ards into 
a clum p of bushes.

As the ram page subsided 
students began reform ing on 
the sidewalk along 19th Ave­
nue while cops com m andeered 
the sem i - c ircular p a r k i n g  
a rea  where a van had pulled 
up.

As the cops pushed the a r ­
rested  strikers to the van, they

were supposed to fill out a yel­
low form  listing the charges 
against the “ suspect.”

One cop was holding a strik ­
er nam ed Bill Larsen. How­
ever, the striker was a rrested  
by a m em ber of the Tactical 
Squad. His present overseer 
was a regular SF cop who had 
rem ained on the o u t s k i r t s  
throughout the battle.

“ W hat’s the ch a rg e?” asked 
the sergeant.

The cop m erely shrugged.
“ B a tte ry ?” i n q u i r e d  the 

sergeant.
“ Yeah, yeah, b a tte ry ,” re ­

plied the cop.

“ B attery  against you?” the 
sergeant asked the cop.

“ Yeah, ok,” replied the cop, 
who had m erely led L arsen to 
the van and had no p a rt in the 
arrest.

At this point Larsen in ter­
vened, attem pting to explain 
th a t he hadn’t com m itted b a t­
tery  against anyone, least of 
all the cop who was holding 
him.

F or his efforts, L arsen was 
m erely ordered to “get in 
there (the van) and sit up 
front like I told you to .”

- F rom  then on, it was a w ar 
of words. The students, usu­

ally more clever with words 
than the cops, battled verbally 
with the cops, but risked har- 
rassm ent in the process.

“Pigs ea t sh it,” cried one 
dem ontrator from within the 
crowd on the south end of the 
semi-circle.

“ If I ate shit I ’d be eating 
you,” shot back a stoney faced 
cop, proud of his wit.

“ No you wouldn’t, you’d be 
eating your m am a,” reto rted  
an unidentified striker who 
was looking the outclassed cop 
right in the eye.

The cop, some two feet from  
the strik e r’s face, glared at 
his opponent. Realizing a  po­
tential d isaster was develop­
ing, the striker slid back into 
the crowd.

At another point along the 
semi - circle two c o p s  ap­
proached a striker with a 
stick in his hands.

One cop grabbed the s trik ­
e r ’s arm  and dem anded the 
stick. The striker volunteered 
to give the cop the s t i c k ,  
which was bereft of its picket 
sign.

The cop m erely grunted in 
reply, snatched the stick and 
stalked off toward the van.

As he neared  the van the 
cop broke the stick in two with 
his bare hands, e l i c i t i n g  
feigned moans of am azem ent 
from the crowd. He turned to 
the crowd and glared, bu t did 
nothing else.

F inally the arrestees were 
all shoved into the van. The 
cops then withdrew, and the 
strikers re-form ed the picket 
line.

AS presidents behind strike
The California State College 

Student P residents Association 
(CSCSPA) has c a l l e d  for 
strikes, confrontations, a n d  
convocations on all cam puses 
in the S tate College System.

The action of the CSCSPA, 
a union of 17 AS presidents 
(SF State is not a CSCSPA 
m em ber), was designed to ex­
pose State College students to 
the m otives and politics of the 
T rustees, according to Russell 
Bass, AS President here.

“ We are  unequivocally op­
posed to the position and ac­
tions of the T rustees,” the 
CSCSPA statem ent read. “ We 
cannot condemn the use of the 
strike by those who see it to be 
a necessary  tactic  to im ple­
ment reform s which can give 
a re levant education to all 
students, and begin to respond 
to the needs of non-white stu­
dents.”

The group also blasted “ the

lack of constructive leader­
ship, the rape of local auton­
omy, and the general incom ­
petence th a t has characterized  
Chancellor (Glenn) D um ke’s 
adm inistration .”

The statem ent, which Bass 
term ed “ an im pressive, for­
w ard step for this organiza­
tion,” was adopted a t a San 
Diego m eeting by a vote of 
11-4-1.

Humboldt, Chico, San Diego, 
and Valley S t a t e s  voted 
against the m easure, and Long 
Beach State abstained.

F o rm er AS P resident Phil 
G arlington withdrew SF State 
m em bership in the organiza­
tion last year, claim ing the 
group was not d y n a m i c  
enough.

Bass, however, attended the 
San Diego m eeting a t the in­
vitation of the CSCSPA. He 
said he was working with six 
other student presidents to de­

velop “ a coherent direction for 
the group, other than passing 
m eaningless resolutions.”

Chancellor Glenn D u m k e  
also appeared  at the m eeting, 
answering questions for about 
an hour.

Dumke defended the sus­
pension of teacher G e o r g e  
M urray because the Black 
P an ther has advocated vio­
lence. When asked about the 
violence engineered by Gov­
ernor Ronald Reagan, Dum ke 
replied th a t the form er actor 
is “ not a teach er” and can be 
political.

Bass said he planned to a t­
tend the next Trustees m eet­
ing Jan u ary  20 and 21, ten ta ­
tively scheduled for S acra­
mento State.

At tha t meeting, Moshe Saf- 
die’s design for a C o l l e g e  
Union will again come before 
the T rustees, after five re jec­
tions.

Bramwell reviews

'Nazarin' worthy 
of all its praise

The N orthern California p re ­
m iere of Luis Bunuel’s “N aza­
rin ” is happening sim ultane­
ously now at the Gateway 
Theatre in San Francisco and 
the Cinema T heatre in B erke­
ley.

“Nazarin” , the Grand Prix 
winner at the Cannes Film  
Festival, was directed and co­
authored by Bunuel, and shot 
on location in backwater Mexi­
co.

N azarin is a p o o r  priest, 
played by Francisco Rabal 
(of “ Belle de J o u r ” ). The 
tim e is 1900, but there are 
m any contem porary aspects 
of this film.

The priest, a pretty  young 
girl (R ita Macedo) and an ug­
ly, over - painted prostitute 
(M arga Lopez) construct the 
backbone of the picture. Naz­
arin  lives in a slum h o u s e  
along with beggars, prosti­
tutes and poor people. He is 
defrocked for helping the pros­
titute. At this point he takes 
to the road as a beggar.

The pretty  young girl and 
the prostitute want to be sain t­
ly, so t h e y  accom pany the 
priest on his wanderings. The 
film takes a tragic turn a t this 
point as these w anderers are 
insulted, rejected , taunted, 
and finally arrested . During 
this tim e N azarin becomes 
aw are th a t his life is a fraud. 
Skepticism  fills his l i f e  as 
each event in the film tears 
h i m  and his companions 
apart.

Nazarin is a beautiful p er­
son who is unjustly treated . 
D irector Bunuel has achieved 
such a pitch in this film that 
it seems to scream  taunts at 
the Gospels. The g reat work­
ings of this film are the use of 
parody, m im icry and cold re ­
ality, which become sick hu­
mor.

The genius of Bunuel is fur­
ther realized in the fact that 
he is deaf. When he directs he 
lip-reads, and listens on am ­
plifying earphones. The fam ed 
director uses his medium to 
the fullest.

During the film ’s final se­
quence, a beggar offers Naz­
arin a pineapple as he is be­
ing dragged off to jail. Some 
see this scene as a symbol of 
N azarin’s becoming hum an, 
while others see it as a sign 
of the p rie st’s continued faith 
and belief in assisting one of 
God’s crea tu res by allowing 
her charity  despite all adver­
sity.

This film has a unique qual­
ity of quiet strength and sim ­
plicity. It is deeply religious 
in its pursuit of religious 
ideals. The rea l beauty of this 
film can only be realized by 
the viewing of it, not reading 
reviews about it. This excep­
tional film will be at the two 
theatres through January  29.

The next film will be Ing­
m ar B ergm an’s “ Smiles of a 
Sum m er N ight.” January  31; 
B ergm an’s “The S e v e n t h  
Seal” . F eb ruary  3; Jean  Coc- 
eau’s “ O rpheus” , February  5 
and Cocteau’s “ Beauty a n d  
the B east” on February  7.
