It would later be reissued by Riverhead, along with the follow-up, “How to Be a Chicana Role Model,” in 2000.  Subsequently, “Honey Blonde Chica” was published in 2007 and “¡Scandalosa!” in 2008

Michele Serros was born in Oxnard in 1966 and died of salivary gland cancer in Berkeley in 2015. She attended Rio Del Valle Elementary School, Rio Mesa HS, and Santa Clara HS. Michele enrolled at Ventura College, Santa Monica City College, and later, UCLA in 1996, earning her B.A., cum laude in Chicana and Chicano Studies. 
Serros was also selected in 1994 to travel nationally with the touring music festival, Lollapalooza. 
In 2002, Michele was hired as a staff writer for the first season of the George Lopez Show. She was also chosen by PEN Center USA to write and perform an original piece honoring John Steinbeck. 
Michele was also a regular contributor to the Los Angeles Times, The Washington Post, The Huffington Post, Marie Clare, Ms. Magazine, CosmoGirl and provided satirical commentaries for National Public Radio. 
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
