UNSECURED TAXES DUE

Unsecured personal property taxes are
now due and they will become delinquent
if they are not paid by 5 p.m. on Aug. 31,
Edward N. Glaeser, the County director of
finance, reports. Penalities will be added
after that date.

Unsecured property includes such things
as inventory, fixtures and equipment, im-
provements on leased property, boats, air-
planes and all other personal property not
included in the regular real estate or prop-
erty tax bill.

To be paid on time the taxes must reach
the Tax Collector's Office, First Floor, 70
W. Hedding St., San Jose, by 5 p.m., Glaeser
explained. Payments sent by mail must be
postmarked before 5 p.m.

Glaeser warned that the state law requires
him to add a six per cent penalty, plus costs,
to any tax bill not paid by that time. If the
taxes are still not paid by Dec. 31 an addi-
tional charge of one per cent per month is
added.

Unsccured  personal  property taxes are
based on the value of the property on the
liecn date, which was March 1, for the 1971
tax year. An owner is still responsible for
the tax on personal property sold or other-
wise disposed of after the lien date.

Real Estate and Records

If you are a property owner, the smartest
thing you can do is to have a proper file on
your property. Buy legal size file folders
to hold important documents of ownership
and papers that will accumulate over the
years.

The first folder should be titled “Own-
ership Papers.” It should contain your Real-
tor’s name and phone number, the deposit
receipt, deed, title policy, copies of the prom-
issory note, escrow closing statement, inven-
tory, and bill of sale.

The second file should be entitled “Insur-
ance.” In this folder insert the name, phone
number and address of your insurance agent.
Place your fire and liability insurance papers
in it.

The third file folder should be labeled
“Leases”, providing you have rental units.
This file is for rental agreements, corre-
spondence and other related information.

The fourth file folder should be labeled
“Bills—1971”. Make up a different one for
each year. Retain all copies of bills paid.
The importance of this cannot be over-
stressed. If you own income producing real
estate, you can deduct these expenses when
filing your income tax return. If your home
is your single real estate investment, then
you can deduct these expenses (repairs and
maintenance) from the profit when you sell.
Of course you already know that all real
estate taxes are deductible on your income
tax return.

And of course, there should always be a
folder marked “Miscellaneous” for anything
not properly filed in any other folder.

If your bookkeeping has become more,

than you feel you can handle, ask an ac-
countant to help you set up bookkeeping
records for your particular case.

If you have up to four rental units, you
can simply use a columnar book. Use one
page for income and another page for ex-
penses. At the end of the year you will have

a simple tabulation to determine your an-
nual income and expenses for your income
tax return.

If you are a large real estate owner with
many rental units, you'll need a more sophis-
ticated method of bookkeeping. The Tri-
County Apartment Association has forms for
this purpose. Keep separate records and sep-
arate checking accounts for each property.
Do not comingle funds from different
properties.

Maintaining files and proper records on
real estate is easy and takes little time. It
can save you many dollars when you fill out
your tax return. Files and records measure
the economic prosperity of any given prop-
erty; and a prosperous property is a profit-
able property. You can tell anyone, I said
so.

the Model Cities residents,” Belluomini
stated.

Belluomini is a member of the San Jose
Mexican Chamber of Commerce, Council of
Latin American Affairs, board member of
the Volunteer Action Center, San Jose Pub-
lic Relations Round Table and honorary
member of the Club Atlas Futbol Soccer
Team. He has also worked for the Cannery
Workers Union Local No. 679 from 1959
to 1969 as a Union Representative.

He is an Army veteran, seeing action in
Korea. Belluomini was honorably discharged
in May, 1951. Graduated from San Jose City
College with an AA Degree in 1959, he lives
with his wife Irma and daughter “Gigi” at
1163 Terilyn Ave.

IS THE AMERICAN FAMILY
AS WEKNOW IT, IN
DANGER of SEFARATION?

Today's 'family' is very diffinitely,
and atan exceedingly rapid pace, becom-
ing less and less important in society .
Though change may be a threat to a few
and though some aspects of the past need
to be preserved, certain alterations must
be made. - An organism that fails to
adapt to a changing enviroment soon be-
comes extinct. This is-one reason why
dinosaurs no longer inhabit the ecarth.
They could not adapt.

There are numerous and exceedingly
complex reasons responsible for the
change, virtually none of which are, or
can be controllable.

Since the turn of the century we have
turned from a agricultual, rvral, and
authoritairian society, to an Industrial,
urban, and democratic one. With our pop
ulace rapidly becoming more aware of
its environment, we are reasoning and
concluding less emotionally and more
rationally and logically.

As Aristatle once said, fact andlogic
is the lowest common denominator  Or
solution to virtually every man-made
problem. Itis also the basis for all
knowledge.

Why, in 1970 did California experience
more divorces than marrages? Why
were there nearly 2 million divorces
nation wide ?

It is difficult to cite an exact figure
representing the number of different
grounds for divorce inthe U, S, However
the total number of different grounds is
between 35-40,

Figures reported by the National Of-
fice of Vital Statistics disclose that some
90% of all divorce suits are basedon two
grounds. Cruelty anddesertion, Adul-
tury is used as a legal ground in less
than 2% of all divorces.

Although all marriage ceremonies
require the parties to plege "Till death
do us part,'" the fact that so many divor-
ces occure suggests that many couples
do notake this seriously. Probably what
they are really pledging is "Until our
happiness doth cease,"

Many people believe divorces break

-up families. This is not so. The broken

family is not the result of divorces. Di-
vorce is the result of the broken family.

Divorce is still a symbol of defeat in
the minds of many bhut it does not carry
the sting of guilt, embarrasment and
scorn that it once did.

Not only are adults living a faster
pace of life, but so are their children.
When dating is permitted ingrade school
young people by the time they are fif—
teen or sixteen, may feel thateverything
has been experience.

Since the turn of the century, men
are marrying about three years earlier
and women about two yecars earlier., Of
course, this docs not mean that a marri-
age at twenty is doomed to failure. It
simply means that it is statistically
risky. And therisk increasesas the age
of marriage decreases.

The quick and relatively inexpen.s ive
divorce proceedures have undoubtedly
had an effect in the growing number of
divorces,

Over twe-thirds of all divorces today
involve children.

Perhaps with the increased knowledge
of psychology, parents are figuring that
either one of them can rear their child
or children without the assistance of
a spouse,

BIRTH CONTROL PRACTICES
AND FAMILY SIZE

The use of machanical divices and
chemicals as contraceptives began to
spread rapidly in the early part of the
nineteenth century among middle and up-
per classes of France,

Families today can have children
when want them and in the numbers they
desire, Since children seldom have any
economic value such as farmhands or
contributing members, it is all the more
important that family size be limited, It
is expressed well in the motto "'Every
Child A Wanted Child," In 1790, the ap-
proximate size of the average household
was 5.79 persons. In 1957, one hundred
sixty-seven years later, the average fam
ily size was 3.34 persons.

Logically this is very laudable. Unless
the population is controled by some means
we will have to face such problems as:
population density, disapearance of
natural resources, poverty, disease,
greater possibility of a nuclear holocaust,
unemployment, inflation, polution, rise
in crime, food and housing shortages &
possible famine,

DECLINE OF THE AUTHORITY OF
HUSBANDS AND FATHERS

It was not to long ago when every
marriage ceremony included a promise
to "love, honor, and OBEY", but onlyon
the part of the wife, Today thereare few
rights thalt women do not enjoy along with
there husbands, and most husbands seem
to accept, if not like the arrangement.
The new roles of both men and women in
modern society call for a broader parti-
cipation and experience in the affairs of
the family, This is good. The new role
of the modern husband permitshim to be
a team worker withhis wife, In fact the
whole family, including the children is a
team, The hasband isno longer the cap-
tain of a ship, shouting cammands to a
subservient crew. He is also learning

that he can express his masculinity
though emotions formerly researved for
women, This is enriching his emo-
tional life,

INCREASE IN PREMARITAL AND EX-
TRAMARITAL SEXUAL RELATIONS

Nearly 40% of all married couples ex
perience sexual intercourse with some-
one other thantheir spouse prior to mar
rage,

With an ever increasing number  of
common law marrages it is possible to
enjoy the benefits of marrage without
having the 'binds' which a marriage cer
tificate often holds.

Sexual experiences outside of marr
iage is anold asthe historyof man. How
ever, there are at least three significant
ci:anges taking place onthe current scene,
The first is what appears to be an in-
crease of both premarital and extramar-
ital relationships. Studies made by Mas-
ters and Johnson reveal that there is a
diffinate increase of such experiences, -
Thus, the increased freedom of expres-
sion acted on for women in other areas
has also appeared to extend to the sexu-
al sphere. A third change noted is the
increcsing number of "good" vomen who
engage in such relationships. And final-
ly, there has been a decrease inthe aum
ber of prostitutes, -

Probably the most conspicuous change
to take place is American sexual behav-
ior is the freer, more open attitude abott
sex. Sex appeal is capitalized upon to
help sell autos, food, toiletries, and
farm equipment. Popular songs, boeks,
movies all boldly depict sex.
RELIGIOUS ROLE

Religion in American life is paradox-
ical. On the one hand alarger percent: -
age of population belongs to religious in-
stitutions than ever before in thehistory
of the country (65%). On the other hand,
there seems to be a consensus among
clergymen and behavioral scientists
that religion, as a potent force motiva—
ting American behavior is on the decline,

Many
problems of commuzication revolve
around the relation between message and
metamessage, It is not enough to  say
what you mean., You have to sound and
act as if you meant it. There has to be
congruence between message and meta-
message. If there is such congruence
- if you look amused when you say amus
ing things, - if you look angry when you
say angry things, - if youlook and sound
sincere when you tell someone that you
love them - people may disagree with
you, but they will not doubt your open-
ness or sincerity. N

Children are often better than adults
at understanding metamessages, As in-
fants we do not understand words, what
we understand are tone of voice, gentle-
ness or harshness of touch, whether of
love or irritation or anger. Most of us,
excent for the oververbalized and intel -
lectualized, retain this understanding
thoughout our life span.,

In conclusion, the worst enemy with-
in todays family is not a growing divorce
rate, or widely used birth control meth-
ods, or decline of authority of husbands
and fathers or increase in premarital and
extramarital sexual relations or the lack
of religion as a potent motivation, but
a general COMMUNICATION GAP. An
individulas thoughts, feelings and spoken
words should coincide with one another.

As stated in the beginning, by apply-
ing fact and logic and expressing your
true thoughts and feelings, many
family problems CAN BE RESOLVED,

COUNTY SIGNS FOR
ALCOHOLISM PROJECT

The County has obtained a grant of $65,-
172 in federal funds to provide an educa-
tional, information and referral campaign
aimed at controlling alcoholism. The con-
tract for the grant has been signed by Chair-
man Dominic Cortese of the Board of Su-
pervisors.

The County will administer the grant and
subcontract with the Alcoholism Information
Center to conduct the campaign.

The California Council on Criminal Jus-
tice recently approved the grant, Sheriff
Jemes Geary had endorsed the program
earlier.

The center, which is headed by Robert E.
Quivley as director, is located at 1500 Los
Padres Blvd., Santa Clara.

‘Lne agency is starting its second year of
operatjon.

Some 765 men and 364 women sought help
and information from the Center on how to
cutb the drinking habit in its first 12 months
of operation, Quigley reports.

During the first six months 300 persons
contacted the center for aid, he explained.
Today the calls average 109 per week.

Approximately 40 volunteers have donated
8,348 hours to manning the center’s tele-
phone “Help Lines” 24 hours per day. An-
other 15 volunteers are in training to assist
in the program.

The center, which is a special project of
the Mental Health Association, also provides
pprofessional education and training on alco-
holism for industries, teachers, other profes-
sions and law enforcement officials. The
center staff also conducts community educa-

tion efforts.

ALCOHOLISM COORDI-
NATOR NAMED BY
COUNTY

Ely Axelrod, 56, a social service consultant
with experience in alcoholism control pro-
gram, has been named coordinator of this
County’s new alcoholism programs by Coun-
1y Executive Howard Campen.

Axelrod will take over his duties May 24.
Until recently he was a consultant with the
San Mateo Mental Health Department. He
also worked with a county committee there
involved in programs for the rehabilitation
of alcoholics.

The position of Alcoholism Program Co-
ordinator has been created in recognition of
the growing problem of alcoholism within
the county, Campen explained. An estimated
29,000 alcoholics are living in the county,
he reported.

In 1969 the Sheriff’s Department report-
ed a total of 18,600 arrests for alcohol-re-
lated problems and in the same year there
were an estimated 900 admission from Santa
Clara County to Agnews State Hospital for
alcoholism.

A task force on drug abuse of the ad hoc
Comprehensive Mental Health Planning
Committee of Santa Clara County previously
identified alcoholism as the county’s number
one drug abuse problem.

The Alcoholism Program Coordinator will
be responsible for the administration of all
aspects of the county’s alcoholism program,
including both inpatient and outpatient serv-
ices, as well as indirect services.

Axelrod will also have the major responsi-
bility for consultation and evaluation of pro-
grams, as well as insuring that adequate data
collection is performed and that the entire
alcoholism program is smoothly-run and co-
ordinated.

He received a Bachelor of Arts Degree in
psychology and English from Western Re-
serve University of Cleveland, Ohio, in 1936
and obtained a Masters Degree in Public
Health Education from the University of
California, Berkeley, in 1958.
