Months before the Feb. 26 date,
the aficionados were planning to
be on the right spot at the right
moment, to make their own ob-
servations in order to tell their
grandchildren about it. What dis-
may and disappointment if even
a small cloud had drifted by at
the precise moment of truth.

It is only occasionally that the
moon 1is just the right distance—
that is less than 218,000 miles
from the earth’s surface—for it to
come between our planet and the
sun so as to throw its shadow up-
on some part of our globe. The
band covered by the shadow is
never very wide, and the shadow
fits about this track at a rate of
more than a thousand miles an
iour.

So when the moon slips straight
in between us and the sun, and
the conditions are right, we do
not see the sun at all. We see
only the dark moon-ball sur-
rounded by the glory of the sun’s
corona—Crown.

This fantastic sight lasts but
minutes — sometimes only sec-
onds.

So on Feb. 26, the sun rose on a
bright morning in midwinter, but
a few minutes after 8 am. a bit
of shadow appeared on the west-
ern edge of the sun-disk, and kept
progressing until the sun was
darkened. :

First the sickle, then the light
of day dimmed to a soft gray dusk
of twilight, and then it was night.

The stars were seen to shine,
and streets light still on shone like
stars, and people avoided looking
at the skies unless they were
wearing eye protectors.
