Antigua ciudad fundada por los
espafioles en 1533 ya habfia sido fundada
por los aztecas en 1486 y anteriormente
por los mixesy los zapotecas, lo que ex-
plica su riqueza arqueoldgica y colonial,

Se llega al centro de Oaxaca por
dos avenidas, la Juirezprimero y la In-
dependencia después a cuya izquierda
encontramos la maciza y rica catedral
que se empezd a construir el mismo afio
de la fundacibén espaiiola y que cautiva
con sus tres fachadas de cantera verde,
propia de la regidn, labradas en el mis
afiligranado plateresco. La fachada prin-
cipal se halla cubierta de imagenes de
santos y columnas muy esbeltas, tenien-
do en el lugar de honor una imigen en
relieve de la Virgen de la Asunciény
como remate una barandilla de hierro
forjado a la altura de las torres, muy
bajas ambas.,

Las fachadas laterales son talvez
mis elegantes pero mis sbbriasy en una
de ella nos sorprende una estatua que
parece bostezar por un peculiar efecto
de la luz.

Al entrar por la puerta principal
se encuentraunagran Virgen del Perdén,
de tonos dorados y estilo italiano, muy
bella y que se atribuye a Correa. En el
trasaltar luce un gigantesco apostolado,
y en las capillas laterales una magnifi-
ca Trinidad, un San Miguel sobre plancha
de cedro, todas de autor ignorado. Deun
oaxaquefio, Marcial de Santaellauna gran
pintura de los siete Principes. En la sa-
cristia hay lienzos de José Palacios co-
mo San Sebastiin y San Bartolo, y otras
no firmadas pero igualmente bellas de
nuestra sefiora del Pdpulo, San Joaquin
y Santa Ana.

La lista de todos los tesoros que

se encierran en esta Catedral seria in-
terminable, pero si podemos decir que
causa la mis honda emocibn la visita a
este templo.

Del templo de Santo Domingo y
su Convento, a cinco cuadras, lleno de
poesia y de grandezaes dificil describir
tanta riqueza en la que las magnificas
pinturas luchan por la atencién de uno
contra el follaje de hojas doradas, relie-
ves de reyes, de santos, de angeles, y
mil arabescos que relatan la genealogia
de Cristo y la historia de la orden Do-
minicana, de la que llaman la atencidn
cinco monjes con sus cabezas en la ma-
no; hacia el Altar Mayory la Capilla del
Rosario la riqueza de la decoracibn es
todavia mas costelada de relieves de E-
vangelistas, Padres de la Iglesia y mil
figuras maés,

Sus claustros amplios y tranqui-
los con hermosos patios y fuentes, con-
vida a la contemplacidén mis tranquila y
son igualmente ricos en pinturas y hie-
rros forjados.

El mercado del sibado, domina-
do por las ruinas de la Iglesia de la
Compaiifa, es uno de los sitios més tipi-
cos y atrayentes por la variedad de ob-
jetos desplegados; vasijas de ceramica
vidriada verde, sarapes de dibujos pre~
cortesianos, loza negra, machetes, can-
taros titixtles y huipiles, mufiecos, ani-
malitos e incensarios de barro, canas-
tas, encajes, joyas de oro y plata y so-
bre todo los indigenas mismos con sus
atavios tipicos y su lenguaje cantarino y
dulzdn.

No es posible dejar de admirar
tampoco el maravilloso arbol del Tule,
sabino gigante de inigualable verdor que
mide 40 metros de alturay tiene su tron-
co un perimetro de 42 metros y mas de
2,000 afios.

El museo arqueolbgico es otro
sitio en que la admiracién no tiene limi-
tes y la cantidad y riquezas de lo ex-
puesto dejauna huella imposible de olvi=
dar y que se completa con una visita a
Mitla y Monte Alban (mereciendo capi-
tulo aparte cada uno de estos sitios) de
los que hablaremos posteriormente con
més amplitud.
